The charity aims to offer a high quality, affordable and flexible pre-school

education to local children.

The charity follows the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) to offer

appropriate play, education and care facilities, ensuring that all children

have the same opportunities whatever their race, culture, religion, means

or ability.

The charity was inspected by Ofsted 8~ February 2022 had a rating of
Good. As a result of this the charity was still able to continue to offer

government-funded places to 2, 3 and 4 year olds.

1.Basis of Preparation Financial Statements

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention and in accordance with the Financial Reporting

Standard 102 (effective January 2016) and the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP) "Accounting and Reporting by

Charities" in accordance with Financial Reporting Standard 102 (FRS102) effective January 2016.

2. Accounting Policies

2.1.Recognition of income

Income is included in the Statement of Financial Activities (SoFA) when the charity is legally entitled to the income and the

income can be quantified with reasonable accuracy. Turnover comprises of the income received I'rom various sources including,

but not exclusively, government funding, fees from parent/guardians, fundraising activities and donations,

2.2. Grants and donations

Grants and donations are only included in the SoFA when the general income recognition criteria are met (5.10 to 5.12 FRS 102

SORP)

2.3. Support costs

The charity has incurred expenditure on support costs which have been allocated to governance costs.

2.4. Income from interest, royalties and dividends

Income fiom interest is included in the accounts when receipt is probable and the amount receivable can be measured reliably.

2.5. Creditors

The charity has creditors which are measured at settlement amounts less any trade discounts.

2.6. Tangible Fixed Assets and Depreciation

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write oif'the cost of the

fixed assets, less their estimated residual value, over their expec'ted useful lives on the following bases:
