The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 March 2022. The trustees
have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to
charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Irdland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVESAND ACTIVITIES

Objectivesand aims

The Trust is established to relieve sickness and to preserve and protect the good health of the public by advancing the
education and training of general practitioners in the Swindon area.

The Trust aims to achieve this by:

Bringing together in conference representatives of voluntary organisations, government departments, statutory
authorities and individuals.

Arranging and providing for, or joining in arranging and providing for, the holding of exhibitions, lectures, classes,
seminars and training courses.

Full membership of the Trust is open to al general medica practitioners working within the Swindon area either on
full-time, part-time or locum basis, or retired, or any other interested person or such persons as organisations, whether
corporate or unincorporated as the Executive Committee from time-to-time decides.

Public benefit
The Trust is established to protect the good heath of the public by advancing the education and training of Generd
Practitionersin the Swindon and Wiltshire area.

In the academic year of these accounts 2021/22 Swindon GP Education Trust ran 36 events for its GP, GP trainee and allied
health care members, from the local healthcare community to support their education and training and ultimately benefit
patient care. These educationa events are usually a mix of workshops, interactive and case-based learning with some events
remaining online following the COVID pandemic.

In addition, Swindon GP Education Trust has continued to host a regular term time GP Sessional group to provide peer
group support and educational opportunities to this group of GPsin addition to the main programme.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE

Charitable activities

Swindon GP Education Trust continues to have a stable membership and runs an annua programme of educational activities
mapped to the RCGP Curriculum to support local GPs, GP trainees and allied staff such as practice nurses in their education,
development, and support.

We continue to work with consultants from the local Great Western Hospital, and other organisations and charities to
provide accessible, relevant, and educationally valuable events for our membership. We have done several collaborative
educational sessionsin conjunction with the Bath educational organisation BGPERT.

We remain responsive to our members by seeking ongoing feedback to help shape future course and programme
development to meet GPs learning and development needs. We are aso actively involved in a regiond group of similar
educational charities where we share good practice and good ideas that may benefit our respective membership and
ultimately benefit patient care.

Our educationa events aso provide the opportunity for GPs to meet up and for informal peer support and professional and
educational networking, enhancing working relationships in the local healthcare community.

Our new website, launched in 2021 allows members access to previous recorded online educationa events to peruse & a
convenient and suitable time. We have set up a google analytics system to track usage of this and we are thrilled to see that
there are hundreds of pre-recorded online videos being accessed by our members each month. The website aso adlows
members to renew their membership and book onto courses and has had excellent feedback.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basisof preparing thefinancial statements

The financia statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Irdand (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)', Financial Reporting
Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland’ and the Charities Act
2011. Thefinancia statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entittement to the funds, it is
probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is alegal or constructive obligation committing the charity
to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and the amount
of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified
under headings that aggregate al cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular
headings they have been allocated to activities on abasis consistent with the use of resources.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund isincluded in the notes to the financia statements.

Hire purchase and leasing commitments

Rentals paid under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities on a straight line basis over
the period of the lease.
