The charity raised £17,832 in a month on 
the commencement of the Ukraine 
support fund at the beginning of March 
2022. Post March 2022, the monies have 
been used to pay for all the physical 
donations received to be transported 

of beds for a 
refugee centre, an industrial generator 
to power vital services in Ukraine and 
other various items to support the 
Ukrainian people.   
 
The charity hosts the annual January 
Jaunt and March Hare races, which 
helps to encourage a healthier 
community by providing a platform to 
exercise and compete.

Para 1.21 Despite the constraints of lockdowns 
and the global pandemic, the Trustees 

reserves increased during this period by 
£21,446 from £9,390 to £30,836 which 
are held in the charity bank accounts.  
 
Income was secured from the 
generosity of donations and from those 
fundraising and events that could be 
safely undertaken within the prevailing 
restrictions.  
 
The main expenditures were on 
donations to other local charities and 
individual or families with special 
circumstances.
