Throughout this year we have had a waiting list of pre-school children wanting to join.

E. Financial Review

Reserves paolicy

It is Preschool policy to maintain a balance on unrestricted funds, if possible, which equates to at least one months unrestricted payments, equivalent to £4 400. The balance held
of £23,760 exceeds this target.

Financial Review

Total receipts were £76k, an increase of E11k from last year —attributed to the reputation of the oreschool generating more Interest and an effort to get to near full occupancy.
Wage costs are higher, both for the extra cover and Increase In National minimum and living wage.

Accounts have been kept up to date.
We have managed to do some fund raising this year which has helped a lot.

£126 raised at the raffle on sports day; £171.40 raised at the summer fair.

The net result for the year was an excess of receipts over payments of £10,114, this is due to increased numbers in children attending pre-school.
