The Charity is managed entirely by elected volunteers, chosen every two years
by community members to ensure representation and accountability.

Throughout 2024, the Charity continued its commitment to fostering spiritual growth and community
cohesion by hosting a diverse range of religious and social events. These were delivered both in-person and
virtually to accommodate all members. Every event was designed to advance the Charity's key objectives:
