Provide free welfare care & housing for babies born of mothers 
whilst detained in prison 
 
As of 2024 POCCH has had a total of 46 children, (some of whom are 
children of prison detainees) within the year we have had 3 
Admissions, 5 discharged, 2 of which were reunited with their families, 
3 have been transferred to the halfway house and are in college or 
Senior Highschool. 2 boys have been transferred from the Well Baby 
Unit to the Boy’s Unit since they are no longer toddlers.  
 
Included in those admitted, is Daryl. Who was a former client of 
POCCH and was reunited with his mother. He ran away from home 
and came to the children’s home with marks all over his body and legs 
from being wiped by his mother with a phone charger wire. The child 
expressed his desire to be admitted in the children’s home because of 
the physical abuse of his mother. We urgently accepted him and filed 
a Child Abuse Case against the Mother.  
 
The Staff of the Girl’s Unit had a project to repaint the whole Unit to 
freshen up the Home by contributing to purchase paint and other 
materials and painted it themselves.  
 
Two of our young ladies celebrated their 18th birthday, and as a 
tradition we prepared a special party for them celebrating their debut.  
 
Thanks to our sponsors at “Kids around the World” we received 
multiple boxes of preloved clothes, shoes, toys, accessories, bed 
sheets that were all given to the children and children of the staff of 
POCCH. 
 
This year, we were given a special feature in a Local TV Program 
called “Kara Talks” were she interviewed 2 of our children who are 
children of prisoners, and the Founder to talk about the Ministry and 
their experience in it.  
 
After appealing for support on social media we were able to replace 8 
toddler beds for our Well Baby Unit. 
 
During the Summer, the Houseparent’s of the Boy’s Unit conducted a 
“Basketball League” at the Boy’s Unit Basketball court and was open 
for the children of the community to join and play. We had over a 
hundred children for try-outs and were able to share the Gospel to 
them before each game.  
 
Thanks to our sponsors in Denmark ERP Family Fond, we were able 
to retile the kitchen and living room of the boy’s unit.  
 
We were able to celebrate significant holiday celebrations with the 
kids such as Easter, where the kids had a whole day of activities, 
easter egg hunting, arts and crafts, talent competitions. Heart’s Day, 
where the kids arranged a special day to show their love and 
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appreciation for our houseparents. And the highlight of the year, is the 
Christmas Celebration at White Rock Resort & Waterpark, where we 
were able to take 200 people (kids, staff and their families) to 
celebrate Christmas Day at the waterpark. Thanks to the collective 
effort and support of various sponsors.  
 
With the Help of our German Sponsor through FCM, we were able to 
take the children shopping for Christmas to buy what they wanted for 
Christmas; receiving PhP1000 each.  
 
For New Year, we were able to take the kids to the beach front to 
watch fireworks display as we enter the New Year.  
 
 
PHILIPPINE OUTREACH CHRISTIAN ACADEMY 
Provide free education for the local poorer community that are 
unable to afford state education. 
 
For the school year 2024-2025, there were 190 students enrolled, 105 of 
which are pre-elementary level and 60 are Junior High School Students. 
Of these students 159 come from the community around the school 
composed of indigent and middle-class families, 31 are from POCCH. 
 
We were able to have 63 graduates in all by the end of the school year: 
32 preschoolers, 19 elementary, and 12 Junior high school.  
 
We were able to conduct various school activities in compliance with the 
department of education of the Philippines such as: Language Month 
(August), Christmas party, Bible Month (January), Talent fest (February), 
Science week, and local interschool sports competition (October). 
 
During the school year the parents’ association were able to contribute 
for the needs of their children through fund raising and government 
requests most notable is tv monitors for 4 rooms to use instead of 
projectors and many cleaning materials.  
Our teachers were able to join trainings and seminars throughout the 
school year on the new curriculum being implemented and for safety 
such as the burns prevention and treatment education by noted expert 
Val Smith-Orr OAM. 
 
 
 
PHILIPPINE OUTREACH CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP CHURCH 
 
  
The church continues to support one of its members who is from a poor 
community, she is blind and elderly and struggles with high blood 
pressure, gallbladder and kidney problems. The church helps her with 
her medication and food expenses. We were also able to provide her with 
a gift pack for Christmas, to be able to celebrate Christmas with a special 
meal with her family.  
 
