CHAIRPERSON'S ANNUAL REPORT 2024 

2024 was a year of new collaborations, changes and high uncertainties. We remain 
uncertain about the future of our site as Birmingham City Council continue with their 
'Ladywood Regeneration Project' and the possible compulsory purchase of our 
premises. We remain in the waiting phase, waiting to receive a letter of confirmation or 
a letter of changes to the proposed plan. We carry on with the hope that we will 
remain where we are, committed to growing Unitarianism in the heart of Birmingham. 

Our treasurer retired after six years of service, and we welcomed a new treasurer and 
one further committee member. Our banking wa� taken online, and we welcomed a 
new website which is being kept active. 

Our premise lettings and car park remain stable. New to our premises is a kitchen 
update, with a new fridge freezer, dishwasher, some new cupboards. This has 
enabled space for an experimental 'Community Kitchen Enterprise', opening the 
premises offering breakfast and lunch at reasonable prices to the community. Our hall 
welcomes people of all economic status, from a 'pay as you can' to pay full price. 

Birmingham Unitarians continue to live out our faith tradition of celebrating differences, 
working hard to create possible safer spaces for connection. We have made the effort 
to be more connected to our local community with collaborations with the Progressive 
Jewish Synagogue and our Turkish Muslim friends at the Dialogue Society. In these 
times of continual worldwide conflicts, we have centred love in our community, being a 
place where peacebuilding between various nations can progress. In July we hosted 
online the Nisa Nashim Women's space for dialogue. On the International Peace Day 
in September we hosted our Jewish and Muslims friends in a shared brunch with short 
talks of our shared value of inclusive love, and treating our neighbours as we would 
like to be treated, with compassion and peace. November saw the General 
Assembly's Executive Committee visit the Midlands and use our building as their 
base. They spent the weekend having their meeting and invited members from the 
Midlands congregations to come to worship, have lunch and share their concerns. 

We give thanks to those who continue on the committee, guiding our congregation in 
its direction, and doing work behind the scenes.

This was attributable to capacity issues arising from our minister having suddenly to 
take long-term leave in the latter part of 2025.
