The financial statements comply with the Charities Act 2011,the Companies Act 2006 and the Statement

of Recommended Practice (SORP) "Accounting and Reporting by Charities" applicable to charities

preparing their accounts in accordance udth the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and

Republic cf Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2016 k

The charity is a charitable company limited by guarantee and became a registered charity on 28 December

2000.

The company is governed by s memorandum and articles of association. Charity Number: 1384271.

Registered Number: 3339969.

Investnient Powers
Under the memorandum and articles of association, the charity has the power to make any investment,

which the trustees see fit.

Organisation of the Charity and how decisions are made

A Board of Trustees meets quarterly or whenever the business demands to administer the affairs of the

Charity. There are two sub-committees —one focusing on Artistic and Marketing matters and the other

on Financial, fundraising and HR matters. A Director is appointed by the Board to administer the day-

to-day business of the Charity.

Method of appointment of trustees
All Trustees retired from Office at the first Annual General meeting and were re-elected en-bloc.

Subsequently at future Annual General Meetings one third of the Trustees shall retire from o Rice but

will be eligible for re-election.

Objects of the Charity for the benefit of the public
~ To promote and encourage the provision of Musical Activity primarily in Wales but also

ivorldwide, especially by promoting the Arts including music relating to dance, drama, poetry,

television and film.
~ To carry out, for the benefit of the community in Wales and worldwide, the business of

organising and providing musical education for children, young people and adults.
~ To provide a centre of music and artistic excellence for those people who wish to teach, learn,

practise, perform and compose.
To protect further and secure the musical traditions of Wales.

To encourage people of all ages and all abilities, but particularly young people, to develop their

musical talents and skills to the full and to use music as a means to promote social inc'usion.

Relationship with interested parties
The Charity has a very close relationship with Arts Council of Wales and The Friends ofCanolfan Gerdd

William Mathias and Gwynedd Council who provide funding to enable the Charity to carry out its

activities. A summary of financial transactions with those parties is set out in the Annual Accounts.

Policy regarding Funds
The charity is very dependent upon the continued support of the Arts Council of Wales, Gwynedd

Council's Strategic Fund for the Arts and The Friends of Canolfan Gerdd William Mathias who provide

the shortfall required in funding to cover our costs. The charity's main objective is to establish at least a
break-even position each year by generating sufficient funds from its ordinary activities to cover costs in

order to increase the balance on general reserves.

Review of Financial Activities

2022-23 was a busy and successful year of music making at CG%M.

We are pleased to note that the income from one-tn-one tuition has returned to pre-covid levels this year.
Similarly, our income I'rom chamber music activities in particular the Adult Community Orchestra has

returned to pre-Covid levels.

The year started with the Wales Harp Festival in April 2022. It was wonderful to see the return ofa face-
to-face festival following the postponement of the 2020 festival and moving the festival online in 2021
due to Covid. The number of participants was slightly lower than pre-Covid however it was a very
successful event and an opportunity to reconnect with our audiences in preparation for the large IVaies
International Harp Festival held in April 2023. In the Autumn of 2022, we held a concert and a 12 venue
education tour of Wales to launch the International FestivaL We are very grateful to Telynau Vining
Harps for joining us on the tour and providing harps to enable those who don't own their own instrument

to take part. We are also grateful to all the funders who supported the event and venues who provided in

kind support. Raising funds for the International Harp Festival was also a priority during this year.

Our Camau Cyntaf Cerdd sessions for 6month-3year olds and their parents / carers returned on a regular

basis during the year following a break over Covid restrictions and our Camau Nesaf provision for 4-7
year olds continued. Towards the end of the year we were invited to work in partnership with Gwasanaeth

Cerdd Ysgolion Gwynedd a Mon to deliver the early years provision in schools in Gwynedd as pan of
the new National Plan for Music Education in Wales.

We are grateful to the Friends of Canolfan Gerdd William Mathias for their continued support to our

general activities and for providing bursaries to assist some students with lesson fees,

We are also grateful to the Arts Council of Wales and Gwynedd Council for their continued suppott

through Revenue and strategic funding.

During the year we received a transfer of funds of 812,492 from Cyfeillion Cerdd Ieuenctid Gwynedd-
the Friends of Gwynedd Youth Music Charity following the winding down of their charity. We are

grateful to their trustees for deciding that the funds should be transferred to CGWM due to our aims

being closely related

We were pleased to secure funding from Youth Music for the first time through their recharge fund. This

2 year funding from 1.8.2022 - 31.7.2024 contributes towards core staffing, professional development

and wellbeing events, mentoring opportunities for 18-25year olds and youth panel support costs.

