Adolygiad o Weithgareddau Ariannol

Roedd 2023-2024 yn flwyddyn brysur a llwyddiannus o greu cerddoriaeth yn CGWM. Sicrhau’r incwm
digonol i gynnal ein rhaglen eang o weithgareddau a chyflogi ein tim bychan o staff gweinyddol cedd yr
her fwyaf.

Roedd hon yn flwyddyn o ganclbwyntio ar gynnal a chynyddu ein lefel o weithgaredd a cheisio ehangu
ein darpariaeth i gyrraedd cynulleidfacedd newydd.

Gyda’r gystadleuaeth am arian cyhoeddus ac arian o ymddirideolaethau yn cynyddu rmae cynyddu'r
incwm a gynhyrchir ein hunain trwy ffioedd cofrestru gweithgareddau yn flaenoriaeth. Ar yn un pryd
rydym yn ymwybodol iawn hefyd o effaith yr argyfiwng costau byw a’r angen i gadw gweithgareddau
yn fforddiadwy. Mae cadw’r balans felly rhwng cynyddu incwm a chadw gweithgareddau yn
fforddiadwy yn holl bwysig.

Gwelsom y nifer o ddisgyblion sy’n
derbyn gwersi un i un rheolaidd yn CGWM yn cyrraedd y lefel uchaf ers sefydlu’r Ganolfan (398
disgybl). Bu hyn yn gymorth i dalu’r cynnydd mewn costau rhedeg.

Dymunwn ddiolch i’r tim o 51 o diwtoriaid llawrydd fu’'n cydweithio efo ni i gynnal ein rhaglen o wersi
a gweithgareddau rheolaidd ac i’r holl artistiaid llawrydd arall fu’n gysylltiedig efo digwyddiadau
arbennig.

Dechreuodd v flwyddyn gyda Gwyl Delynau Ryngwladol Cymru ym mis Ebrill 2023 pan groesawyd
telynorion o bob cwr o'r byd a chynulleidfacedd lleol i Galeri Caernarfon am wythnos lawn o
gyvngherddau, dosbarthiadau meistr, gweithdai a chystadlaethau. Bu codi arian o grantiau,
ymddiriedolacthau a noddwyr yn fwy heriol na’r Gwyliau blaenorol ond fe wnaethom [wyddo yn ein nod
o gymraedd sefyllfa ‘break even’ yng nghyllideb yr Wyl gyda dielch i'r holl noddwyr ar ariannwyr.

Roeddem yn hynod falch o weld parhad i'r cyd-weithio efo Gwasanaeth Cerdd Ysgolion Gwynedd a
Mbén a Chyngor Gwynedd yn sgil y Cynllun Cerdd Cenedlaethol. Braf oedd mynd 4'n prosiect Camau
Cerdd i mewn i o ysgolion yn ystod y flwyddyn a hefyd bod yn gyfrifol am drefnu a chynnal Band Jazz
leuenctid. Yn sgil hyn gwelwyd cynnydd yn y gwaith i’n tiwtoriaid blynyddoedd cynnar llawrydd.

Rydym yn ddiolchgar i elusen Cyfeillion Canolfan Gerdd William Mathias am eu cefnogaeth barhaus
’n gweithgareddau cyffredinol gyda chyfraniad o £2,500 at ein costau cyffredinol ac am ddarparu
bwrsariaethau gwerth £1,596 i gynorthwyo rhai myfyrwyr gyda ffioedd gwersi.

Rydym yn ddiolchgar iawn i Gyngor Celfyddydau Cymru am barhad ein cyllid refeniw blynyddol a’r
grantiau ar gyfer gweithgareddau penodol — Yr Wyl Delynau Ryngwladol, Caffi Canfod y Gén a'n
Prosiect Cyfhewid Diwylliannol gyda Gogledd Ddwyrain India.

