Objectives &
Activities

The object of the charity is, in the interest of social welfare, to improve
conditions of life for the inhabitants of the area of benefit (Hyde, Greater
Manchester) with distinction of political, religious or other opinions by
the provision and maintenance of a recreation ground.

The Trustee has undertaken regular grounds maintenance and
cleansing duties as part of a scheduled programme of works in order to
maintain the area of open space at Pole Bank to ensure it is fit for public
use. These duties included monthly cleansing and litter picks,
fortnightly grass cutting throughout the growing season, maintenance
of shrubs and flower beds and routine arboricultural inspections to
ensure public safety.

Site maintenance
Woodland management

Path clearing and pruning of overhanging branches

Cutting back the orchard margins

Financial Review Although recommended good practice is for a Trust of this size to hold
a minimum of 3 years revenue expenditure (being routine maintenance
and administrative costs) in order to ensure future sustainability, it is
important to note that the Council has committed to funding ongoing
maintenance of the park through its core Revenue Budgets. This will
ensure that the park is maintained to appropriate standards.
