In this way, we aim to raise additional funds 1o achieve the appropriate level of funding to reduce the
deficit. Much of the deficit that we hold is due to an increased number of children with Special Educational Needs and
Disabilities who need an enhanced ratio. Therefore, the number of staff we employ remains higher, as the safety and well-
being of the children are paramount in cur setfing. As an immediate measure to further reduce the deficit, the Nominated
Person has received appropriate training to support and apply for additional funding for children with special needs,
securing the fimancing for them without the need to employ another professional. As part of the Curiosity Approach
Pedagogy, we use natural resources to help children become more independent and use their imagination rather than toys
meant for one purpose (e.g., a toilet roll could be many things rather than a plastic car toy). As part of the Curiosity
Approach project, we also have books for all children to borrow. We are part of two projects, Space to Flouzish and the One
Project, and have paid for our staff members to attend. The nursery’s Inclusion for AH project continues to be very popular,
offering a child-centred approach to working within integrated services alongside professionals such as speech and language
therapists, occupational therapists, yoga teachers, PE teachers, and educational psychologists. Parents feel very supported,
and the children with Special Educational Needs are making significant progress, which their families and other
professionals in the community and the Borough highly regard. With increased business rates, we continue to carry a
financial burden.

From a risk assessment perspective, we must ensure that anyone visiting our premises is safe and that the building and the
resonrces within it are maintained to 2 high standard. This will continue to be at the heart of our practice.

The playschool continues to maintain a high attendance rate among children. This sustained demand reflects our ongoing
engagement with the local community and the high-quality services and provision we deliver. Since introducing Open Days
during the summer and strengthening our partnerships with community organisations, we have been better able to identify
children who may require additional health support and to guide families on how to access appropriate services. This
collaborative approach has also enabled us to promote the importance of good oral hygiene (z part of our curriculum)
among young children. We have received donations to support both the setting and parents in addressing ongoing
challenges in their daily health and well-being.

Sessional Care

The Centre continues to offer sessional care alongside other sessions parents may require when working or studying. The
sessional sessions are still very popular amongst the other sessions.

Fifteen-Hour Care and Education

Alton Community Playschool offers fifteen hours of funded early education each week in line with Wandsworth provision
for all 3- and 4-year-olds, as well as fifteen hours each week for eligible disadvantaged two-year-olds and for two-year-olds
of working parents who meet Wandsworth and HMRC criteria. These sessions remain very popular, with most parents
opting for five three-hour sessions per week during term time.

Funding for children aged 2 to 4 increased in September 2024, providing additional financial support to the setting. As a
result, and in line with a decision made at the last AGM, we have prioritised increasing the number of two-vear-old places
from September 2024 onwards to help significantly reduce the existing deficit.

Thirty-hour Care and Education

Since September 2017, ACP has offered 30 hours of care to children aged 3 to 4 whose parents are eligible.

Staff Training

The playschool has continued to make full use of the fraiming opportunities offered by Wandsworth Early Years and the
Nursery Inclusion for All Project. Staff have undertaken a wide range of professional development, including Safeguarding,
First Aid, Early Talk Boost, Risk Assessment, Dingley’s Promise (supporting children with special educational needs),
Curiosity Approach Pedagogy, Effective Communication for Staff, and the One Programme, which focuses on developing
early and emerging mathematics skills. In addition, staff completed the Space to Flourish training, which supports
understanding of the importance of children’s creativity and how to enhance it further within the setting.

Fund Raising
Due to the financial ¢risis, fundraising activities have been a challenge this year.

EYPP (Early Years Pupil Premium
Funding from EYPP will enable the playschool to purchase special equipment to support individual children.

Deprivation Supplement
Some children may be eligible for a deprivation supplement calculated using the Income Deprivation Affecting Children

Index (IDACI) rating for the child’s postcode. The provider should use the funding to help support children from socially
deprived backgrounds. This funding will increase significantly from April 2025, supporting the development of each child
through more funding for the sefting.

