We are helping with construction and running of two small Madrasas In the remote rural area of
Balagonj, Sylhet, Bangladesh, namely Darul Uloom Sunapur Rupapur and Jamia Rahmania Madrasa.

Mumin Aid is also collaborating with Blue Ink Trust to build a school in the Sudhar Nagar area of India,
which will provide education to the most deprived children.

On behalf of Charity and the Masjid we sponsored 50 families in Ramadhan in Bangladesh and Pakistan
to have a Poverty Free Ramadhan.

Over 90 % of our work is in England concentrating on English projects. It will increase further over the
coming years. We have supported small projects in England, Bangladesh, India and Pakistan.

We have sponsored over 35 students to become Hafiz in Bangladesh. We intent to increase the Scheme
of Sponsoring Huffaz in Bangladesh, India and Pakistan.

We have now taken house building, providing water pumps and school building projects in Bangladesh.
