The Covid-19 pandemic caused the first closure of our group since it began in 1943. This closure 

was for the full financial year.  The decision was taken by the Parent’s Committee to suspend 

membership subscriptions.  Grants from the local authority meant that we were financially secure.

The Duke of Edinburgh’s award continued remotely, but there were no expeditions completed.  There 

were no residential/camping activities undertaken during this time.

Using the grants from the Local Authority works were carried out to upgrade the Hut and Willow Bog 

works continued when restrictions allowed.

In December 2020 ‘Gus’ one of our minibuses was stolen from out of our compound.  Following this 

heart-breaking event the Fundraising Committee set up a GoFundMe page and managed to raise 

£7,227, and along with the insurance claim, means we were able to purchase a replacement vehicle, 

which we have called ‘Rona’.
