The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 March 2025.

Objectives and activities

The principal activities of Majlis -E-Isha'atul Qur'an in the year under review were those of the
registered charity and its principal object remain to provide Islamic education to the students in
accordance with Sunni Muslim faith and to provide a facility where Muslims can worship.

Achievements and performance

The charity carries out Islamic education in pursuance of its charitable aims. The trustees consider that
these activities, summarised below, provide benefit both to those who worship at our Mosque and the
wider community of Leicester.

Our Mosque provides a centre for our prayers and worship for the activities associated with our faith.
During the year under review, we offered a range of religious services including:

Prayers: The mosque is open for daily and Friday prayers.

Hifz classes: Memorisation of the holy Qur'an is considered an important element of religious
education and training. We continue to provide this facility for the young people in the Mosque.

Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

The charity is governed by a board of trustees drawn from the local community. This is to ensure
that the board has the skills and experience required to oversee the management of the charity and
its operations.

The charity trustees are responsible for the general control and management of the charity. The
trustees give their time freely and receive no remuneration or other financial benefits.

Trustee Induction and Training

All new trustees receive a planned induction programme before taking up their place on the board.
This includes an explanation of their roles and responsibilities, an introduction to other trustees, an
overview of recent activities and an explanation of board format and process.

Risk management

The trustees have a risk management strategy which includes an annual review of the risks the
charity faces and the establishment of systems and procedures to mitigate those risks and
implementation of procedures designed to minimise any potential impact on charity should those
risks materialise.

Reserves Policy
The trustees aim to ensure that sufficient funds are maintained to enable the charity to carry out
its activities.

Financial review

The charity reported a loss of £8035.(2024 profits of 20505£822) for the year
The detailed results are set up in the accounts.
