FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

The Charity's financial statement for the year ended 31st December 2022 shows Income of £51,036

(2021: £77,839). Expenditure was £35,544 (2021: £37,903) and the Church made a net surplus 

in funds of £15,942 ( 2021: £39,936) . Unrestricted reserves at 31st December 2022 is  £78,217

 (2021: £72,725).

Under the Common Purposes Agreement (see above) Eagles Christian Connections has agreed to 

make an annual contribution to RCCG (UK). In addition, the church supports missionary organisations 

such as the World Evangelism Mission. 

The church also provides support to members of the congregation (at the discretion of the trustees) who 

are in need.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. 

Restrictions arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted 

purposes.

Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under headings that 

aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular 

headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Costs of charitable activities are those costs relating to the activities carried out to meet the objectives of 

the Church. These include both directly attributable costs and apportioned support costs.

Governance costs are the costs associated with the strategic direction of the organisation and with 

meeting regulatory responsibilities including apportioned support cost.

Income from tithes and offerings, is included in incoming resources when these are receivable

All incoming resources are included on the Statement of Financial Activities when the charity is legally 

entitled to the income and the amount can be quantified with reasonable accuracy.
