Six
months expenditure is approximately £65,000. Overall liquid funds of the Parish at 31% December 2023
amounted to £220,103. [ 2022 £215,823].

£170,729] funds are restricted.

Form of Accounts

and the Oldham Hall charity (the Oldham Hall), a charity under the control of the PCC who are the
managing trustees. Separate Oldham Hall accounts have been prepared.

To account for the activities of the whole parish, separate and €onsolidated balance sheets are included;
the income and expénditure for the Oldham Hall have not beeri consolidated but shown by way of note
(12).

1. Accounting Policies

The financial statemients have been prepared under the Charities Act 2011 and in ac¢ordance with the
Church Accounting Regulations 2006 govérning the individual accounts of PCCs, and the statement of
recommended practice applicable to charities preparing accouhts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities published on 16th July 2014.

The financial statemients have been prepdred under the histori¢al cost convention except for the valuation
of investment assets, which are shown at market value.

Funds

Endowment funds are funds, the capital of which must be retaihed; only the income arising may be used -
either for the restricted or unrestricted pérpose for which the éndowment was estalilished.

Restricted funds, whilch may be capital or income funds, are fuads that are subject to specific wishes from
a donor at the time of the gift or the term’s of a public appeal.

Unrestricted funds dre general funds which can be used by the PCC for general purpéses, and may include!
funds that have been designated by the PCC for particular purposes.

Incoming Resources
Voluntary income and Capital Sources
Collections are recognised when received by or on behalf of thé PCC.

Planned giving receivable is recognised orily when recelved.

Income tax recoverable on Gift Aid donations is recognised when the income is recognised.

the amount due is quantifiable and its ultimate receipt by the PCC is reasonably certain.

Funds raised by fund-raising events are accounted for gross as far as is notified by the organisers.

Sales of books and ragazines from the church book-stall are accounted for gross. Ditidends are accounted

accounted for whentdue and payable.Interest entitlements are accounted for as they accrue.

Consecrated and benefice property of any kind is excluded from the financial statements by Section 10{2)fa)
and (c ) of the Charities Act 2011.

Movable church furhishings held by the Vicar and Church Wardens on special trust for the PCC, and which
require a faculty for disposal, are accounted for as inalienable groperty unless consecrated. They are
inspected annually By the Deanery. For inalienable property acquired prior to January 2000 there is
insufficient cost information avallable and therefore such assets are not valued in the accounts. No such
property has been acquired since January 2000.

All expenditure incufred in the year on consecrated or beneficéd buildings, individual items under £1,000 or
the repair of removéble church furnishings acquired before January 2000 is written off.

Freehold Property

The property of the Oldham Hall is includéd in the Balance Sheét at the nominal value of £1 as the cost and
effort of obtaining a'valuation is not justified for the purposes &f any additional clarity or for the better
understanding of these financial statements.

Other fixtures, fittirigs and office equipment

The CCTV system, Xéro Accounting, Piano), Lighting and the Sound Systems have beert written off and retain
nominal values of £1.
