The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2025. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities. Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the
UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVESAND ACTIVITIES

Objectivesand aims

All Saints PCC has the responsibility to cooperate with the incumbent in promoting in the ecclesiastical parish the whole
mission of the Church, pastoral, evangdlistic, social and ecumenical. It also has maintenance responsibilities for the
Church Hall and the St James Centre.

The PCC is aware of the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit in the Advancement of Religion for the
Public Benefit and have regard to it in its administration of the Charity. The PCC believes that, by promoting the work
of the Church of England in the Ecclesiastical Parish of All Saints it helps to promote the whole mission of the Church
more effectively, and in doing so it provides a benefit to the public by:

o Providing facilities for public worship, outreach, pastoral care, and spiritual, moral, and intellectual teaching and
development, both for its members and for anyone who wishes to benefit from what the church offers; and

0 Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in and to their communities, to the benefit of
individuals and society.

Church attendance

At the end of 2025 there were 133 members on the church Electora Roll of whom 39 were not residents of the
parish.The average attendance for a'normal’ Sunday in 2025 was 68 adults and 1 child. Average attendance at mid-week
serviceswas 15 adults (no children).

Baptism services take place at 12 noon, immediately following the Parish Eucharist, with some additional baptisms at
1.30pm, and are carried out most weeks. 52 people were baptized during the year. Six weddings took place during 2025.
Fifteen funerals were conducted in church and an additional 18 at the crematorium. Eighteen people were confirmed
during the yesr.

Safeguarding

The PCC bedlieve they have fulfilled their duty under section 5 of the Safeguarding and Clergy Discipline Measure 2016
(duty to have due regard to House of Bishops guidance on safeguarding children and vulnerable adults). In particular,
all PCC members have completed the on-line Safeguarding Awareness training (from basic to foundation level) and
Domestic Abuse training using the Diocese of York Learning Pathways. DBS clearance has been sought for al relevant
personnel as needed.

Church administration
The PCC of All Saints Church employs Elaine Wright as its parish administrator for 56 hours a month and Richard
Hamshaw as cleaner/caretaker in the church for 65 hours a month, the Church Hall and the St James Centre.

OBJECTIVESAND ACTIVITIES

Review of the year

The full Parochia Church Council met on 10 occasions in 2025. Three of these meetings took place using Zoom.
Average attendance was 12 members. The annual meeting on 15 May 2025 took place in person; there were 22 electors
present. Committees met occasionally between meetings and minutes of their deliberations were received by the full
PCC and discussed where applicable.

All servicestook place as usual.

There were some special services. At the Confirmation service held by Bishop Steven Benford 13 adults were confirmed
and 5 under 15 yr olds. The Harvest Festival was held on 6 October with the uniformed organizations participating. On
12 November the Remembrance Day service and wreath laying took place with members of the British Legion, the
services and local dignitaries. The Chrigtingle, Crib service, Charity Carol services and schools carol services took place
as usua: figuresfor attendance were not all recorded.

A Monday Youth Club known as 'Level Up' takes place during term time, supported by members of the church and in
accordance with Safeguarding procedures. The CHAT Club in the Church Hall, meets on dternate Saturdays and meets
the needs of the lonely, the vulnerable and the less well-off.

We have aso maintained strong pastoral links with hospitals, care homes, and the CofE All Saints School, Penshurst
Schooal, Hesde High, St Anne's School and various Nursery Schools .

General maintenance continues. A more detailed report isincluded in the churchwardens report on the church fabric and
furniture.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial review

Treasurer'scommentary notes 2025

In general, 2025 passed by as afinancialy secure year.

Regular income from planned-giving and church collections has decreased and is not keeping up with inflation.
This is partially mitigated through the welcome funds raised through the two church fairs, which continue to grow year
on year.

Expenditure was generally in line with expectations. An unplanned expenditure was for the replacement of windows and
associated remedial works in the Church Hall. Thefinal cost was £2,650.

The target Freewill Offer to the Diocese of York, set at £52,500, was met in full thisyear.

The current account balance was below the upper and lower limits defined in the reserves policy. With tax recovered
through the annual Gift-Aid claim expected early 2026, no action was deemed necessary before the financial year-end.

The Church Tower project saw incomes and assured pledges reach a level whereby the rebuilding work could be
afforded. Works commenced during the latter half of 2025. Resources expended during 2025 were £146,000. The total
budget for direct and indirect costs was set at £462,000.

Investments did not perform as well as usual. Our forebears lodged funds with the CCLA (the Churches, Charities and
Loca Authoritiesinvestment management) to provide an income and also secure funds for restricted uses.

