Charity Number 1132238

Organisation — Our present minister is the Rev Alexandra Terrett who also cares for 3
other local Methodist churches. Our only other employee, now part time, is Vicki Clarke -
our Community Centre Manager - who runs our Community Centre and homeless
programme. Our governance consists of a Church Council (trustees) below which sits a
Leadership Team to take day to day decisions and a number of committees and working
groups.

Changes for 2024/2025 — We have now put our “Daytime Hub”, (working with homeless
and vulnerable people), on a more stable and sustainable financial footing. As a result, we
have changed its structure and re-employed the Community Centre Manager on a part-
time basis. We have been encouraging our members to take a more active role in running
the church so that the more elderly may step down from positions of responsibility.

Worship — We are encouraging our Sunday congregation to take a more active role in
services and the number and diversity of people attending worship is slowly growing. In
the summer we had a number of joint services with our group churches and had one
Sunday at the seaside.

Personal growth — We need to put a greater emphasis in this area of church life and have
been looking at what courses and fellowship groups are needed.

Children’s work — Our “Explorers” children’s/youth group meets on Sunday mornings and
following steady growth in numbers attending we are now at a plateau. A group of our
youth attended the Methodist ‘3Generate’, Youth event in October at the NEC in
Birmingham.

Pastoral — We are always looking for experienced and appropriate people to join our
Pastoral Visitors who give pastoral support to our church community. This vital work
includes visiting the sick, keeping contact with housebound members and dealing with
other pastoral matters. Our Pastoral Committee meets when necessary to assess our
community’s needs.

Helping the needy — an important part of our calling is “helping the needy in our town and
community”. We continue to work with partner organisations in our area with an emphasis
on helping local homeless people. Our project “The Daytime Hub” provides cooked
breakfasts, showers, new clothes, laundering peoples clothing, dealing with health issues
and helping signpost them to outside help. This important work is continually being
recognised by the local community and is now seen as a “warm spaces” project. Under the
Warm Spaces “banner” we also offer coffee and appropriate activities for elderly and
vulnerable people within the local community in our foyer twice a week.

Home and Overseas Support - We continue to support a number of other charities
including Action for Children, Christian Aid, Samaritans Purse Shoe box appeal amongst
others. We try to react positively to one off world events, and local situations as they arise.



Property —This year we have refurbished both our community centre kitchen to keep it at
local authority 5star standards, but have also completely renovated out community centre
main toilets. We are committed to taking forward a number of maintenance issues
identified by inspections and produce future maintenance programmes. Where possible
we use members DIY skills to keep costs down.

Use of premises — We now share use of the premises with “The Grand”; a healthy living
charity with a range of community-based programmes. Our policies for Risk Assessment,
Fire Risk Assessment, Safeguarding and Positive Working Together etc. are regularly
reviewed and our two kitchens have been awarded the highest hygiene rating by the
Council. Key staff have Food Hygiene certificates and attend catering hygiene courses
wherever possible.

Working with other churches and charities- We continue to play an active role in
“Churches Together in Gravesham” and help other churches and Christian groups. We
could not do our important community work without our wonderful volunteers, who come
from a variety of backgrounds. Our partner organisations include Gravesham Borough
Council, Gravesham Foodbank, Gravesham Sanctuary, Gravesend Street Pastors, Kent
County Council, the N.H.S. Porchlight, Serveco, and The Gr@nd, amongst others.

The future — We are endeavouring to diversify our governance and include a more
representative range of our members in key positions and as trustees.

Organisation —The Rev Alexandra Terrett arrived on 1 September 2022 as our minister
and who also cares for 3 other local Methodist churches. Our only other employee is our
Community Centre Manager - Vicki Clarke - who runs our Community Centre and
homeless programme. Our structure consists of a Church Council (trustees) below which
sits a Leadership Team to take day to day decisions and a number of committees and
working groups.

Changes for 2022/2023 — Following the covid restrictions we have adopted a measured
approach to new activities; rather than repeating activities taking place before covid, we
are assessing what is needed in the new post covid climate. Our work with homeless
people which adapted throughout the pandemic is under review to ensure that we are
achieving all that we can within the resources available. Our major change is that a charity,
“The Grand” healthy living project, now has an annual licence to operate from and use our
facilities and which is proving to be beneficial to both charities.

Worship — Post covid, the number of people attending worship has dropped slightly, but
there are now encouraging signs of new growth with numbers attending Sunday services
steadily recovering.

Personal growth — Recognising that more work is needed in this area, we have run a
number of ‘Alpha’ related courses and are looking into what should follow those. There are
also two house fellowship groups meeting regularly.

Children’s work — Our “Explorers” children’s group meets on Sunday mornings and
numbers attending are steadily growing as more families join us. A group of our older
youth attended a Methodist Youth event in October at the NEC in Birmingham.

Pastoral — We are always looking for experienced and appropriate people to join our
Pastoral Visitors who give pastoral support for our church community. Their work includes
visiting the sick, keeping contact with housebound members and dealing with other
pastoral matters. Our Pastoral Committee meet regularly to assess needs.

