Statement of Public Benefit

The members of the PCC are aware of the Charity Commission guidance on public benefit in ‘The
Advancement of Religion for the Public Benefit’ and have had regard to it in their administration of
the PCC. The PCC believes that by promoting the work of the Church of England in the parish of
Christ Church, Sutton Surrey, it provides a benefit to the public by:

e providing facilities for public worship and pastoral care both for its members and for anyone
who wishes to benefit from what the church can offer; and

e Promoting Christian values and service by members of the Church in and to their
communities, to the benefit of individuals and society as a whole.

Structure, Governance and Management

The method of appointment of PCC members is set out in the Church Representation Rules. All church
attendees are encouraged to register on the Electoral Roll and stand for election to the PCC.

The PCC operates through a number of committees and working groups, which meet between full
meetings of the PCC. These committees are set out below:

Standing Committee:

This is the only committee required by law and at present consists of the Vicar, the
Churchwardens, the Treasurer and three members of the PCC. It has power to transact
business of the PCC between its meetings, subject to any directions given by the Council. At
its meeting in May 2012 the PCC agreed that the spending limit of the Standing Committee
should be £2,500 on any individual item of expenditure. The Churchwarden’s overall spending
limit is £500 to cover emergency spending and day to day running costs.

Each Sunday morning, a small group of us pray the prayers of intercession from the Book of
Common Prayer service of Holy Communion. These prayers include a petition for the Lord God to
‘save and defend all Christian Kings, Princes and Governors; and specially thy servant Elizabeth our
Queen’. At the time of writing, nearly six months on, it still a mental effort to remember to pray for

King Charles instead.

In September 2022, Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth Il died. She had reigned- under Christ!- over
church and nation for seventy years. As we took in the news, the national church led the country in
mourning. Our parish was no exception- we marked the occasion with an open church, a book of

remembrance, and an adapted Sunday morning service.

As we give thanks for Her Majesty’s faithful duty- and dutiful faith- we also recognised the Queen in
a more joyful way in the summer, as we celebrated her Platinum Jubilee. It was a joy to welcome
many people from our community into the church for a special celebration service, followed by
afternoon tea. It was a wonderful opportunity to share the good news that through the Lord Jesus
Christ, we can be not just subjects of God- but his children and friends.

Another global event with local impact was the war in Ukraine, which begin in March 2022. As our
hearts went out for those caught up in the violence, we were able to welcome some Ukrainian
refugees into our church for support. In summer 2022, we opened a Friday afternoon ‘Ukraine
group’- for children and parents. This has since changed into a Saturday morning group, where
Ukrainian children and young people are given opportunity to retain their language, culture and
heritage. We are grateful to partner with Volunteer Centre Sutton who have taken on the finance,
safeguarding and other statutory support. We are particularly grateful to Natalya Semchyshyn, who
has been instrumental in organising and leading this. We were grateful to be invited to a ‘Ukraine
Christmas’ in early December in which we got to see some of the fruits of the group- crafts, singing
and drama.

We've also continued to welcome people arriving in the UK from Hong Kong into our church family.
In 2023 | plan to travel, with Jenny, to Hong Kong to meet church leaders and get a fuller sense of
the place that our church family members have come from.

COVID has been part of our lives for almost three years now. Our worship has returned to relatively
normal; the only major differences between now and pre-COVID is that a) we receive communion
without sharing a common cup and b) our worship is broadcast online so that people who are
unable to come to church can join in at home.

Our Church community continues to grow. Sunday attendance has risen steadily over 2022, and we
have seen new people join our church and become integrated into our life and worship. We thank
God for this growth- we do not take it for granted. The same is true of our Playabout (Monday




morning toddler group) and Community Wednesday (Wednesday morning community coffee and
meeting) groups- these have grown in number significantly in the last year. The ‘English language
conversation’ group on Wednesday morning has been an important part of welcoming those who
come to Sutton from overseas. My heartfelt thanks to those who spend such a significant part of
their weeks supporting and leading these activities.

At the Annual meeting 2022, we launched our Mission Action Plan, which had been unanimously
agreed to by the PCC. This document was a result of months of thinking, discussing and praying, and
is a ‘north star’ for us as a church as we seek God’s desire for our church life. | highly commend re-
reading it in the lead up to the annual meeting.

Some of the action points from our MAP have been fairly quickly achieved- We have established a
pastoral care team, begun prayer ministry after Sunday worship, and have appointed a home group
coordinator.

We look forward to 2023, we are entirely reliant- as ever- on our Lord Jesus. We hold our hopes for
the future in him. There are many thing we would like to do- in particular- we hope- launching a
new home group, introducing ‘Biblical counselling’ to the church, and launching a children’s
community choir. My hope is that through these things we will continue to grow in number, but
more importantly in depth and faith.
