Al Quran Academy London (AQAL) aims to advance education in the Islamic faith and strives to achieve 

this primarily by distributing free books and literature. The organisation has done this by publishing 

the Holy Quran with translation in various languages and distributing these copies free of cost in many 

countries of the world. Although the organisation aims to provide a copy of the Holy Quran anyone 

who requests one, it also undertakes proactive Quran Distribution amongst many groups in society 

such as students, prisoners, disadvantaged population as well as the general public through 

community distribution events and programmes.  

The Organisation has also regularly held awareness events across the world, including an annual Quran 

conference which helps to engage people and bring them closer to the correct Islamic teachings of 

peace and social harmony. Social community events such as these have especially benefitted the local 

communities in which they are held. Al Quran Academy London also sponsors an annual Islamic Book 

Fair in which members of the local community (usually in London) are encouraged to read and browse 

through a wealth of Islamic books and literature that are showcased and kept on display.  

MAIN ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE CHARITY DURING THIS PERIOD 

In continuation of Al Quran Academy London’s achievements over the past twelve years, we decided 

to celebrate these tireless efforts and monumental successes with our closest well-wishers and 

donors. In July 2023, we commemorated the 12th year anniversary of our registration as a UK charity. 

This grand event allowed us to show to the public what charitable objectives we have achieved over 

12 years. We had the opportunity to show the world through extensive news coverage all the major 

distribution projects undertaken across the globe. We celebrated with our wonderful donors the 

monumental achievement of publishing our Quran in 12 different languages; Arabic, English, Bengali, 

Urdu, Hindi, Nepali, Spanish, Sinhala, Asamiya, Italian, Romanian, and Chinese. It was a wonderful 

opportunity for people to see the different copies physically in one place. We also printed a rich 

magazine detailing all the facts figures and statistics related to our Quran Distribution project since its 

inception in 2010, ensuring that anyone could easily track how and what we achieved as an 

organisation so far. The highly successful event was attended by national and international luminaries 

and supporters of our causes and this helped gather much international publicity for Al Quran 

Academy London. 

In addition to this, we have continued the distribution of the Holy Quran through the procurement, 

print and publishing of Quran translations in further languages. During this period, we have been able 

to add two new translations to our Free Quran range, namely Italian and Romanian Language 

translations. As mentioned above, these new additions have brought our Free Quran catalogue to 

Quran publications in twelve different languages and we are pushing extensively to expand further. 

We have continued our distribution work across the globe, stepping up our distribution projects with 

much enthusiasm. We have also maintained our distribution efforts locally in the UK, continuing to 

distribute free Qurans in the National Health Service, HM Prison service, amongst refugees and asylum 

seekers in the UK and many more groups. We have noticed a sizeable increase in requests for free 
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Qurans from the public sector and we continue to cater for these as much as possible. We hope to 

continue with even more success in future. 

In keeping with our annual tradition, we presented an Islamic Book Fair in the London Muslim Centre, 

in an effort to promote the reading of Islamic literature, in line with our charitable objectives. This 

year we added a small ‘Writer’s Award’ to recognise local authors who contributed to Islamic literature 

through publishing their own works. The initiative was a repeat of a similar award Al Quran Academy 

London gave in 2013, and was received very positively in the community.  

Our fundraising efforts have continued steadily during this period, with funds collected mainly via live 

television fundraising. We have also seen a good period of passive income too, with donations coming 

through our Just giving pages, our own website donation portal, as well as cash collections donated in 

person. Moreover, our number of regular monthly donations via direct debit have also increased.  

The trustees are of the opinion that the limited funds received from donations has achieved its 

objective to its maximum and the general public has benefited as far as possible. The Trustees will 

endeavour to continue towards its objectives in the future, tirelessly.

MAIN ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE CHARITY DURING THIS PERIOD - 1st July 2021 to 30th June 2022 

Following on from a period of uncertainty and global constraints, the world seemed to have 

recovered and resumed normalcy. We had seen the effects of the pandemic lessen, and  Al Quran 

Academy London resumed its journey as normal whilst building on the knowledge garnered from the 

pandemic’s early phases. 

During the previous period, we had decided to let go of our physical premises, opting to work from 

home. This allowed us to maintain the safety of our staff and volunteers, as well as donors who may 

have wanted to visit us. The end of lockdowns and the lifting of restrictions on public movement 

allowed us to move back into physical premises. We rented a large self-contained 3 storey building 

with basement and additional storage facilities for our Quran stock. The new premises has made it 

much easier to load and unload books due to ground floor access and car park. The venue is also 

highly accessible and central. It is located in Shadwell, East London and therefore in a Bangladeshi 

ethnic majority community, from which we most benefit in terms of overall fundraising. Having a 

physical presence in the community allowed us once again to open our doors to donors and 

supporters, as well as to those who wish to avail our free Quran distribution service.  

During this period, we added another edition of our Quran publications to our ever-widening Free 

Quran catalogue. With regard to native Arabic speakers who do not need a translated version of the 

Holy Quran, we published an Arabic only copy. This addition has brought our Free Quran catalogue 

to seven different languages; English, Bengali, Urdu, Nepali, Spanish, Hindi, and now Arabic. The 

publication of this Arabic mushaf was initially inspired by a plea for Qurans to be distributed to  
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Syrian refugees. As they are native Arabic speakers, we printed a Quran without translation and 

distributed it amongst them. 

