Ncw trusxees are given u copy of the governing document. Guidance is provided by existing
trustees and all trustees are kept up to date by regukm reading.

Financial Review

The Church income was less than expenses, decreasing reserves by 69,079 compared to an
increase last year of g3,295.

Reserves Policy

The unrestricted reserves of the chiurty at. 3I January 2022 amounted to f37,56 I (202I—
f82,650) in cash funds of which f I 5,000 hid been desi mated by the trustees leaving f22,56 I as
free reserves. The trustees nim to have sufficient in reserves to cover regular operating costs and
to be able to improve the propenies as required in. the future. Tlie present level of reserves is
adequate.

1. Accounting Policies
a. The Financial Statenients have been prepared on a receipts and Payments basis in accordance with the Statemem ot

Recommended practice, "Accounting and Repornng by Charities"

The accounts comprise tive primer) statements supponed by notes. These statetnents are:

i) Receipts and payments Account —This statenient discloses all capital and mcomc resources and expenditure and

contains a reconeilintion of all movements of the church's funds. The figures are analysed between general and

restricted fund~

ii) Statement of Assets and Liabilities —This sununarises the assets that are used by the church to achieve its
objectives.

b. hunds

The church's funds are divided into legally distinct categories which are defined as foliovr. :

i) General Funds

Genemf funds arc unrestricted hmds which am available for use at the discretion of the Tmstees in furtherance

of the genernl obj emives of the church and which have not been designated for other pucposes.

Designated funds comprise unrestricted funds that have been set aside by the Trustees for particular purposes.
Thc mm and usc of each designated fund is set out in the notes to the financial statements.

ii) Resbimed Funds

Restricted funds are funds subject to specific noses or conditions which are declared or made by the donor, or

with the authoriiy o( the donor le.g. an appeal).

Fxpenditure which ineets these criteria is idendfied to the fund, together with a fair allocation of support. costa

Incoming Resources
All mcorne is included in the Receipts and payntents Account as it is received. Thc follov ing specihc policies are

applied to particu)ar categories of inconie:

~ Donated services und facilities me not reflected in these accounts and nor is the value of services provided by

volunteers.

~ Gift aid is allocated as far as possible back to the natm e of the donation that gave rise to it, so thai any anmunts

relating to specilic nppeals, eic, are passed on to those appeals.

d. Resources Expended

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the church in thc delivery of its activities and services

for its beneficiaries. It includes both costs that can be allocated directly to such activities and those images of an

indirect nuture necessiuy to support them.

Governance costs include tliose costs associated with meenng the constitutional and statutory requirements of
the church and include the accountancy fees and costs titdted to the strategic management of tiie church.

~ All costs are allocated between thc expenditure categories of the SOFA on a basis designed to reflect the use of
the incoming resouice. Costs include the related VAT as the church is not VAT registered.
