Pinancial Review

The Church income was more than expenses, increasing reserves by 7,131.This is the reverse of
last year when Church income was less than expenses, decreasing resctves by f9,079.

Reserves Policy

The unrestricted reserves of the charity at. 3 l January 2023 amounted to 659,245 (2022—
E37,5611 in cash funds of which 515,000 had been designated by the trustees leaving f44,243 as

frcc reserves. The trustees aim to have sufficient in reserves to cover regular operating costs and

to be able to improve the properties as required in the future. The present level of reserves is

adequate.

1, Accounting Policies
a. The Financial Statensents have been prepared on ii receipts snd Pa)scents basis in accordance v:ith the Statemeut of

Recommended Practice, "Accounting and Reporting by Charities".

The accounts comprise two primary stutemcnts supported by notes. These stutemenrs arc:

i) Receipts and Payments Account —This statmnem discloses all capital and income resources and expenditure and

contains a rcconcdi ation of aU movcrncnts of thc church's funds. The tigures arc analysed between general and

restricted funds.

ii) Statement of Assets and Liabilities —This summariscs the assets that are used by the church to achieve its

objectives.

b. Funds
The church's funds are divided into legally distinct categories which are delined as I oilows:

i) Gencml Funds

General funds are unresuicted l'unds which are available for use at the discretion of lhe Trustees in furtherance
ol' ihe genernl objecti ves of the church and wliir h have no i been designaied for other proposes.

Desiksiated funds comprise unrestricled funds that have been set aside by the Trustees for pmticular purposes.

The aim attd use of each designated fund is set out in the notes to the flnancial statements.

ii) Restricted Funds

Resuicted fund~ are funds subject. to sfxxufic trusts or conditions which are declared or made by tbe donor. or
«dth the mithority of the donor (e.g. an appeaL).

Expenditure which meets these criteria is identified to the fund, together with a fair allocation of suppon costs.

c. Incoming Resources
All incornc is included in the Receipts aud Payments Account as it is received. The following specific policies are

applied to particular categories of income:

~ Donated services and facilities are not

reflected

i these accounts and noi is the value of scrvims provided by
volunteers.

~ Gifl aid is allocated as far as possible back to the nature of thc donation that gave rise to ii, so that any amounts

relating to specific appeals. etc, are passed on to those appeals.

d. Resources Kxpcndcd

Charitable cxpcnditurc iximprises those costs incurred by the church in the delivery of its activities and servhces

For its beneficiaries. lt includes both costs that can be allocated directly to such activities and those costs of an

indirect nature necessary to support them.

~ Governance costs include those costs assomaied with meeting the constitutional and statutory requirements of
the church and include the accountancy fees and costs linked to the strategic management of the church.

~ All cotta are allocated between die expenditure categories of the SOFA on a basis designed to retlect the use of
the inconung resource. Coins include the related VAT as tire church is not VAT i egistered.
