However, for some of the Groups the significant costs of room hire are being met from
unrestricted (general) funds and are outside of the self-financing requirements. The groups which, in the view of the
trustees, have a material turnover are included in the Accounts as restricted funds. Most of the 50 groups are not
included as their turnover relates only to a kitty for refreshments.
