c) To prevent or relieve poverty, sickness and infirmity by providing grants, items and services to individuas in need
and/or charities, or other organisations working to prevent or relieve poverty.

Significant activities
The financial results of the charity's activities for the period ended 31st December 2023 are fully reflected in the
attached financial statements together with the notes thereon.

The trustees are satisfied with the results and activities of the company for the year and do not anticipate any significant
changes in the forthcoming yesr.

Public benefit

The trustees confirm that they have referred to the guidance contained in the Charity's Commission's general guidance on
public benefit when reviewing the charity's aims and objectives and planning future activities and setting the grant
making policy for the year.

During the year under review, the charity received income totalling £289,680 (2022: £46,927) and spent £298,010
(2022: £38,493) on charitable activitiesin line with its charitable objectives.

Income

Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.
