Financial Review 

Review of the charity's t-'ara 1.21 The charity's expenditure exceeded the 
financial position at the end Income for this financial year but some 
of the period cash In hand provided a cushion for this 

Increased expenditure. The climate 
remains challenging for small rescues 
Ilka ours because overheads are 
I ncreaslng due to Inflationary pressures, 
with Increased vet bills and the Increase 
to the minimum wage. In addition, the 
number of dogs we have been asked to 
help from the local pound has Increased 
which has led to increased emergency 
boarding bills. Vets bills are similarly 
increasing largely due to the very poor 
condition of dogs coming into our care -
often they have been the victims of 
sustained and prolonged neglect. We are 
also seeing an increase in behavioural 
issues for the dogs coming into our care. 
This has necessitated a further spend on 
training and behavioural support for dogs 
with more challenging behavioural 
issues. We are continuing to take every 
opportunity to fund raise and to hold 
appeals for help with specific veterinary 
costs.
