STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Generation Builders Is a Charttable Incorporated Organisation (CIO), registered with the Charity Commission and

governed by its constitution adopted January 2015.

The only voting members of the CIO are the charity trustees. Membership of the CIO cannot be transferred to
anyone else. The members of the CIO have no liability to contribute to the assets and no personal responsibility
for settling debts and liabilities in the event of winding up.

The affairs of the charity are managed by the trustees, who may exercise all the powers of the charity.

Appointment of trustees
The first charity trustees were appointed for a term of four years (Mr A Murray) and three years (remaining
trustees). Future trustees will be appointed by a resolution passed at a properly convened meeting of the charity

trustees. In selecting individuals for appointment as charity trustees, the charity trustees will regard skill,

knowledge and experience needed for the effective administration of the CIO.

In accordance with the terms of the constitution, there must be at lease three charity trustees. Each new trustee
Is given a copy of the cons1itution and the latest trustees' annual report and accounts on or before appointment.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
Charitable aims and objectives
The objective of the CIO is to advance the Christian faith both in Great Britain and overseas for the benefit of the
public in accordance with the beliefs found in the Christian Bible.

Activities
2020 was fike most organisations an unprecedented time due to the Covld 19 pandemic. The start of the year
saw events in the UK and a two week trip to the United States, visiting several churches.

From March onwards afi In-person events and missions were cancelled due to lockdowns. Generation Builders
ministered extensively online during this period, working on new products and regularly broadcasbng on YouTube
and on social media.

We also published a new book 'The Sound of Heaven and rebranded our website.

Public benefit
We have referred to the guidance contained In the Charity Commission's general guidance on public benefit and
complied with section 17(5) of the Charities Act when reviewing our alms and objectives and in planning our
activities. In particular, the Trustees consider how planned activities will contribute to aims and objectives they
have set.

PLANS FOR THE FUTURE
We anticipated 2021 would continue to be phmarfiy on-fine ministry whilst being hopeful of being able to travel
overseas by the end of the year.

We had no worries about the pandemic effecting the finances of the charity as we had no long term financial
commitments and a healthy amount of money in reserve.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Reserves policy
The trustees recognise the need to keep reserves at a level which wfil give the charity stability to enable is to
continue to operate In the future. The actual level of reserves at the year end, represented by the unrestricted
fund, was 611,196 (2019:88,633) which the trustees consider to be satisfactory.

Financial position
The financial statements are set out on pages 4 to 6. The Receipts and Payments Account shows a surplus for
the year of 62,563 (2019:Deficit 6396). The total funds of the charity at the year end stood at F11,196 (2019:
F8,633).
