The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2024. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the
UK and Republic of Treland (FRS 102} (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
Objectives and aims
The objects of the CIO are to:

1) promote the benefit of the inhabitants of the area of benefit without distinction of sex, sexual orientation, age,
disability, nationality, race or of political, religious or other opinions, by associating together the said inhabitants and the
statutory authorities, voluntary and other organisations in a common effort to advance education and to provide facilities
in the interests of social welfare for recreation and leisure-time occupation with the object of improving the conditions of
life for the said inhabitants;

2) establish, or secure the establishment of, a Community Centre and to maintain and manage the same (whether alone
or in co-operation with any statutory authority or other person or body) in furtherance of the Objects;

3) promote such other charitable purposes as may from time to time be determined.

Significant activities
The Association provides a community facility for the benefit of the diverse people of Pinner across a wide range of

different activities.

Public benefit

The principal activity of the Association consists in the management, maintenance and organisation of the Pinner Village
Hall for the achievement of the charitable purposes set out above. This is achieved by hiring out the premises and
facilities of the Hall to Members, Affiliated Member Groups, and non-member hirers.

The Trustees have had regard to guidance issued by the Charity Commission on public benefit.

Social investments
The Association is not involved in social investment.

Grantmaking
The Association does not issue grants.

Volunteers
There is no significant contribution made by volunteers.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial position

The financial position as shown by the 2024 accounts shows an overall operating surplus for the year of £8,919. Our
unrestricted funds increased from £136,477 to £153,231 and total funds from £351,846 to £360,765.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost

convention.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly
attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of

resources.

Tangible fixed assets
Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful

life.

Long leasehold - in accordance with the property
Fixtures and fittings - Straight line over 5 years
Taxation

The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricied purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the financial statements.
