Report of the Trustees for the Year Ended 31 December 2022

The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2022. The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and
Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2016).

The Trustees who served during the year are listed on page 2. The appointment of Trustees is governed by the Constitution of the
charity. The board of Trustees is authorised to appoint new Trustees arising from the resignation or death of an existing Trustee.
The board shall consist of not more than twelve members to include the Rector and the two Churchwardens in office. The
trustees appoint a chairperson from among their number. They also appoint a secretary and treasurer who do not necessarily
need to be trustees.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Constitution and Objects
The objects of the Charity are the furtherance of any charitable purpose or purposes in connection with the Minster Church of St.

Cuthburga at Wimborne Minster and in particular.

The charity's objectives are:

a The preservation, improvement, development, construction and repair of the Minster Church of St. Cuthburga at
Wimborne Minster in Dorset and its precincts and any associated buildings (together called the Minster buildings), and the fixtures
and fittings, equipment, ornaments and chattels (including the Chained Library) of the Minster buildings.

2. The advancement of the education of the public in the history of the Minster Church and the preservation of its history,
including historical records.

3. The pursuit of such charitable objectives, with particular regard to the residents of Wimborne Minster, as the Charity
trustees shall decide will benefit the Minster buildings and / or the mission of the Minster Church.

Public benefit
Each year our trustees review our objectives and activities to ensure they continue to reflect our aims. In carrying out this review

the trustees have considered the Charity Commission's general guidance on public benefit and are satisfied that the charity has
fulfilled its requirements in this respect.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE

Charitable activities

The AGM was graced with the presence The Ven Penny Sayer, Archdeacon of Sherborne who preached at the following Evensong.
We had two Cuthburga Lectures during the year, the first in March being given by William McVicker our organ consultant about
the rebuilding of the organ and the second in September given by Martyn Whittock under the title 'Family saints, royal centres, a

dysfunctional family & an abducted nun.' Anglo-Saxon Wimbaorne & the Viking Wars. The Friends provided a stall at the Minster
Green Fair in June which proved very successful and is something we plan to repeat in 2023.

The November Tea Party featured a talk and demonstration of the rebuilt organ by the Secretary, Peter Cook.
During the year the Friends Events Team provided tea for the annual visit of “Laudemus” and also for a visit of a choir from Surbiton.

In September, members enjoyed a coffee morning at Dean’s Court at the invitation of Sir William Hanham who came along and
talked to those who attended.

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FINANCIAL REVIEW

Fund raising produces a modest amount on a regular basis from the lectures and teas. Membership fees have continued to be
collected and with careful management of our investments we find ourselves still in a position to make grants. Overall we are still
in a healthy position and have no doubts about continuing to operate according to our constitution requirements.

There were no Grants paid during the year.

At 31 December 2022 total funds carried forward came to £289,803 which included restricted funds of £200,529.

The Friends of Wimborne Minster was previously constituted as an Unincorporated Charitable Association under the name
Association of Friends of Wimborne Minster (charity number 1064055) until 1 July 2016, when all the assets and liabilities of the
previous Charity were assumed by the new Charitable Incorporated Organisation (CIO).

The charity and its property are administered and managed in accordance with the Constitution adopted in October 2015. The
objects of the Charity are the furtherance of any charitable purpose or purposes in connection with the Minster Church of St.
Cuthburga at Wimborne Minster.

LEGAL FORM

The Friends of Wimborne Minster is a charitable incorporated organisation, incorporated in England and Wales. The
registered office is noted on page 2.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements
The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS102, have been prepared in accordance

with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable
to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and
Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2016)', Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011. The financial statements have been
prepared under the historical cost convention.

Financial reporting standard 102 - reduced disclosure exemptions
The charity has taken advantage of the following disclosure exemptions in preparing these financial statements, as

permitted by FRS 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland":

¢ the requirements of Section 7 Statement of Cash Flows.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it is

probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Debtors and prepayments
Debtors and prepayments are recognised at the transactional price where an entity has a present obligation resulting

from a past event that will probably result in the transfer of funds from a third party to the charity and the amount due to
settle the obligation can be measured or estimated reliably.

Expenditure
Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the charity to

that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and the amount of the
obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under
headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular headings
they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Creditors and provisions
Creditors and provisions are recognised where the charity has a present obligation resulting from a past event that will

probably result in the transfer of funds to a third party and the amount due to settle the obligation can be measured or
estimated reliably. Creditors and provisions are normally recognised at their transaction price after allowing for any trade
discounts due.

Grants offered subject to conditions which have not been met at the year end date are noted as a commitment but not
accrued as expenditure.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.