The Church celebrated it’s 38th year anniversary with the theme 
“Harmony” where we celebrated the whole week with different activities 
that would encourage the theme “Harmony” such as, Sports activities for 
the men, women, and young people. Talent Night where members of the 
church performed different talents were food and drinks were available 
for purchase. A church prayer walk were over 100 members of the 
church joined in a united walk from the Children’s Home to the church, 
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praying for the town of Subic, all of it’s barangay (villages) and governing 
authorities.  
 
The SHINE Ministry Team continues to support the children in the 
community by providing weekly spiritual activities and games, lifting the 
spirit of the children even though they are in very desperate living 
conditions.   
 
The Youth Leaders of the churched arranged for a 3-day youth camp 
entitled “Reacquaint” which aims to teach the young people about 
reacquainting themselves to the truth of who God is, and what the Bible 
says about his children. There were 120 participants.  
 
Every October since 2024 we celebrate “October Prayer Fest” where the 
whole church collectively aim to pray for 50,000 hours for the whole 
month dedicating a few hours a day each week to pray for specific needs 
and concerns of the church. This year we exceeded the goal and 
reached 61,885 minutes and ended the prayer fest with a prayer walk 
from the children’s home through the town to the church around 3 
kilometres walking and praying for the whole town of Subic there were 
over 80 participants for the prayer walk.  
 
This year we were able to baptise 21 new members of POCF.  
 
During Christmas and Easter, the church prepares special activities, 
which provide food, games and with the Word of God, the team help over 
200 children in 3 villages in the town of Subic.  
 
 
POC PRISON MINISTRY 
Provide Christian Ministry in Prison and the local Area. 
 
 
In the prison ministry we were able to continue doing the ministry work in 
the jails of Olongapo, Zambales, Pampanga and Angeles. There has 
been struggle regarding our schedule in Pampanga as they keep on 
cancelling our schedule of ministry, but still by God's grace many would 
attend our ministry. Around 300-400 prisoners hear the gospel every 
week from these 4 prisons combined. Sis Wendy Holmes together with 
Sis Katie and Sis Michelle of Your Kids around the World visited the 
prison ministry last January. A group of Bible School students from 
Denmark also visited POC and joined the prison wherein they shared 
testimonies and performed worship songs. By October, Sis. Gillian Pegler 
of Christianity Explored once again led a Christianity Explored course. 12 
inmates from Olongapo finished said course. We were able to have our 
annual Christmas Party in the jails. Giving away almost P36,000 of cash 
prizes for the contest we organized, and 600 inmates received gift packs 
of toiletries as Christmas gift

As of 2023 POCCH has had a total of 48 children, (some of whom are 
children of prison detainees) within the year we have had 9 
Admissions, 10 discharged, 8 of which were reunited with their 
families, 2 have been transferred to the halfway house and are in 
college. 2 girls have been transferred from the Well Baby Unit to the 
Girls Unit since they are no longer toddlers.  
 
Included in those admitted, is Carl. In September, we received a 
referral from Val Smith-Orr founder and Nurse for Triple-B. She had 
been helping Carl recover from a serious wound that had been 
infected after his operation. Val, was very concern that Carl could not 
recover fast enough because he was severely malnourished and 
worried that the child would not survive. With the help of the Social 
Services and Local Government Officer, we were able to convince the 
Mother to gain custody of Carl for his best welfare. He had been 
bedridden for 2 years and has been out of school, or even out the 
house since his operation. Whilst in our care he has recovered well, 
gained significant weight, and is back in school.  
 
With the help of FCM Germany, we received 2 volunteers who helped 
care for the kids for 6months-a year. 
 
One of our girls who graduated highschool, expressed her desire to 
be part of the future of POCCA’s Special Needs School and wished to 
study college aiming towards this profession.

As of 2022 POCCH has had 55 children, (some of whom are children 
of prison detainees) within the year we had 8 new admissions and 6 
discharge of children.  
 