We wish to thank Spirit of 2012 for the support provided throughout the duration of our 3.5 year Music

Challenge Fund grant period which came to an end this year. The funding has enabled us to significantly

increase and develop our provision for people who have learning disabilities through the establishment

of our Canfod y Gan programme in partnership with Gwynedd's Learning Disabilities Team. We were

pleased to be asked to give a presentation about our work at Spirit of 2012's Learning event in London

in November 2022. We are grateful to Gwynedd Council Learning Disabilities Team and the Steve

Morgan Foundation for the funding received to continue this provision. During the year we also secured

a grant from ANTHEM to develop a tumor Canfod y Gan provision working with several new partners.

During the year several new community projects have started including our Pened a Chan / Song and a

Cuppa provision targeting older people in the community and supported living projects in Denbighshire

working in partnership with Denbighshire Leisure. We arc also grateful to Gwynodd Council's

Community Arts Unit for continuing to support our Sgwrs a Chan / Song and a Chat provision in

Gwysredd.

There were developments during the year in relation to the Cultural Exchange programme w th North

East India inspired by artist Cefyn Burgess in memory the late harpist Mair Jones. Supported liy Wales

Arts International, our tutor Nia Davies Vrilliams visited Shillong, North East India in February 2023

and introduced the harp which belonged to Mair Jones to the students and the community and took part

in discussions to develop the collaboration between both countries. We look fotward to developing this

collaboration further.

Maximising income generated from activities whilst at the same time keeping registration fees «nd ticket

prices affordable remains a priority as well as securing funding through grants, trusts and foutdations,

business sponsors to achieve a break-even budget.

As reported in the Trustee's report in 2022 it was anticipated that there would be some reliance on the

general reserve fund during this year as we continued to rebuild after Covid without the availability of
the Covid support Grants received the previous 2 years and also the increase in running cost'. ,. Taking

this into consideration we are very satisfied ivith the net surplus of f.l6,439 for the year (2022 —surplus

of 457). However, it should be noted that of the surplus, 610,792 related to restricted fund«and the

company also received musical instruments valued at a total of f8,500 included as donations in

unrestricted funds. The surplus has resulted in an increase in the Capital position to 6259,346 (2022-
6242,907) which is represented by fixed assets of %128,262 (2022 - f.121.151) and a net current assets

position of8131,084 (2022 —6121,756) to tinance the business. The trustees are also fully aware that the

reliance on the reserves could possibly increase in coming years with the impact of the cost-of-living

crisis and the increase in running costs,

8 Iajor risks review
The major risk is the impact of the cost of living which could have an adverse effect on the ability of
students to pay the tutorial fees. Although we ate currently seeing an increase in demand for one-to-one

tuition the numbers registering for additional activities to support the learning such as workshop s, theory

classes, masterclasses etc is likely to be impacted.

We have several projects v:hich are free at the point of access as we aim to reduce financial btrriers to

participation and improve diversity and inclusivity. We are very aware that the competition tor funding

from trusts and foundations and other grant giving bodies which these projects rely on, is iricreasing

significantly. Securing long term funding for projects and contribution to core running costs (in addition

to Arts Council of Wales Revenue funding) will be a priority.

Last year the trustees reported the uncertainty of continued Arts Council of Wales Revenue funding from

1.4 2024 due to the Investment Review taking place in the Spring 2023. On the 31.3.2023 we s ubinitted

our application to remain a member of the Revenue Funded portfolio and receive multi-year from

1.4 2024. We are pleased to report that on the 27.9.2023 we received a conditional offer of rrulti-year

revenue funding for 3 years from 1.4.2024. The offer is conditional until the end of the Investment

Review Appeals process and until the ACW receive confirmation of their own funding from tyelsh

Government.

As our budgets were based on an increase in revenue funding and the offer received is based on stand-

still we ivill of course need to review our plans and I'undrai«ing targets moving forward.

During the year the Trust«ws aod management staff regularly reviewed and updated the risk register.

~ In 2018 a large multi-year grant ivas secured from Spirit of 2012 to establish the

Canfod y Gan' project which brings disabled and non-disabled people together to take

part in musical activities with the aim of improving mental health and welilieing and

change perception of disability. The Spirit 2012 funding period came to an end during

the year as mentioned in the trustees' report.

~ CG%'M received a Covid Recovery Grant &om the Arts Council of Viales towards

establishing a new digital administrative system and also computer equipment and

other equipment to help the company adapt to Covid restrictions. This is shown as a

restricted fund.
~ A new Restricted Fund was founded in 2022 in memory of Charli Britton, w io taught

drums at the Ganclfan for several years until his passing in August 2021.
~ After the Spirit 2012 funding period ended funding was secured for the continuation

of the Canfod y Gan project from Gwynedd Council and the Steve Morgan Foundation.

~ During the year funding was secured from Youth Music Recharge Fund towards

Staffing costs, Professional Development and tpeltbeing activities, Youth Panel

support costs and Mentoring opportunities for young musicians aged 18-25 yrs. The

two-year grant covering 1.8.2022-31.7.2024 will be received in instalments and paid

in advance.