Eleni cafwyd cyllid o Gronfa Cefnogi Diwyllesiant Gyngor Gwynedd (rhan o Gronfa Ffyniant Gyffredin
y DU} yn hytrach na’r Gronfa Strategol i’r Celfyddydau a gafwyd yn flaenorol. Dielchwn hefyd i Gyngor
Gwynedd am grantiau i brosiectau penodol megis Sgwrs a Chén, gweithgareddau Gwyliau Ysgol a
Canfod y Gén.
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Un o feysydd arbenigedd CGWM bellach yw gwaith ym maes Anableddau Dysgu. Gweithiwn mewn
partneriaeth gyda Thim Anabledd Dysgu Cyngor Gwynedd ac rydym wedi buddsoddi dros y
blynyddoedd diwethaf mewn cynlluniau i fentora tim o diwtoriaid | arwain gwaith yn y maes yma.
Wedi i gyfnod grant 3.5 mlynedd Spirit 2012 oedd yn ariannu ein prosiect Canfod y Gén ddod i ben yn
ystod y flwyddyn ariannol ddiwethaf, roedd sicrhau cyllid digonol yn ei le yn flaenoriacth fawr.
Diolchwn yn arbennig i’r Steve Morgan Foundation am grant o £25k i sicrhau parhad Canfed y Gan.
¥n ogystal 4 thalu costau uniongyrchol gweithgareddau Canfod y Gén, roedd grant Spirit 2012 wedi
cyfrannu dros £25k yn flynyddol at ein costau staffio a rhedeg. Roedd yn hanfodol canfod arian digonol
er mwyn gallu cynnal ein lefel o staffio yn arbennig Rheolwr Prosiect i'n gwaith yn y maes hwn. Bu'r
cyfraniad o dros £18k at gostau staffio allan o’n grant 2 flynedd o gronfa Re-Charge Youth Music yn
allweddol y flwyddyn hon. Ar ddiwedd y flwyddyn sicrharwyd £20k o Gronfa Gymunedol v Loteri
Genedlaethol ar gyfer 2024-25.

Fe wnaeth grant Re-charge hefyd ein galiuogi i drefnu gweithgareddau Datblygiad Proffesiynol a
Llesiant am ddim i’n tim o diwtoriaid llawrydd a’n staff a chefnogi datbygiad ein Panel leuenctid.

Ehangwyd ein darpariaeth ym maes Anabledd Dysgu ymhellach o ganlyniad i grant Celf a lechyd gan
Gyngor Celfyddydau a grant Atsain o gronfa ANTHEM.

Yn ystod y flwyddyn gwelwyd nifer o’n prosiectau cymunedol yn parhau a datblygu. Mae’r cydweithio
mewn partneriaeth gyda Hamdden Sir Ddinbych sydd yn prynu ein gwasanaeth i ddarparu amrywiacth
o weithgareddau yn Sir Ddinbych, yn holl bwysig wrth ddatblygu ein cynuileidfacedd yn y Gogledd
Ddwyrain. Braf hefyd cedd cynnal cyfres o weithdai yn ardal Wrecsam mewn partneriaeth gyda Pendine
Park ac Arts & Business Cymru.

Yn ystod y flwyddyn gwelwyd parhad a datblygiad ein prosiect cyfnewid diwylliannol gyda Gogledd
Ddwyrain India. Derbyniodd myfyrwyr o Brifysgol MLCU, Shillong wersi telyn wythnosol ar zoom
gan un o'n tiwtoriaid trwy gefnogaeth ffrindiau y ddiweddar delynores o Gymru Mair Jones. O
ganlyniad i dderbyn grant gan Celfyddydau Rhyngwladol Cymru trefnwyd ail ymweliad i Shillong yn
Nhachwedd 2023 gan arwain at ddatblygu’r prosicct telyn ymhellach ac ymchwilio i gydweithio ym
maes Celf mewn lechyd.