SEN Inclusion Fund

It was introduced in 2018 for children aged 3 to 4 years old and in 2019 for children aged two years old. The children who
qualify will have access to extra support, such as resources or special classes, including yoga or physical education. This
has been remarkably successful so far, enabling us to support children with special educational needs appropriately.

We are part of two projects, the Space to Flourish and the One Project, and have paid the expenses for our staff
members to attend this. The nursery Inclusion for All project continues to be very popular since it offers 2 child-centred
approach to working as part of integrated services alongside professionals such as speech and language therapists,
occupational therapists, yoga teachers, PE teachers, and educational psychologists. Parents feel very supported, and the
children with Special Educational Needs are making significant progress, which their families and other professionals in the
community and the Borough highly regard.

In July 2023, we had a mock OFSTED from the Local Authority, followed by an actual OFSTED inspection on November

It was also suggested by the local authority to enable those children to have that type of provision in
place to regulate their emotions and learn at their own pace. Business rates went up quite significantly in the last couple of
years. Yet, we have secured three educational plans for this year, ensuring more funding for our organization in the next
financial year.

From a risk assessment perspective, we must ensure that anyone visiting our premises is safe. So, we had to do some
butlding work to ensure that the building was appropriately equipped and safe, which also impacted on our finances.

The children enjoyed having the builders from next door on-site to show them the large machinery they use to build new
flats. We had the opportunity to go on a trip organized alongside the Local Authority to the English Heritage site, where
many of our children could see bees and trees, draw and have a picnic. We had important visitors, such as MP Fleur
Anderson, Councillor Kate Stock, and the Deputy Mayor of Wandsworth. Our children contributed to the community
Chnstmas decoration and san 43 Chrigtmas carols around the Chm gtmas tres alcmgside the May or of Wandsworth and other
schools.

The Trustees present their report and financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2021.

Alton Community Playschool was established in 1985. Alton functions as an independent entity.

Legal Status

Alton Community Playschool is an educational charity and a company limited by guarantee, incorporated on the 7th April
2004. The Company was established under a Memorandum of Association, which established the objects and powers of the
charitable company and is governed by its Articles of Association. In the event of the company being ceased, members are
required to contribute an amount not exceeding £1.

Recruitment and Appointment of Directors

The Management Committee are also charity trustees for the purposes of charity law. People interested in becoming a
member of the Management Committee are nominated and seconded at the Annual General Meeting after which there is a
ballot of the membership present.

Most new Directors are familiar with the work of the charity. However, new trustees are encouraged to attend induction
session to familiarize themselves with the role of the Management Committee. The Chair of the Management committee
and the Nominated Person jointly leads these. The sessions cover the obligations of Management Committee members, the
content of the Memorandum and Articles of Association and the Strategic Plan of the Association.

Training is available to Management Committee members, which include employment and safeguarding issues such as
Disciplinary & Grievance Procedures, Managing Absence as well as Leadership training and financial management.

Trustees and Management Committee members remain the same as follows: C. Motoca, M. Henderson Reilly, B. Foreman,
A. Pozzi, R. Giovanetti and N. Kashtelyan.

Risk Policy
Internal risks are minimized by the implementation of procedures for authorization of all transactions and projects and to
ensure consistent quality of delivery for all operational aspects of the charitable company. These procedures are periodically

reviewed to ensure that they still meet the needs of the charity.

Organizational Structure

Alton Community Playschool has a Management Committee in place and day to day responsibility for the provision of
services rest with the Nominated Person.

The Managers are responsible for ensuring that the charity delivers the services specified and that key performance
indicators are met and is responsible for the supervision and line management of the respective childcare teams in both
classrooms. One director is the named person with Ofsted.

Related Parties

level, the charity is steered by the 'Early Years Foundation Stage' strategy.

Objectives of the Association

The primary aims of the association, as defined in its Memorandum and Articles of Association, are “to provide the
necessary facilities for the daily care, recreation and education of children up to and including the age of five years
primarily from and in the London Borough of Wandsworth, to advance the education and training for persons in the
provisions of such care, education and recreation facilities.”