CCLA's policy has been to have more diversified investments than 'the market'. During the previous seven years, this
safe policy provided solid returns. Yet 'the market' has become ever more concentrated in a smaller group of names. In
2025 the COIF Charities Investment Fund was down 2.0% and the CBF Church of England Investment Fund was down
1.2%, in a year when their investment objective of CPI+4% was up 7.2%. We should, therefore, take advice on the
future of our investments.

Reserves policy
It is the PCC's policy to maintain a balance of a balance of no less than three months expenditure in our unrestricted
funds. It isour policy to invest fund balances with the CBF Church of England Deposit Funds.

The estimated vaue of three months' expenditure using this financia years figures as a guide would be £73,071.

The level of free reserves held within the charity is £469,857, with a remaining level of reserves valuing as £336,104
restricted and £208,753 within endowment funds.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

Safeguarding

The Parochia Church Council (Powers) Measure 1956 defines the functions and powers of a PCC. Under the amended
Measure, the principal function of the PCC is 'promoting in the parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral,
evangelistic, socia and ecumenica'. Thus PCC members have significant responsibilities for the local mission of the
Church.

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules 2020. All church attendees
are encouraged to register on the Electora Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC has six operating subcommittees that meet as required between the meetings of the full PCC. (1) The Standing
Committee, required by law, consists of the Priest-in-Charge, the wardens, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the Associate
Curate, and an appointed PCC member. It transacts the business of the PCC between meetings subject to any directions
given by the Council and prepares decisions to be submitted to the full Council. (2) The Finance Committee reviews
financia matters including preparing budgets. (3) The Property Committee reviews all aspects of church property (the
Parish Hall and the St James Centre) and relating to the church fabric and the churchyard. (4) The Church Fairs
Committee plans and coordinates the church's two annual church fairs. (5) The Tower Appeal Committee oversees
project funding and events. (6) The Health and Safety Committee reports to and updates the PCC on matters needed to
be addressed and al related policies and risk assessments. In addition, special committees meet to organise various
events as needed.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basisof preparing thefinancial statements

The financid statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charitiess Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financia
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Irdland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financia Reporting Standard 102 ‘The Financia Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland’ and the Charities Act 2011.

Income

Expenditure

Liahilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a lega or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate al cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
atributed to particular headings they have been dlocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of
resources.

The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2024. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the
UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Objectives and aims

All Saints' PCC has the responsibility to cooperate with the incumbent in promoting in the ecclesiastical parish the whole
mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, social and ecumenical. It also has maintenance responsibilities for the
Church Hall and the St James' Centre.

The PCC is aware of the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit in the Advancement of Religion for the
Public Benefit and have regard to it in its administration of the Charity. The PCC believes that, by promoting the work
of the Church of England in the Ecclesiastical Parish of All Saints it helps to promote the whole mission of the Church
more effectively, and in doing so it provides a benefit to the public by:

o Providing facilities for public worship, outreach, pastoral care, and spiritual, moral, and intellectual teaching and
development, both for its members and for anyone who wishes to benefit from what the church offers; and

o Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in and to their communities, to the benefit of
individuals and society.

Church attendance

At the end 2024 there were 133 members on the church Electoral Roll of whom 39 were not resident in the parish. The
average attendance for a 'normal' Sunday in 2024 was 61 adults and 2.8 children, numbers having largely recovered after
the Covid-19 pandemic. Average attendance at mid-week services was unchanged at 18 adults (no children).

Baptism services take place at 12 noon, immediately following the Parish Eucharist, with some additional baptisms at
1.30pm, and are carried out most weeks. 52 people were baptised during the year.
Eight weddings took place during 2024. 18 funcrals were conducted in church and an additional 13 at the crematorium.

Safeguarding

The PCC believe they have fulfilled their duty under section 5 of the Safeguarding and Clergy Discipline Measure 2016
(duty to have due regard to House of Bishops' guidance on safeguarding children and vulnerable adults). In particular,
all PCC members have completed the on-line Safeguarding Awareness training (from basic to foundation level) and
Domestic Abuse training in accordance with the Diocese of York Learning Pathways. DBS clearance has been sought
for all relevant personnel as needed.

Church administration
The PCC of All Saints' Church employs Elaine Wright as its parish administrator for 13 hours a week and Richard
Hamshaw as cleaner/caretaker in the church, the Church Hall and the St James' Centre.