Helping the needy —The church ethos of “helping the needy” in our town and community
continues to be an important part of our calling; increasingly working with partner
organisations in our area focusing on helping local homeless people. Our project “The
Daytime Hub” provides cooked breakfasts, showers, new clothes, laundering peoples
clothing, dealing with health issues and helping signpost them to outside help. The
importance of this work is continually being recognised by the local community and has
recently been adapted as a “warm spaces” project.



A new project under the “warm spaces” banner is providing coffee and appropriate
activities for elderly and other people within the local community in our foyer following
improvements a few years ago.

Home and Overseas Support - We continue to support a number of other charities
including Samaritans Purse Shoe box appeal, Action for Children, Christian Aid and further
afield a Kenyan Street Children’s Project which provides education and a loving home for
Kenyan street children. We aim to react positively to one off events such as disaster
appeals as they arise.

Property —With the improved community facilities delivered by our building project a few
years ago we are now able to provide modern facilities for community groups etc. We are
working on a number of maintenance issues identified by the Quinquennial Inspection in
Autumn 2021 which will guide our future maintenance programmes; where possible using
our DIY team to keep costs down.

Use of premises — “The Grand” healthy living charity are now sharing our premises with a
range of community-based programmes delivered each weekday. We regularly review our
policies for Risk Assessment, Fire Risk Assessment, Safeguarding and Positive Working
Together etc. Our two kitchens have been awarded the highest hygiene rating by the
Council and key staff have Food Hygiene certificates and attend catering hygiene courses
wherever possible.

Working with other churches and charities- We play an active role in “Churches
Together in Gravesham” and help other churches and Christian groups wherever possible.
We are very grateful for our volunteers who come from a variety of backgrounds and
without their help our work would be severely constrained. Some of our partner
organisations include Porchlight, Serveco, Gravesham Sanctuary, Gravesend Street
Pastors, Gravesham Foodbank, The Gr@nd, Gravesham Borough Council, Kent County
Council and the N.H.S.

The future — We aim to diversify our governance to include a more representative range
of our members and trialling services for homeless people which are not hindered by
school holiday closures.

Organisation —The Minister we share with a number of other churches is about to change;
The Rev Tony Graff has been on a sabbatical from Easter to the end of August 2022 and
is moving on 31 August to another appointment. The Rev Alexandra Terrett has been
appointed as the replacement and will be joining us on 1 September 2022. Our only other
employee is our Community Centre Manager - Vicki Clarke - who runs our Community
Centre. Our structure consists of a Church Council (trustees) below which sits a
Leadership Team to take day to day decisions and a number of committees and working
groups.

Changes for 2021/2022 — We are slowly emerging from the pandemic whilst starting to
use our new Foyer etc. completed during the covid outbreak. We have adopted a
measured approach to new activities; rather than repeating activities taking place before
covid, we are assessing what is needed in the new post covid climate. Our work with
homeless people adapted throughout the pandemic continues.

Worship — Although there are online Sunday services provided by our circuit, we are now
back worshipping in person but with sensible post covid restrictions in place. The number
of people attending worship has dropped slightly, mainly due to people passing on or
becoming housebound, but there are encouraging signs of new growth.

Personal growth — We recognise that more work is needed in this area. We ran an
‘Alpha’ course during spring and early summer and a follow-up course is proposed for the
coming September.

Children’s work — post covid, we have now re-established our links with families
associated with our church. Our “Explorers” children’s group meets on Sunday mornings
and although some children have not returned after covid, they have been replaced by
new families joining the church.

Pastoral —pastoral support for our church community continues to be an important aspect
of our work although we recognise that we need more Pastoral Visitors. Their work
includes visiting the sick, keeping contact with housebound members and dealing with
other pastoral matters. Our Pastoral Committee meet regularly to assess needs.

Helping the needy —The church ethos of “helping the needy” in our town and community
continues as a mainstay of our calling. We increasingly work with partner organisations in
our area focusing on helping local homeless people. Our Beacon Project “The Daytime
Hub” provides cooked breakfasts, showers, new clothes, laundering peoples clothing,
dealing with health issues and helping signpost them to outside help. The importance of
this work is continually being recognised, this year receiving a community award and our
Community Centre Manager being invited to attend a Buckingham Palace Garden Party in
the summer.

In late 2021 we partnered with the elderly care provider — MHA — to run a community
coffee shop and programmes for elderly people in our new foyer. The post covid



economic climate proved to work against that and the relationship with MHA sadly ended
in the summer. However, some of that work supporting elderly people continues, now
being provided directly by the church.

Home and Overseas Support - We continue to support Samaritans Purse Shoe box
appeal, Action for Children, Christian Aid and further afield a Kenyan Street Children’s
Project which provides education and a loving home for Kenyan street children. We aim to
react positively to one off events and appeals as they arise.

Property —The second phase of our C21st Project Phase 2 refurbishment project is now in
use giving our premises longevity and improved community facilities. We had a
Quinguennial Inspection in autumn 2021 which will guide our future maintenance
programmes, with as much work being completed by a DIY team as possible to keep costs
down.