We also redesigned and printed our Urdu, Nepali and Hindi versions of the Holy Quran with a leading 

Islamic publisher in India. Their expertise in commercial Quran publishing allowed us to improve our 

quality of printing for India and Nepal. We also began working with local partners to publish further 

translations in Assamese and Sinhala, which would complete the major languages of the Indian 

Subcontinent. 

Talks are also ongoing with organisations in Eastern Europe, namely Romania and Bulgaria, in an 

effort to see whether it is possible to publish translations in the Romanian and Bulgarian languages. 

The end of worldwide pandemic related restrictions also enabled us to resume our mass Quran 

printing activities with renewed speed and vigour. During this period, we printed over 150’000 

copies of the Holy Quran for free distribution across various parts of the world. The printing of these 

Qurans took place in Turkey (covering distribution in Europe and US), India (covering distribution in 

the Indian subcontinent), and Bangladesh (covering distribution in Bangladesh only). We also made 

further contacts locally in the UK that helped us distribute free Qurans in the National Health 

Service, HM Prison service, amongst refugees and asylum seekers in the UK and many more groups. 

As always, live TV fundraising appeals were the main source of income for Al Quran Academy 

London. During this period, we held many TV appeals and the response has been good, although 

there was a notable decrease from the previous period. This can perhaps be attributed to the 

delayed economic impact of the pandemic. We also tried other methods of campaigning for funds, 

such as a live radio appeal in Luton and a marketing campaign on the popular crowdfunding website, 

Launchgood. Other fundraising initiatives include hiring the services of an experienced charity 

consultant having over 20 years of experience in the Muslim charity field. We also acquired the 

services of an experienced Social Media management company in a bid to help elevate our presence 

on social media platforms. 

After having cancelled our popular Islamic Book Fair for two years in a row due to the pandemic, we 

were able to hold the 9th Islamic Book Fair in March 2022. Despite the gap, the fair was a huge 

success, attracting people from all over the UK. The fair once again served as an efficient and 

successful tool in promoting Islamic literature in the wider community. We were able to successfully 

build awareness for the need to read good books that promote mental and physical health, peace 

and harmony in the Islamic tradition. 

This period has seen the departure of two trustees and the addition of 3 new trustees to the board. 

After 10 years of dedication to Al Quran Academy London, Dr. Fozlul Kadir and Mrs. Sayeda Ahmed 

both resigned as trustees from the board due to personal responsibilities. The board and everyone 

at Al Quran Academy London thoroughly appreciated the commitment and enthusiasm they have 

shown during their tenure, and welcomed new trustees Dr. Abdul Bari, Mr Mujibur Rahman, and 

Hafiz Anisur Rahman to help continue the good work of the organisation. 
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The trustees are of the opinion that the limited funds received from donations has achieved its 

objective to its maximum and the general public has benefited as far as possible. The Trustees will 

endeavour to continue towards its objectives in the future, tirelessly.

Al Quran 

Academy London has continued to tread ahead with caution and prudence but has built on the 

experiences gained from the initial stages of the pandemic  

Since the beginning of the pandemic, cash donations and visits to the office had severely decreased. 

We adapted to this change by leaving our physical premises in order to save on the monthly rent and 

other premises costs. We stepped up our efforts in working effectively from home, managing 

requests for free Qurans and other activities remotely. The organisation’s own online donation 

service through its website has been quite successful in bringing donations, as well as through our 

other platform presence. Towards the latter stage of this period, we are looking at potential office 

space where we can resume our normal service when the situation allows.   

During this period we have been able to add a new translation in Hindi to our Free Quran range. This 

addition has brought our Free Quran catalogue to translations in six different languages; English, 

Bengali, Urdu, Nepali, Spanish, and now Hindi. The translation is currently in the proofing stage and 

the printing and production will be carried out in India by specialists in the Hindi language.  

As always, live TV fundraising appeals have been the main source of income for Al Quran Academy 

London. During this period we have held many TV appeals and the response has been very good. We 

also successfully held a televised fundraising event exclusively for Qurans to be distributed in the 

continent of Africa. Despite the difficulties people have been facing during these uncertain times, it 

is heart-warming to note that donations have not decreased at all.  
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The social restrictions caused by the pandemic have been present in almost all countries across the 

world. Therefore we have not been able to carry out as many public Quran distribution events as we 

usually do. Regrettably, we have also had to cancel our popular Islamic Book Fair for the second year 

in a row. Despite this, Al Quran Academy London has still kept the mass printing of Qurans for free 

distribution ongoing. Through local partners in numerous countries, we have been able to distribute 

a huge number of Qurans and we hope to be able to continue distributing many more.   

In line with our educational objectives, we have also begun the groundwork for establishing an 

Islamic Library in Dhaka, Bangladesh. We hope that it will house a wealth of Islamic literature 

covering the major topics of study, to benefit poor students and researchers who do not have access 

to these levels of knowledge. We hope that by enabling this access to knowledge, we will help create 

a learned and well-informed generation of Islamic scholars that can preach the true Islamic ideals of 

peace and harmony.  

In February 2021, the two founding trustees of Al Quran Academy London, namely the founding 

Chairman Hafiz Munir Uddin Ahmed and Khadija Akhter Rezayee, both contracted Covid and were 

severely affected by the virus. After their eventual recovery, the founding Chairman has felt that the 

trustee board should add a few new members so that the organisation can continue its good work 

well into the future. The search for new trustees is ongoing and we hope to add a fresh outlook to 

this organisation in the very near future.   

The trustees are of the opinion that the limited funds received from donations has achieved its 

objective to its maximum and the general public has benefited as far as possible. The Trustees will 

endeavour to continue towards its objectives in the future, tirelessly.