In December of 2022, one of the staff’s newborn son was rushed to 
hospital because he was struggling to breathe due to severe 
pneumonia. The baby was close to death when all the hospitals was 
turning him down due to the lack of space and/or equipment to care 
for the baby’s needs. We had no choice but to admit him to a private 
hospital, which was very expensive, but thanks to the supporters we 
were able to keep him in hospital until he recovered. He was able to 
celebrate Christmas with his family, and is a very healthy baby today. 
The family are very grateful for the support, as they couldn’t afford to 
admit the baby into hospital.  
 
On Christmas Day, we were able to treat 200 children and staff to a 
waterpark resort to celebrate the holidays.  
 
This 2022, 3 of our children graduated Highschool and in currently 
enrolled in College. 1 is taking up Special Needs Education, 2 is 
taking up Computer Programming.  
 
We received a wonderful donation of 6 bikes for the children by a local 
businessmen’s group “Eagles Club”, it was a wonderful gift for the 
children who rode a bike for the very first time.  
 
After the pandemic restrictions had been lifted, we were now able to 
receive volunteers from Germany who served as houseparents of a 
year. We received a total of 3 volunteers for the whole year.  
 
PHILIPPINE OUTREACH CHRISTIAN ACADEMY 
Provide free education for the local poorer community that are 
unable to afford state education. 
 
For the school year 2022-2023, there were 171 students enrolled, 39 
of which are children from the children’s home and 132 children are 
from the community.  
 
With the help of the Parent-Teacher Committee, they were able to 
fundraise and provide us with a hand washing area, which was a 
requirement of the Department of Education Post Covid. They were 
also able to provide 2 air condition units.   
 
At the end of the school year there were 9 grade 10 graduates, 17 
elementary graduates, and 15 kinder graduates.

did visit the jails in order to make donations of toiletries and other 
essentials during the Prisoner Awareness Week in October 2022, 
and conduct similar donations for Christmas.

As of 2021 POCCH has had 50 children, (some of whom are children 
of prison detainees) within the year we had 3 new admissions and 5 
discharge of children. Due to the restrictions of the pandemic, the 
children were still studying through modular curriculum at the home. 
Thanks to our sponsors we were able to provide school supplies for 
the children to use for the whole school year.  
We were also recipients of donations from the government that 
provided food and medical equipment such as wheelchair and 
nebulizers.  
6 of our teenage kids received scholarship at a private school for our 
grade 11 & 12 students. 4 of our girls turned 18 this year and 
celebrated a joint Debut party for them to experience a special 
celebration and will soon be discharged from POCCH.  
In December 2021 most of the pandemic restrictions were lifted and 
we were able to take all children and staff of around 200 people to 
WhiteRock waterpark and resort on Christmas Day. And after 2 years 
of not being able to be visited by family members the kids were finally 
able to spend time with relatives. 
 
PHILIPPINE OUTREACH CHRISTIAN ACADEMY 
Provide free education for the local poorer community that are 
unable to afford state education. 
 
Throughout the Pandemic, from March 2020 to December 2021 there 
were no face to face classes permitted in the Philippines.  As the 
students of POC (Christian Academy) are from poorer backgrounds, on-
line classes were not an option.  Most of our students had no internet 
access.  For that reason POCCA produced modules of work for the 
students to study at home.  The modules were produced for all 220 
students free of charge. 
The Government required POCCA to own the school facility that had 
previously been rented for 37 years, before they were willing to grant the 
school a permit to operate for the school year 2022-2023.  So POCCA 
needed to raise funds to make this purchase.  We are in the process of 
making the purchase so the permit was granted and this school year is 
the first year of face-to-face classes.  We currently have 180 students 
enrolled. 
 
PHILIPPINE OUTREACH CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP CHURCH 
Provide financial help for those less fortunate who are unable to 
afford the medical expenses incurred for treatment. 
 
There are a few individuals in the local community who are in desperate 
need of help.  One is a young man who was rendered paraplegic after an 
accident who has no means of support for himself and his 4 year old 
daughter.

An elderly widow attending our church is blind and has no means of 
support.  So the church and individuals give regular financial support to 
help with her ongoing food and medical needs.

Unfortunately, due to the pandemic, all prisons and jails in the Philippines 
have been closed to visitors and POCM has not been able to conduct 
regular visits to the 4 jails we would ordinarily visit weekly.  We were able 
however to make donations at Christmas to remind the inmates we have 
not forgotten them, though we were not able to visit them in person.