Fel yr adroddwyd mewn adroddiadau blaenorol rhagwelwyd y byddai rhywfaint o ddibyniaeth ar y
gronfa wrth gefn gyffredinel yn ystod y flwyddyn hon wrth i ni barhau i ailadeiladu ar 61 Covid ac effaith
vr argyfwng costau byw.

Er i ni iwyddo i sicrhau nifer o grantiau cyn diwedd y flwyddyn ariannol ddiwethaf ar gyfer
gweithgareddau 2023-24, ‘roeddem yn cychwyn y flwyddyn gyda tharged codi arian o £35k yn weddill
i’w ganfod er mwyn cyrraedd sefyllfa o break-even yn 2023-24,

O ystyried hynny, mae’r gostyngiad 0 £7,198 yny gronfa arian anghyfyngedig yn llai na’r hyn a ofnwyd.

Mae’r gweddill net o £32,724 am y flwyddyn (2023 — gweddill o £16,439) felly yn ymwneud &'r
cronfeydd cyfyngedig sef grantiau a sicrhawyd ymlaen llaw ar gyfer gwariant rhai prosiectau penodol
yn ystod 2024-25. Mae’r gweddill wedi arwain at gynnydd yn y balans Cyfalaf i £292,070 (2023 -
£259,346) a gynrychiolir gan asedau sefydlog o £126,873 (2023 - £128.,262) a'r asedau cyfredol net o
£165,197 (2023 - £131,084) sydd ar gael i ariannu'r busnes. Gyda chostau cynnal craidd yr elusen bellach
dros £187k rydym yn ymwybodol bod cadw lefel y gronfa arian anghyfyngedig dros £100k yn holl
bwysig wrth symud ymlaen.

Adolygiad o risgiau mawr
Fel sefydliad sy'n dibynnu ar greu cyfran helaeth o’n incwm trwy ffioedd cofrestru gweithgareddau,
mae effaith argyfwng costau byw ar allu ein cyfranogwyr i dalu ffioedd yn risg. Er ein bod yn gweld
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cynnydd boddhaol yn y galw am wersi un-i-un ar hyn o bryd rydym yn ymwybodel iawn y gallai hyn
newid yn y dyfodol.

Mae gennym nifer o brosiectau sydd yn rhad ac am ddim yn y pwynt mynediad wrth i ni anelu at lethau
rhwystrau ariannol i gyfranogiad a gwella amrywiaeth a chynwysoldeb. Rydym yn ymwybodol iawn bod
y gystadlevaeth am gyllid gan ymddiriedolaethau a sefydliadau a chyrff dyfarnu grantiau eraill y mae’r
prosiectau hyn yn dibynnu arnynt, yn cynyddu’'n svlweddol. Bydd sicrhau cyllid hirdymor ar gyfer
prosiectau a chyfraniad at gostau rhedeg craidd (yn ogystal 4 chyllid Refeniw Cyngor Celfyddydau
Cymru) yn flaenoriaeth.

Roeddem yn hynod falch o gadw ein lle ym Mhortffolio Refeniw Cyngor Celfyddydau Cymru o Ebrill
2024 yn dilyn yr adolygiad buddsoddi vn ystod 2023. Fodd bynnag rydym yn ymwybodol iawn o’r
toriadau mae Cyngor Celfyddydau Cymru wedi eu profi yn eu cyllid gan Lywodraeth Cymru yn y
blynyddoedd diwethaf a’r ansicrwydd i'r dyfodol. Yn dilyn cynnig amodol o standstill yn Medi 2023
cawsom doriad o 2.5% yn ei cyllid refeniw ar gyter 2024-25 (o ganlyniad i setliad CCC gan Lywodraeth
Cymru) sy’n golygu bod gostyngiad sylweddol yn lefel ein cyllid refeniw fel canran o’n trosiant ers i ni
ymuno efo’r portffolio refeniw yn 2011,

Yn ystod y flwyddyn roedd yr Ymddiriedolwyr a staff rheoli yn adolygu a diweddaru'r gofrestr risg yn
rheolaidd.