Financial Controls

ACP operates full internal financial controls in accordance with the guidance outlined by the Charity Commissioners in
March 1996 in their publication “Internal Financial Controls for Charities” (Publication CC8)

Investment Powers and Restrictions

ACP has no special investment powers, and no restrictions apply other than those contained within the Trustee Investment
Act 1961.

Activities and Achievements

Alton Community Playschool believes our overall objectives were achieved during the year. Fund raising has been
reasonably successful. The children have enjoyed outings to the library and local community. Walking around the
community to find numbers on signs and markings also proved enjoyable with the children taking photographs and making
displays to share with parents.

Due to current circumstances (COVID-19) the above mentioned activities and achievements have been limited to ensure the
safety and wellbeing of Alton Community Playschool’s children, families and staff members.

Sessional Care
The Centre continues to offer sessional care. This is stilt very popular.

Fificen Hour Care and Education
Alton offers fifteen hours each week in line with Wandsworth funding for all 3&4-year old and fifteen hours each week for

two-year-old. If they are classed as eligible by Wandsworth these sessions are very popular and most parents are using this
for five three-hour sessions each week term time.

Thirty-hour Care and Education

ACP is now offering thirty hours for children aged 3 to 4 years old whose parents are eligible.

Staff Training

The playschool has taken advantage of the training offered by Nursery Inclusion Project for All (NIPA). Safeguarding, First
Aid, SENCO, Risk Assessment, the new updated requirements of the EYFS, Mathematics and Literacy, SEMH in the Early
Years, Apprentice Level 2 and Level 3, The Start Thinking Early Project, Diversity in Practice, Observation Assessment
and Planning in Early Years, Makaton Levei 2, Colorful Semantic, Early Talk Boost, Boys development, working with
boys, Creating opportunitics for creativity -exploring media and materials, Risk, Resilience and Relationships, Being
Imaginative, Having fun with Sounds-Laying the foundations for EY phonics, Primary Professional Learning Day: The
curious and Creative Curriculum, Gender and Play, Good Autism Practice, Fire Marshal Training and Food Hygiene have
all been undertaken. ACP is partner of the Nursery Inclusion Project for All (NIPA) that will be rolled out across the

2



Wandsworth borough by the Local Authority. Alton was also actively involved in contributing to ideas for delivering a
project supported by the Mayor of London called: Nurturing Future Minds.

COVID-19 challenges and success

ACP has been closed during the first lockdown from 31% of March 2020 up until 1* of June 2020. During this time the team
has worked effortlessly to ensure that they provided all children and families with suitable activities and resources to
continue with their children’s learning and development in home environment.

From 1¥ of June 2020 lots of finances were used to modify the premises and ensure the safety and wellbeing of all children,
families, staff members and any other partners collaborating with the setting.

A fogging machine was purchased and used since every single day as well as PPE equipment (masks, shields, aprons,
gloves, hand sanitizers).

Wall mounted hands-free sanitizing units were placed around the nursery both inside/outside.

One of the biggest successes of the provision is that it has been managed to keep the nursery COVID- 19 free during the
pandemic and none of the children, families and staff members contacted the virus whilst working or attending the
premises.

Due to the above-mentioned children have been able to attend regularly and we feel that this has helped many children in

terms of their learning and development as there were no interruptions in their leaming.

The outdoor play has been developed and its more child friendly with many different resources and the soft play area was
being resurfaced.

EYPP (Early Years Pupil Premium)

Some children may be eligible for deprivation supplement which is calculated using the Income Deprivation Affecting
Children Index (IDACI) rating for the child’s postcode. The funding should be used by the provider to help support children
from socially deprived backgrounds.

SEN Inclusion Fund

It was introduced in 2018 for 3 to 4 years old and in 2019 for 2 years old. The children that qualify will have access to extra
support in terms of resources or special classes such as: Yoga classes or Physical development classes. This has been
remarkably successful so far, enabling us to support appropriately children with Special Educational Needs.

NIP@A Project
It was introduced in 2019 and benefits each academic year 5 children with Special Educational Needs 2, 3 and 4 years old as

well as their parents with specific resources, activities, classes. This was a success.