I (Elaine Wright) can confirm that as the office data controller employed by the PCC I have undertaken all due care and
attention with the procedures relating to administration, the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and data
privacy as required by law. Data audit and review of office procedures and practices is carried out annually in early
April and is reported to the PCC.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Review of the year

The full Parochial Church Council met on 9 occasions in 2024. Five of these meetings took place by Zoom. Average
attendance was 9.4 members. The annual meeting on 15 May 2024 took place in person; there were 22 electors present.
Committees met occasionally between meetings and minutes of their deliberations were received by the full PCC and
discussed where necessary.

All services took place as usual.

There were some special services. At the Confirmation service held by the Bishop of Hull, Dr Eleanor Sanderson, on 3
December, 3 adults were confirmed. The Harvest Festival was held on 6 October with the uniformed organizations
participating. On 12 November the Remembrance day service and wreath laying took place with members of the British
Legion and local dignitaries: 600 people were present as the usual parade was reinstated. The Christingle, Crib service,
Charity Carol services and schools carol services took place as usual: figures for attendance were not all recorded.

Plus Saints for older children (ages 9-14), and Mini Saints continued to take place in the Church Hall Upper Room,
alongside Monday's Youth Club called 'Level Up' during term time, supported by members of the church and in
accordance with Safeguarding procedures. The CHAT Club in the Church Hall, meets on alternate Saturdays and meets
the needs of the lonely, the vulnerable and the less-well-off.

We have also maintained our strong pastoral links with hospitals, care homes, and the CofE and other schools.

General maintenance continues. A detailed report is included in the churchwardens' report on the church fabric and
furniture.

Financial review
Treasurer's commentary 2024

Underlying income was broadly in line with budget with two notable exceptions. An unrestricted legacy was received of
£30,500 and a restricted donation (for sound system costs) of approximately £13,600 received from the Order of Mark
Masons.

Gift Aid from HMRC received during 2024 increased. This has historically been claimed back on an annual basis
following each year-end. 2023 Gift Aid was therefore received during 2024.

In addition to this, and with the introduction of the Parish Giving Scheme during 2024, Gift Aid was automatically
credited monthly from the donations of those participating in the scheme.

As was the case with income, expenditure for 2024 was close to budget. The noteworthy variance to this was the large
expense of the church's sound system. This cost was completely covered by the restricted donation mentioned above.

The freewill offer to the Diocese of York (our church's largest single outgoing) was again met in full at £50,250.

Revised utility contracts (with slightly lower unit costs), coupled with a reduced consumption of electricity (made
possible through the efficiency of the church's LED lighting scheme), helped reduce running costs.

Nevertheless, at ¢. £21,000 (2023) and £16,000 (2024). These costs are at historic highs. As recently as 2021 annual
expenditure on these essentials was closer to £5,000.

'Hard cash' remains a significant element of every church's finances. For many, cash is still the trusted and most
convenient form of money. With many bank branches closing, and cash becoming increasingly unattractive to banks,
both the depositing and withdrawing of cash required a re-think.

From March 2024 'Petty cash' expenses moved to being settled by BACS payments, rather by using physical cash. From
end-2023, depositing of cash was done at the Banking Hub in Barton-Upon-Humber.

Just over £29,700 was spent on 'Tower' costs. This comprised a detailed structural survey, consultancy costs, plus our
church Architect's costs for the works involving coordinating, summarising and expediting the tendering process of
contractors' building estimates.

The current account balance ended the year between the upper and lower limits defined in the reserves policy.

The proceeds of the legacy were transferred to our CBF/CCLA (Central Board of Finance/Churches, Charities and Local
Authorities) deposit account.

Reserves policy
It is the PCC's policy to maintain a balance of a balance of no less than three months' expenditure in our unrestricted
funds. It is our policy to invest fund balances with the CBF Church of England Deposit Funds.

The estimated value of three months' expenditure is £44,125.

The level of free reserves held within the charity is £472,668, with a remaining level of reserves valuing as £326,731
restricted and £217,446 within endowment funds.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

Safeguarding

The Parochial Church Council (Powers) Measure 1956 defines the functions and powers of a PCC. Under the amended
Measure, the principal function of the PCC is 'promoting in the parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral,
evangelistic, social and ecumenical'. Thus PCC members have significant responsibilities for the local mission of the
Church.