Use of premises — Use of our premises, constrained by the pandemic is gradually
returning. We regularly review our policies for Risk Assessment, Fire Risk Assessment,
Safeguarding and Positive Working Together. Our Community Centre Catering Kitchen
has just been awarded the highest hygiene rating by the Council and key staff have Food
Hygiene certificates and attend catering hygiene courses wherever possible.

Plans for the future include “The Gr@nd” Healthy Living Project moving into our premises
allowing us to jointly support our local community with an increased range of activities. In
support of the local Ukrainian population, our local M.P. and others are now using our
premises for Ukraine Family support.

Working with other churches and charities- we continue to play an active role in
“Churches Together in Gravesham” and assist other churches and Christian groups
wherever possible. We continue to be very grateful to our volunteers, coming from a
variety of backgrounds and supporters who recognise that without their help our work
would be severely constrained. Some of the churches and organisations we now partner
with include Porchlight, Serveco, Gravesham Sanctuary, Gravesend Street Pastors,
Gravesham Foodbank, The Gr@nd, the Kent Crime Commissioner and the Gravesham
Borough and Kent County Councils.

The future — With covid receding and our C21st works complete, we are looking toward a
bright future especially the work supporting the wider community in Gravesham. God is
good to us.

Organisation —We continue to share our Minister with a number of other churches and
employ a Community Centre Manager to run our Community Centre. Our structure
consists of a Church Council (trustees) below which sit a Leadership Team to take day to
day decisions and a number of committees and working groups.

Changes for 2020/2021 — Our long awaited C21st Community Building Project - Phase 2
constrained the use of our premises until the builders left in October 2020. However, Covid
prevented worship, sending it online. Our work with homeless people adapted and
continued throughout the pandemic but it was not until July that we were able to return to
worshipping in our building and cautiously re-establishing some activities.

Worship — Worship for most of this period was held online with the other churches in our
circuit and we did not return to holding services until July. The congregation are gradually
returning to services with two thirds the previous numbers attending by the end of this
reporting period.

Personal growth — We recognise that more work is needed in this area, especially due to
the covid interruption, and will be looking at ways of addressing this matter.

Children’s work — apart from keeping email contact with our children over the pandemic,
we now need to re-establish links. Our “Explorers” children’s group returned on Sundays in
August and so far, two thirds of children have returned.

Pastoral —pastoral support for our church community continues to be an important aspect
of our work, e.g. visiting the sick and dealing with other pastoral matters. During the covid
lockdown this was achieved mainly via telephone calls. Our Pastoral Committee are now
re-establishing direct contact where possible.

Helping the needy —The church ethos has always been to “help the needy” in our town
and work with those in need in the community. Our main focus continues to be helping
local homeless people, and we increasingly work with partner organisations in our area.
During the pandemic our Daytime Hub for homeless people had to recruit new volunteers
as many of the former helpers were shielding. We also had to increase and adapt support
for these people giving them full cooked breakfasts and food to take away, in partnership
with Gravesham Foodbank, local help groups and supermarkets. This project is now seen
as a “Beacon Project” by the government with praise from government advisors and
mention during a House of Commons debate.

Looking forward, we are planning to partner with the elderly care provider — MHA — to run
a community coffee shop and programmes for elderly people in our new foyer.

Home and Overseas Support - We continue to support a Kenyan Street Children’s
Project which provides education and a loving home for Kenyan street children. Other
initiatives supported are Samaritans Purse Shoe box appeal, Action for Children, Christian
Aid and other charities via collection boxes or one-off appeals



Property —The second phase of our £500,000+ refurbishment project — C21st Project
Phase 2 — was completed in October 2020 although covid prevented its use until July
2021. Although the pandemic constrained our DIY maintenance activities, we are now
catching up on outstanding matters and have a Quinquennial Inspection planned for
September 2021 which will guide our future maintenance programmes.

Use of premises —Use of our premises was constrained by the pandemic but we continue
to ensure that we have in place policies for Risk Assessment, Fire Risk Assessment,
Safeguarding and Positive Working Together, all of which are reviewed and updated
regularly. Our Catering Kitchen has been awarded the highest hygiene rating by the
Council and key staff have Food Hygiene certificates and attend catering hygiene courses
wherever possible. We look forward to future use of the new Foyer/Kitchen area,
constructed under our C21st Project, and are looking toward how that area may be used
for community benefit.

Working with other churches and charities- Although put on hold during the pandemic,
we continue to play our part in “Churches Together in Gravesham” and assist other
churches and Christian groups wherever possible. We remain very grateful to our
volunteers, especially those who stepped up during the pandemic and who come from a
diverse range of backgrounds. Some of the churches and organisations we now partner
with include Porchlight, Gravesham Sanctuary, Gravesend Street Pastors, Gravesham
Foodbank, the Kent Crime Commissioner and the Gravesham Borough and Kent County
councils and as we come out of lockdown, we are looking toward what other partners we
may work with.

The future — With covid receding and our building works complete we are looking toward
a bright future of using our newly improved facilities for the benefit of our members and the
wider community in Gravesham. Exactly what permanent changes will be brought about
by the pandemic are something for future consideration.