POC Christian Academy 
  
POC Christian Academy has opened its doors to 206 students from 
Kindergarten to the 10th Grade. As we are not permitted to conduct face-
to-face classes, our students were provided with printed materials that 
they are to complete within one or two weeks. To prepare for the heavy 
load of printing materials, industrial printers and copiers were purchased 
and put to use immediately. During this time of no physical classes we 
were able to fund raise and complete renovations on 3 of our rooms to 
comply with government standards. These renovations are toward getting 
a government recognition to operate our Junior High School level. At the 
end of the year, 15 students graduated their elementary level and 15 
students completed the 10th grade. 
  
POC Children’s Home 
 
There are a total of fifty [53] children in the children’s home. 20 boys, 23 
girls, 8 babies and toddlers, 4 children with disability.  
 
Before the pandemic hit in March we were able to admit 2 girls, siblings 
who are children of a former inmate.  
 
3 of our children were reunited with their families. 6 turned 18 years old 
and have been discharged and are now living independently. 
 
Due to the pandemic, and a complete lockdown in our community it was 
very difficult for us to provide food for the children since we could only go 
to stores and markets at a schedule time and day. We were blessed to 
have received food packages from various donors including the 
Department of Social Welfare and Development.  
 
And since the children could not go out, even to attend church services, 
we were able to provide various activities such as; easter egg hunts, 
poster making contests, basketball competition, swimming in the paddling 
pool, movie night using a projector screen. 
 
Crystal, who has cerebral palsy was finally able to start physical therapy 
and occupational therapy, thanks to our sponsors, because of the 
pandemic no therapy centers are open but we were able to hire a home 
service therapist who comes twice a week.  
 
In August, thanks to our sponsors in Germany we were able to install 
Solar Panels in our Girls Home to help with our electric expenses. If this 
proves to be efficient, they would like to continue to fundraise for Poc and 
install Solar Panels in other buildings.  
 
In the midst of a pandemic, we thank God because we were able to take 
our kids, the staff and their children to White Rock Beach Resort and 
Water park for Christmas Day. This celebration has always been the 
highlight of the year for the kids, and because of the pandemic we 
thought it would be impossible for us to be allowed to take 200 people to 
the Water Park. But observing safety protocols, Christmas Day was a 
memorable day for all.  
  
The Charity Shop in Timperley, Cheshire UK continues to help support 
the charity activities in the Philippines.  
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Section D                      Achievements and performance 
POC Prison Ministry 
  
Sadly, since March 2020, the prisons have been closed to visitors and 
religious volunteers on account of the CoVid pandemic and have not yet 
reopened.  For this reason the work of the POCM prison ministry team 
has been very limited.  They produced video recordings of bible studies 
and inspirational talks to encourage the inmates in their absence.  The 
prison authorities expressed their grateful thanks for the virtual our 
continued support for the inmates albeit virtual.  POCM took gifts of 
toiletries for at least 100 inmates in each of the jails, (Iba, San Fernando 
(male and female), Olongapo District jail (male and female) and Angeles 
District jail (male and female).  400 packs of toiletries were also 
distributed to the jails in time for the October 25th-31st Prison Awareness 
week celebrations. 
Lord willing as soon as the pandemic restrictions are lifted, the POCM 
Prison team will resume their weekly visits the to the 4 jails. 
  
POC Christian Fellowship 
  
We gave food relief twice to more than 100 families in the area. 
 
The church helped start a micro-business for a family in Wea Village to 
support their family.  
 
Help built small homes for 2 families.  
 
The Church in Laguna supported a feeding program to 50 dispose 
families from who squat around Manila Railways, and continue to do so 
to this day.  
 
This year POCF Bataan, the renovation is finally completed after a year 
of fundraising for the church’s tiles it was finally completed this year.  
 
POCF Subic provides weekly support for and elderly woman in the 
community, Mila Sitar who is blind and a widow.  
 
Sadly, due to the pandemic we could not conduct a Summer Youth Camp 
for the young people this year.  
  
On December the Church Celebrated its 35th year anniversary due to the 
pandemic restrictions, we conducted 3 services of the same program to 
accommodate 280 attendees.