Report of the trustees for the year ended 31 March 2024

The trustees, who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act, submit their
annual report and the unaudited financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2024,

The financial statements comply with the Charities Act 2011, the Companies Act 2006 and the Statement
of Recommended Practice (SORP) “Accounting and Reporting by Charities” applicable to charities
preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and
Republic of [reland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2015).

The charity is a charitable company limited by guarantee and became a registered charity on 28 December
2000.

The company is governed by a memorandum and articles of association. Charity Number: 1084271,
Registered Number: 3339969.

Investment Powers
Under the memorandum and articles of association, the charity has the power to make any investment,
which the trustees see fit.

Organisation of the Charity and how decisions are made

A Board of Trustees meets quarterly or whenever the business demands to administer the affairs of the
Charity. There are two sub-committees — one focusing on Artistic and Marketing matters and the other
on Financial, fundraising and HR matters. A Director is appointed by the Board to administer the day-
to-day business of the Charity.

Method of appointment of trustees

All Trustees retired from Office at the first Annual General meeting and were re-clected en-bloc.
Subsequently at future Annual General Meetings one third of the Trustees shall retire from office but
will be eligible for re-election.

Objects of the Charity for the benefit of the public

* To promote and encourage the provision of Musical Activity primarily in Wales but also
worldwide, especially by promoting the Arts including music relating to dance, drama, poetry,
television and film.

= To carry out, for the benefit of the community in Wales and worldwide, the business of
organising and providing musical education for children, young people and adults.

*  To provide a centre of music and artistic excellence for those people who wish to teach, learn,
practise, perform and compose.

s To pretect further and secure the musical traditions of Wales.

*  To encourage people of all ages and all abilitics. but particularly young people. to develop their
musical talents and skills to the full and to use music as a means to promote social inclusion,

Relationship with interested parties

The Charity has a very close relationship with Arts Council of Wales and The Friends of Canolfan Gerdd
William Mathias and Gwynedd Council who provide funding to enable the Charity to carry out its
activities. A summary of financial transactions with those parties 1s set out in the Annual Accounts.

Policy regarding Funds

The charity is very dependent upon the continued support of the Arts Council of Wales, Gwynedd
Council’s Strategic Fund for the Arts and The Friends of Canolfan Gerdd William Mathias who provide
the shortfall required in funding to cover our costs. The charity’s main objective is to establish at least a
break-even position each year by generating sufficient funds from its ordinary activities to cover costs in
order to increase the balance on general reserves,

Review of Financial Activities

2023-2024 was a busy and successful year of music making at CGWM. Securing the sufficient income
to maintain our diverse programme of activities and employing our small team of administrative staff
was the biggest challenge.

This was a year of focusing on maintaining and increasing our level of activity and trying to expand our
provision to reach new audiences.

With the competition for public money and money from trusts increasing; increasing the income we
generate ourselves through activity registration fees is a priority. At the same time we are also very aware
of the impact of the cost of living crisis and the need to keep activities affordable. Keeping the balance
between increasing income and keeping activities affordable is therefore very important. Considering
this, our aim is to increase the numbers who register for activities and the numbers who buy tickets to
events where practical.

Considering the above, we are very pleased to note the 13% increase in the income received from one to
one lessons in our Centers compared to the previous year. We saw the number of pupils who receive
regular one to one lessons at CGWM reach the highest level since the establishment of the Center (398
pupils). This helped te cover the increase in running costs.

We wish to thank the 51 free-lance tutors who worked with us to deliver our regular programme of
lessons and activities and all the other free-lance artists who worked with us on special events during the
year.

The year began with the Wales International Harp Festival in April 2023 when harpists from all over the
world and local audiences were welcomed to Galeri Caernarfon for a full week of concerts, master
classes, workshops and competitions. Raising money from grants, trusts and sponsors was more
challenging than the previous Festivals but we succeeded in our goal of reaching a ‘break even' position
in the Festival budget with thanks to all sponsors and financiers.