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules 2020. All church attendees
are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC has six operating subcommittees that meet as required between the meetings of the full PCC. (1) The Standing
Committee, required by law, consists of the Priest-in-Charge, the wardens, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the Associate
Curate, and an appointed PCC member. It transacts the business of the PCC between meetings subject to any directions
given by the Council and prepares decisions to be submitted to the full Council. (2) The Finance Committee reviews
financial matters including preparing budgets. (3) The Property Committee reviews all aspects of church property (the
Parish Hall and the St James' Centre) and relating to the church fabric and the churchyard. (4) The Church Fairs
Committee plans and coordinates the church's two annual church fairs. (5) The Tower Appeal Committee oversees
project funding and events. (6) The Health and Safety Committee reports to and updates the PCC on matters needed to
be addressed and all related policies and risk assessments. In addition, special committees meet to organise various
events as needed.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention, with the exception of investments which are included at market value, as modified by the revaluation
of certain assets.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

b) Gifts in kind:

i) Assets given for distribution by the funds are included in the Statement of Financial Activities only when
distributed.

ii) Assets given for use by the funds (e.g. property for its own occupation) are included in the Statement of
Financial Activities as income when receivable.

In all cases the amount at which gifts in kind are brought into account is either a reasonable estimate of their
value to the funds or the amount actually realised. The basis of the valuation is disclosed in the annual report.

c) Legacies

i) When income is probable - usually but not exclusively when probate has been granted.

ii) When the Executors have satisfied themselves there are sufficient assets to pay the legacy.
iii) Any conditions of the legacy have been met.

iv) When the monetary value can be reliably measured.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transter of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of
resources.

Tangible fixed assets
Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful
life.

Freehold property - Not depreciated
Fixtures and fittings - 20% on cost
Taxation

The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Report of the Trustees

The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2023. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the
UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Objectives and aims

All Saints' PCC has the responsibility to cooperate with the incumbent in promoting in the ecclesiastical parish the whole
mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, social and ecumenical. It also has maintenance responsibilities for the
Church Hall and the St James' Centre.

The PCC is aware of the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit in the Advancement of Religion for the
Public Benefit and have regard to it in its administration of the Charity. The PCC believes that, by promoting the work
of the Church of England in the Ecclesiastical Parish of All Saints it helps to promote the whole mission of the Church
more effectively, and in doing so it provides a benefit to the public by:

o0 Providing facilities for public worship, outreach, pastoral care, and spiritual, moral, and intellectual teaching and
development, both for its members and for anyone who wishes to benefit from what the church offers; and

o Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in and to their communities, to the benefit of
individuals and society.

Church attendance

At the end 2023 there were 134 members on the church Electoral Roll of whom 40 were not resident in the parish. The
average attendance for a normal' Sunday in 2023 was 58 adults and 3.6 children, numbers being still depressed as a
result of the Covid-19 pandemic. Average attendance at mid-week services was 20 adults (no children).

Baptism services take place at 12 noon, immediately following the Parish Eucharist, with some additional baptisms at
1.30pm, and are carried out almost every week. There were 67 baptisms during the year.
Seven weddings took place during 2023. 12 funerals were conducted in church.

Safeguarding

The PCC believe they have fulfilled their duty under section 5 of the Safeguarding and Clergy Discipline Measure 2016
(duty to have due regard to House of Bishops' guidance on safeguarding children and vulnerable adults). In particular,
all PCC members have completed the on-line Safeguarding Awareness training (from basic to foundation level) and
Domestic Abuse training in accordance with the Diocese of York Learning Pathways. DBS clearance has been sought
for all relevant personnel as needed.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Church administration

The PCC of All Saints Church employs Elaine Wright as its parish administrator for 13 hours a week.

I (Elaine Wright) can confirm that as the office data controller employed by the PCC I have undertaken all due care and
attention with the procedures relating to administration, the General Data Protection Regulation (GSPR) and data
privacy as required by law. Data audit and review of office procedures and practices is carried out annually in early
April and is reported to the PCC.

The full Parochial Church Council met on 10 occasions in 2023, with one extra meeting in March. Three of these took
place by Zoom. Average attendance was 10 members. The annual meeting took place in-person.

Committees met occasionally between meetings and minutes of their deliberations were received by the full PCC and
discussed where necessary.

All services took place as usual.

There were some special services. The Confirmation service held by the Bishop of Hull Dr Eleanor Sanderson on 22nd
June, confirming 6 young people and 3 adults. The Harvest Festival was held on 8 October with the uniformed
organizations participating. On 12 November the Remembrance day service and wreath laying took place with members
of the British Legion and local dignitaries.

The Christingle, Crib service, Charity Carol services and schools carol services took place as usual, attended in total by
1081 children and 1334 adults.

Plus Saints for older children (ages 9-14), and Mint Saints continued to take place in the Church Hall upper room,
alongside Monday's Youth Club called 'Level Up' during term time, supported by members of the church and in
accordance with Safeguarding procedures.