We were extremely pleased to see the continuation of the collaboration with the Gwynedd and Mén
Schools Music Service and Gwynedd Council as a result of the National Music Plan. It was wonderful
to take our Camau Cerdd project into schools during the year and also be responsible for organising g a
Youth Jazz Band. This has seen an increase in the work for our early years freelance tutors.

We are grateful to the Friends of William Mathias Music Center charity for their continued support of
our general activities with a contribution of £2,500 towards our general costs and for providing bursaries
worth £1,596 to assist some students with tuition fees.

We are very grateful to the Arts Council of Wales for the continuation of our annual revenue funding
and the grants for specific activities - The Intemational Harp Festival, Caffi Canfod y Gén and our
Cutltural Exchange Project with North East India.

This year funding was obtained from Gwynedd Council's Culture Support Fund (part of the UK's Shared
Prosperity Fund) rather than the Strategic Fund for the Arts which was obtained previously. We also
thank Gwynedd Council for grants for specific projects such as Song and a Chat, School Holiday
actrvities and Canfod y Gén.

One of CGWM's areas of expertise is work in the field of Learning Disabilities. We work in partnership
with Gwynedd Council's Learning Disability Team and have invested over the past few years in plans to
mentor a team of tutors to deliver work in this area. After the 3.5 year Spirit 2012 grant period, which
funded our Canfod y Gan project, came to an end during the last financial year, securing adequate funding
in its place was a major priority. We especially thank the Steve Morgan Foundation for a grant of £25k
to ensure the continuation of Canfod y Gan. As well as paying the direct costs of Canfod y Gén activities,
the Spirit of 2012 grant had contributed over £25k annually to our staffing and running costs. It was
essential to find sufficient funds to be able to maintain our level of staffing especially a Project Manager
for our wark in this area. The contribution of over £18k to staffing costs out of our 2 year grantfrom the
Re-Charge Youth Music fund was key this year. At the end of the year £20k was secured from the
National Lottery Community Fund for 2024-25.

The Re-charge grant also enabled us to organise free of charge Professional Development and
Wellbeing opportunities for our team of free-lance tutors and support the development of our recently
formed Youth Panel.

During the year a number of our community projects continued and developed. The partnership we have
with Denbighshire Leisure who buy our service to provide a variety of activities in Denbighshire, is very
important in developing our audiences in North East of Wales. It was also nice to hold a series of
workshops in the Wrexham area in partnership with Pendine Park and Arts & Business Cymru.

During the year we saw the continuation and development of our Cultural exchange programme with
North East India. Students from MLCU, Shillong received weekly harp lessons over zoom with one of
our tutors supperted by friends of the late Welsh harpist Mair Jones. A grant from Wales Arts
International also funded a 2" visit to Shillong in November 2023 leading to further development of
the harp project and the opportunity to explore collaboration in the field of Arts in Health,

As reported in previous reports it was anticipated that there would be some reliance on the general reserve
during this year as we continue to rebuild after Covid and the impact of the cost of living crisis.

Although we managed to secure a number of grants before the end of the last financial year for 2023-24
activities, we started the year with a fundraising target of £35k left to be found in order to reach a break-
even situation in 2023-24. The reduction of £7,198 in the unrestricted fund is less than what was feared.

The net balance of £32,724 for the year (2023 - balance of £16,439) therefore relates to the restricted
funds which are grants secured in advance for the expenditure of certain projects during 2024-25. The
remainder has led to an increase in the Capital balance to £292,070 (2023 - £259,346) represented by
fixed assets of £126,873 (2023 - £128,262) and the net current assets of £165,197 (2023 - £131,084)
available to finance the business. With the charity's core running costs now over £187k we are aware that
keeping the unrestricted fund level over £100k is all important moving forward.

Major risks review

As an organisation that relies on generating a large proportion of cur income through activity registration
fees, the impact of the cost of living crisis on our participants ability to pay fees is a risk. Although we
are seeing a satisfactory increase in the demand for one-to-one lessons at the moment we are well aware
that this could change in the future.