We have also maintained our strong pastoral links with hospitals, care homes and church schools.

General maintenance continues. A detailed report on this is included in the churchwardens' report on the church fabric
and furniture.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Financial review

Treasurer's commentary notes 2023

In general, 2023 was a financially stable year. Underlying income and expenditure (with some exceptions) were broadly
in line with the year's budget.

The targeted Freewill Offer to the Diocese of York, having being set at £47,500, was met in full.
New energy contracts came into effect at the end of January (electricity) and March (gas). The tariffs were higher than
budget. Total energy costs, of £19,789, were consequently even higher than anticipated, and were more than double

2022 costs.

The PCC agreed to use funds received from a previous year's legacy to make improvements to Clergy House in First
Lane. The existing timber framed windows were therefore replaced with more durable and efficient UPVC units.

The current account bank balance ended the year between the upper and lower limits as defined in the reserves policy.
The funds held inside the dormant 'Mrs Bailey's' account were released and transferred to the church's current account.
The Beverley branch of Barclays Bank is set to close during March 2024. Fortunately, cash deposits can now be made

between Monday and Friday at the very efficient ‘Banking Hub' in Barton-upon-Humber. Unfortunately, a business
cannot withdraw cash from these facilities. The use of cash, therefore, requires a rethink during 2024.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Reserves policy

It is the PCC's policy to maintain a balance of no more than six months' expenditure and a balance of no less than three
months' expenditure in our unrestricted funds. It is our policy to invest fund balances with the CBF Church of England
Deposit Funds.

The level of free reserves held within the charity is £429,473.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Governing document
The charity is controlled by its governing document, a deed of trust and constitutes an unincorporated charity.

Safeguarding

The Parochial Church Council (Powers) Measure 1956 defines the functions and powers of a PCC. Under the amended
Measure, the principal function of the PCC is "promoting in the parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral,
evangelistic, social and ecumenical." Thus PCC Members have significant responsibilities for the local mission of the
Church.

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules 2020. All church attendees
are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC has six operating subcommittees that meet as required between the meetings of the full PCC. (1) The Standing
Committee, required by law, consists of the Priest-in-Charge, the wardens, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the Associate
Curate, and an appointed PCC member. It transacts the business of the PCC between meetings subject to any directions
given by the Council and prepares decisions to be submitted to the full Council. (2) The Finance Committee reviews
financial matters including preparing budgets. (3) The Property Committee reviews all aspects of church property (the
Parish Hall and the St James' Centre) and relating to the church fabric and the churchyard. (4) The Church Fairs
Committee plans and coordinates the church's two annual church fairs. (5) The Tower Appeal Committee oversees
project funding and events. (6) The Health and Safety Committee reports to and updates the PCC on matters needed to
be addressed and all related policies and risk assessments. In addition, special committees meet to organise various
events as needed.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention, with the exception of investments which are included at market value.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

b) Gifts in kind:

i} Assets given for distribution by the funds are included in the Statement of Financial Activities only when
distributed.

i) Assets given for use by the funds (e.g. property for its own occupation) are included in the Statement of
Financial Activities as income when receivable.

In all cases the amount at which gifts in kind are brought into account is either a reasonable estimate of their
value to the funds or the amount actually realised. The basis of the valuation is disclosed in the annual report.

¢) Legacies

i) When income is probable - usually but not exclusively when probate has been granted.

ii) When the Executors have satisfied themselves there are sufficient assets to pay the legacy.
iit) Any conditions of the legacy have been met.

iv) When the monetary value can be reliably measured.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of
resources.

Tangible fixed assets

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful
life.

Freehold property - Not depreciated

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Rentals paid under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities on a straight line basis
over the period of the lease.

The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2022. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the
UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
Objectives and aims
All Saints' PCC has the responsibility of cooperating with the incumbent in promoting in the ecclesiastical parish the

whole mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, social and ecumenical. It also has maintenance responsibilities for
All Saints' Church, the Church Hall and the St James' Centre.

The PCC is aware of the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit in the Advancement of Religion for the
Public Benefit and have regard to it in its administration of the Charity. The PCC believes that, by promoting the work
of the Church of England in the Ecclesiastical Parish of All Saints it helps to promote the whole mission of the Church
more effectively, and in doing so it provides a benefit to the public by:

? Providing facilities for public worship, outreach, pastoral care, and spiritual, moral, and intellectual teaching and
development, both for its members and for anyone who wishes to benefit from what the church offers; and

? Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in, and to their communities, to the benefit of
individuals and society.