We have a number of projects that are free at the point of entry as we aim to reduce financial barriers to
participation and improve diversity and inclusion. We are well aware that the competition for funding
from trusts and foundations and other grant awarding bodies on which these projects depend. is
increasing significantly. Securing long-term funding for projects and a contribution to core running costs
(as well as Arts Council of Wales Revenue funding) will be a priority.

We were extremely pleased 1o retain our place in the Arts Council of Wales Revenue Portfolio from
April 2024 following the investment review during 2023. However we are very aware of the cuts that the
Arts Council of Wales have experienced in their funding from the Welsh Government in the past years
and the uncertainty for the future. Following a conditional standstill offer in September 2023 we had a

2.5% cut in its revenue funding for 2024-25 (as a result of the Welsh Government's ACW settlement)
which means that there is a significant reduction in the level of our revenue funding as a percentage of
our turnover since we joined the revenue portfolio in 2011,

During the year the Trustees and management staff regularly reviewed and updated the risk register.

Trustees' responsibilities in relation to the financial statements

The charity law requires trustees to prepare financial statements which give an accurate and fair picture
of the charity's position and its income and expenditure for the financial year. In doing so, the trustees
are required to:

. choose suitable accounting policies and apply them consistently

. make judgments and estimates that are reasonable and wise

. ensure that applicable accounting standards and statements of recommended practice have been
followed, subject to any deviations disclosed and explained in the financial statements; a

. prepare the accounts on a going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to assume that the charity

will continue to operate.
The trustees are responsible for maintaining accurate accounting records which disclose with reasonable
accuracy at any time, the financial position of the charity and to enable them to ensure that the accounts
comply with the Companies Act 2006. They are also responsible for safeguarding assets' r charity and
therefore for taking reasonable steps to prevent and detect fraud and other irregularities.

Accounting policies

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by

Preparation of accounts on a going concern basis
The Trustees are of the opinion that there are no reasons why the charity accounts should not be
prepared under the going concern provisions.

Company status

The company is fimited by guarantee. Ifupon the winding up of Canolfan Gerdd William Mathias
Cyfyngedig, there remains after the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, any property
whatsoever the same shall not be paid to or distributed among the members of the Company, but
shall be given to some other charitable institution having similar objects to Canolfan Gerdd
William Mathias Cyfyngedig.

Fund accounting

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the trustees
in furtherance of the general objectives of the charity and which have not been designated for
other purposes.

Designated funds comprise unrestricted funds that have been set aside by the trustees for particular
purposes.

Restricted funds are funds which are to be used in accordance with specific restrictions imposed
by donors or which have been raised by the charity for a particular purpose. The cost of raising
and administering such funds are charged against the specific fund.

Incoming resources
All incoming resources are included in the SOFA when the charity is legally entitled to the income
and the amount can be quantified with reasonable accuracy. Grants are accounted for in the period
to which they relate.

Resources expended

All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under headings that
aggregate all costs related to the category. Costs of generating funds comprise the costs associated
with attracting voluntary income. Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the
charity in the delivery of its activities and services for beneficiaries, and includes both costs that
can be allocated directly to such activities and those costs of an indirect nature necessary to
support them. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular headings they have been
allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources, Governance costs are those
costs associated with meeting the constitutional and statutory requirements of the charity.

Tangible fixed assets and depreciation

Tangible fixed assets costing more than £500 are capitalised and included at cost including any
incidental expenses of acquisition. Fixed assets are stated at cost or valuation less accumulated
depreciation. Depreciation is calculated to write off the cost, less residual value, on a straight-line
basis over their expected useful economic lives as follows:

¢ Caffi Canfod y Gan —we secured a grant from the Arts Council of Wales” Art & Health
Fund to develop a new element to our Canfod y Gén project focusing on working with
individuals who have profound and complex needs. The project runs over this financial
year and also the next financial year.