Church Attendance
At the end of the year there were 140 members on the Church Electoral Roll of which 36 were not resident in the
Parish. The average attendance for a 'normal' Sunday in 2022 was 64 adults and 4.2 children.

Baptism services take place at 12 noon, immediately following the Parish Eucharist, which seems to work well and are
carried out almost every week.

13 Weddings took place this year.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
At the beginning of 2022 we still had some restrictions due to the Covid 19 pandemic.

The full Parochial Church Council met on 9 occasions in 2022, with an average attendance of 10 members. Most of
these took place by Zoom. The Annual meeting and one other PCC meeting took place face to face.

Committees met occasionally between meetings and minutes of their deliberations were received by the full PCC and
discussed where necessary.

All services took place as usual but there were restrictions with alternate pews being use. The advisory wearing of
masks and social distancing continued throughout the year.

There were some special services in Church this year. In October at our Harvest Festival, we held our first service since
the pandemic when the uniformed organizations were involved. In September, following the death of Her Majesty
Queen Elizabeth 2nd, the Church was open for private prayer and signing of a book of remembrance, and there was also
a special evening service for the community. 13th November the Remembrance day service & wreath laying took place
with members of the British Legion and local dignitaries.

The Christingle, Crib service, Charity Carol services and schools carol services took place as usual.
Plus Saints for older children (ages 9-14), and Mini Saints continued to take place in the church hall.
We have also maintained our strong pastoral links with hospitals, care homes and church schools as far as possible.

General maintenance continues. A detailed report on this is included in the churchwardens' report on the church fabric
and furniture.

Financial review
Treasurer's commentary notes 2022

'At year ending 31st December 2022 the current account balance was between the upper and lower limits defined in the
reserves policy.

The "Mrs Baileys' account was confirmed as being a 'dormant' account at Barclays Bank. As of the year end of 2022 an
application to release these funds has been submitted to Barclays Bank plc. The value is unconfirmed.

2022 was more financially stable year than 2021, with underlying income and expenditure being broadly in line with
the year's budget.

Freewill offer to the Diocese of York was met in full this year at £47,500.

New energy contracts came into effect at the end of January (electricity) and March (gas). The tariffs were higher than
budget.

Energy costs were approximately £2500 higher than budget.
For 2023, the expectation of significantly higher, and possibly unaffordable, energy prices are a concern.

In line with a national C of E initiative, a fuel grant was applied for. Consequently, £2000 was received (on December
30th, 2022) from the Diocese of York to partially mitigate energy cost increases.

The Tower Appeal funds grew by £59,350 to £89,053.

Significant large donations are itemised as follows.

- £583 proceeds from Humberside police band

- £1,046 proceeds from the Snake Davis concert

- £1,301 proceeds from the Tower Appeal's 100 club
- £2,501 proceeds from the Flower Festival

- £1,250 single donation

- £10,000 single donation

- £40,000 single donation

Gift aid has been applied for against a large proportion of these donations.
Largely because of world events, investment fund values declined by an average of 9.5% year on year.

Reserves policy

It is the PCC's policy to maintain a balance of no more than six months expenditure and a balance of no less than three
months expenditure in our unrestricted funds. It is our policy to invest fund balances with the CBF Church of England
Deposit Funds.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

Safeguarding

The Parochial Church Council (Powers) Measure 1956 defines the functions and powers of a PCC. Under the amended
Measure, the principal function of the PCC is "promoting in the parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral,
evangelistic, social and ecumenical." Thus PCC Members have significant responsibilities for the local mission of the
Church.

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules 2020. All church attendees
are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC has six operating sub committees that meet as required between the meetings of the full PCC: The Standing
Committee required by law, consists of the Priest-in-Charge, the Wardens, the Secretary, the Treasurer, Associate
Curate, and an appointed PCC member. It transacts the business of the council between meetings subject to any
directions given by the council. The Finance Committee reviews financial matters including preparing budgets. The
Fabric Committee referred to as Property, reviews all aspects relating to the church building and churchyard. Fairs
Committee who plans and coordinates the church's two annual church fairs. Tower Appeal Committee overseeing
project funding and events. Health and Safety Committee who report and update the PCC on matters needed to be
addressed and all related policies and risk assessments.

In addition, special committees meet to organise various events when needed.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention, with the exception of investments which are included at market value.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

b) Gifts in kind:

i) Assets given for distribution by the funds are included in the Statement of Financial Activities only when
distributed.

ii) Assets given for use by the funds (e.g. property for its own occupation) are included in the Statement of
Financial Activities as income when receivable.

In all cases the amount at which gifts in kind are brought into account is either a reasonable estimate of their
value to the funds or the amount actually realised. The basis of the valuation is disclosed in the annual report.

c) Legacies

i) When income is probable - usually but not exclusively when probate has been granted.

ii) When the Executors have satisfied themselves there are sufficient assets to pay the legacy.
iii) Any conditions of the legacy have been met.

iv) When the monetary value can be reliably measured.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of
resources.

Tangible fixed assets

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful
life.

Restrictions arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the financial statements.

Hire purchase and leasing commitments
Rentals paid under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities on a straight line basis
over the period of the lease.

Estimates and judgements and financial instruments

Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors,
including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances. Although
these estimates are based on the Directors' best knowledge of the amount, events or actions, actual results
ultimately differ from these estimates. The Directors do not consider there to be any material estimates and
judgements.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention, with the exception of investments which are included at market value.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

b) Gifts in kind:

i) Assets given for distribution by the funds are included in the Statement of Financial Activities only when
distributed.

ii) Assets given for use by the funds (e.g. property for its own occupation) are included in the Statement of
Financial Activities as income when receivable.

In all cases the amount at which gifts in kind are brought into account is either a reasonable estimate of their
value to the funds or the amount actually realised. The basis of the valuation is disclosed in the annual report.

¢) Legacies

i) When income is probable - usually but not exclusively when probate has been granted.

ii) When the Executors have satisfied themselves there are sufficient assets to pay the legacy.
iii) Any conditions of the legacy have been met.

iv) When the monetary value can be reliably measured.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of
resources.

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful
life.

Governing document
The charity is controlled by its governing document, a deed of trust and constitutes an unincorporated charity.

Safeguarding

The Parochial Church Council (Powers) Measure 1956 defines the functions and powers of a PCC. Under the amended
Measure, the principal function of the PCC is "promoting in the parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral,
evangelistic, social and ecumenical." Thus PCC Members have significant responsibilities for the local mission of the
Church.

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules 2020. All church attendees
are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC has six operating sub committees that meet as required between the meetings of the full PCC: The Standing
Committee required by law, consists of the Priest-in-Charge, the Wardens, the Secretary, the Treasurer, Associate
Curate, and an appointed PCC member. It transacts the business of the council between meetings subject to any
directions given by the council. The Finance Committee reviews financial matters including preparing budgets. The
Fabric Committee referred to as Property, reviews all aspects relating to the church building and churchyard. Fairs
Committee who plans and coordinates the church's two annual church fairs. Tower Appeal Committee overseeing
project funding and events. Health and Safety Committee who report and update the PCC on matters needed to be
addressed and all related policies and risk assessments.

In addition, special committees meet to organise various events when needed.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial review

One of the PCC's prime responsibilities is to ensure that the parish remains solvent. The church is not a business, but
must, nevertheless, still be 'business-like' and keep financial realities in mind. Almost as soon as the PCC budget for
2021 had been adopted it was apparent that 2021 could be as financially unpredictable as 2020 became. With a further
'Lockdown' to contend with, the normal disciplines of finances being guided by the budget had to give way to one of
simple cashflow management. A scenario of an indefinite lockdown was considered. In this case, there was a possibility
of our unrestricted funds running out by the end of May 2021.

With this degree of uncertainty and level of risk, it was agreed with the Diocese of York finance team to reduce 'Freewill
Offer' payments from £4250/month to £1000/month with immediate effect and until further notice. This drastic measure
was predicted to ensure dwindling reserves could be stretched as far as possible and keep the finances stable in an
unstable time.

By mid-year 2021, with some lockdown measures eased and many church and church hall activities resumed; the general
'unrestricted' current account balance had been maintained at the January 2021 figure, and the immediate threat of
running out of cash was reduced. The regular Freewill Offer payments to the Diocese, however, were still held at £1000,
that being just 23% of our budget pledge.

By the end of the third quarter of 2021, it was apparent that insolvency had been averted, and the financial position was
less stressed. The PCC agreed to maintain a reduced Free Will Offer until close to the yearend and make a final month's
enhanced payment if possible. A Free Will Offer payment of £10,000 was possible in early December, bringing our
year's contribution to £23680. An invoice raising procedure was introduced for both Hall users and Funeral Directors in
January 2021. BACS payments quickly became the default and preferred method of payments to the PCC. With regular
invoice reconciliations, late or forgetful payees were contacted, and reminded. By the end of 2021, as invoicing
confidence grew, settlements became timelier.

A formal and regularised payroll system was introduced during April 2021. This is administered by HLAS Accountants
and has worked very well. Both of our employees receive clear pay advice each month, and we have sound and ordered
payroll records.

To limit personal contact, and reduce bank charges, payments by cheque were mostly replaced by BACS transfers
during the year. Cheques made payable from the church account require the authority of a named second signatory.
Likewise, bank transfers are required to be sanctioned by a second authorised individual, but instead by online
authorisation. Thanks to Robin Mason (Church Warden) for his willingness to assist with this procedure numerous times
during the year.

Reserves policy was revised by the PCC in November 2021 to include an unrestricted funds lower balance limit as well
as the existing upper limit. (see 'Reserves Policy' statement below).
Thank you to Janet Marshall for administering the complexity of the weekly collection counting and banking.

Thank you to Penny Vernon for the work with the weekly envelopes, gift aid procedures, and HMRC Gift Aid claim.

Thank you to Gail Searby for her assiduous and meticulous works in the preparations of the final accounts, prior to being
submitted for examination.

Tower Appeal
The Committee have met a few times this year. By the end of the year, £32,254 had been raised (including Gift Aid that
can be claimed) and grant-giving bodies have been approached.

Reserves policy

The wearing of masks and social distancing
continued throughout the year. A weekly on line service proved to be very popular and successful. This became an
additional service to the week including seasonal special services and occasional evening prayer. Thanks must go to the
clergy, ministry team and to Graham Marshall for their technical input to enable this to happen.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial review

It is difficult to imagine a more difficult year from a financial point of view. As I stated in my 2019 report, we had been
through a vacancy and a major repair to the Lady Chapel in 2019 in addition to another deficit on running costs. We went
into 2020 in a difficult situation, so early in the year I asked the PCC to authorise a further transfer of £5000 from our
Deposit Account and also to transfer amounts from our reserve accounts to compensate for the Repairs and Vacancy, of
£8000 and £6000 respectively. At that time none of us knew that the church and halls would be closed or restricted for most
of the year. As we went into the first lockdown and not yet having secured the reserves transfers, there was a risk that we
could go into a substantial deficit on our general account.

I asked the PCC to agree to an appeal to our parishioners for any support they could give (in the first months of the first
lockdown we had monthly deficits of £6000/month). The appeal helped to maintain our general account until the transfers
could be released.

As the church re-opened to limited services and funerals, but with halls closed (except for hall hire by a group helping
families of essential workers), the PCC were told that the hall boiler was on its last legs, and that to avoid unexpected
breakdowns and reduce future costs, we should replace it as soon as possible, at a cost of £8000. In light of the good
performance of the reserves in 2019 it was agreed by the PCC that, if the funds could be obtained from reserves, it would be
prudent to go ahead with the work.

On a positive note, we now have rental income from new tenants in the house in 167 First Lane which will help to offset
some of our losses elsewhere. [ have now passed some of the treasurer tasks to Stuart.

We managed to pay our Freewill Offer to the Diocese plus a single monthly payment outstanding from 2019, keeping our
promise made in late 2019, but future Offers will have to be seriously considered in view of 2020/21 experience.

There have been a number of changes to our stewardship scheme. The number of Standing Order givers has risen but the
number of Envelope givers has been decreasing over a number of years and is now less than 40. Penny Vernon is
progressively taking on the duties of that role, but it is very difficult, under current restrictions to pass on the routines,
particularly regarding recording and claiming Giftaid.

Finally, with respect to the role which, for the moment remains with me, at the end of 2020 our reserves had seen £27,000
(as detailed above) transferred into the general account, but growth in Reserves values meant that the total value only
dropped by £6,000. ( There are signs, however, that this growth may be slowing and may even go into decline.)

I hope that 2021 will herald a return to more normal activities.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) ‘Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)', Financial Reporting
Standard 102 ‘The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland' and the Charities Act
2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, with the exception of
investments which are included at market value.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it is
probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

b) Gifts in kind:

i) Assets given for distribution by the funds are included in the Statement of Financial Activities only when
distributed.

ii) Assets given for use by the funds (e.g. property for its own occupation) are included in the Statement of Financial
Activities as income when receivable.

In all cases the amount at which gifts in kind are brought into account is either a reasonable estimate of their value to
the funds or the amount actually realised. The basis of the valuation is disclosed in the annual report.

c) Legacies

i) When income is probable - usually but not exclusively when probate has been granted.

ii) When the Executors have satisfied themselves there are sufficient assets to pay the legacy.
iii) Any conditions of the legacy have been met.

iv) When the monetary value can be reliably measured.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the charity
to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and the amount
of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified
under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular
headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful life.
