Goveming Document

Citizens Advice South Lincolnshire is a company limited by guarantee govemed by its Memorandum and Articles

of Association, it was incorporated on 4th January 2016. It was registered as a chanty with the Charity
Commission on 24th February 2016.

Members guarantee to contribute an amount not exceeding £1 to the assets of the charitable company in the
event of winding up. The total number of such guarantees at 31 March 2022 was 10.

Appointment of Directors

Applications to become a director were received, typically in response to adwvertising or through existing contacts.
Prospective directors were then inteniewed by at least one director. Successful candidates were presented
to a Directors' Meeting that decided whether or not to appoint. All directors are Members of the company.

Director Induction and Training

New directors have been provided with an induction pack outlining their roles and responsibilities and are

supported by an existing director in a mentoring role. They have been given a tour around the premises and

Introduced to key staff. In addition training has been provided by regional and national Citizens Advice
training organisations.

Organisation

The Board of Directors have met quarterly and administer the charity. Whilst they have been responsible for

the strategic direction of the charity, the Chief Officer has been responsible for the day-to-day operations
of the Company. In addition members have formed sub committees from time to time as necessary.

Risk Management

The Chanty has continued to work under the supenising and monitoring umbrella of the National Association

of Citizens Advce, and has operated a well-defined Risk Management process.
The Directors have been responsible for ensuring that all risks are identified, assessed and managed in a
dynamic manner and that the systems of intemal control are robust and relevant, are applied rigorously and

reported regularly. The object of the risk policy has been to limit the exposure of the Company’s business, and
the assets for which it is responsible, financial, operational and other risks and to ensure business continuity.

The Risk Register has been reviewed as part of the normal business process by risk owners, on a quarterly
pasis through the full Board of Directors.

Objectives and activities
The objects of the charity have been to:

Provde advce senices to individuals resident in the South Holland and South Kesteven areas under the

auspices of Citizens Advce.

Promote any charitable pumpose for the benefit of the community in South Holland and South Kesteven by the

advancement of education, the protection and presenvation of health and the relief of poverty, sickness and
distress.

Public benefit

The directors confirm that they hawe referred to the public benefit guidance published by the Charity Commission.

This is evidenced by the sections of this report showing that all senices provided by the charity have been
avallable to the public and designed to assist and benefit those members of the public who seek advice.

Achievements and performance

In 2021/22 Citizens Advice South Lincolnshire helped 11,950 clients and supported them with 40,686 new issues.
It helped clients in financial difficulty with an aggregate debt figure of £3,842,011

This was achieved by 64 wlunteers and 35 paid staff. It has been estimated by Citizens Advice, the national

organisation, that the annual value of wlunteering at Citizens Advice South Lincolnshire is £487.412

Financial review

Funding

Citizens Advice South Lincolnshire has been funded largely by way of grants, fees and commissioned senvces.
The directors are grateful to all contributors.

This year, grant funding has been received from South Holland District Council ("SHDC"), South Kestewen
Distnct Council ("SKDC") and Lincolnshire County Council ("LCC") to provide the generalist advice senice.

The provision of funding from the East Midlands Money Advice Senice (part of the Financial Conduct Authority)

together with SKDC and SHDC for money advice has allowed for a continuation of the debt work that has been
provded for the community.

Holbeach United Charity has provided funding for the most wunerable members of the Holbeach community
within their own homes providing advice and support regarding welfare benefits.

The Home Office provided funding to deliver the EUSS scheme across Lincolnshire.
Rank Foundation provided funding for an Impact Officer, through their Time to Shine Scheme.

The Department for Work and Pensions provided funding for Help to Cilaim support.

East Coast Communities Fund, the Leigh Trust and the Edith Murphy Foundation all provided funding to support the
delivery of the Migrant Worker Helpline (known as EU Settlement Scheme).

Through a partnership of Citizens Advice and Trussell Trust, a Help Through Hardship helpline was created to provide
help and support for people struggling to afford the basics.

Two Telephone Assessors were funded through the Kickstart scheme, and hawe gone on to provide important
functions within the organisation.

Management and other issues

The core funding accounts for 25.6% of the total income but, because of this strong base, the company has

managed to lever in 74.4% from other sources over the year, enabling it to provide specialist benefit and debt
advce, home \sits, and to provide support to migrant workers.

Citizens Advce South Lincolnshire (CASL) is a member of Citizens Advice Lincolnshire (CAL), a consortium of
Citizens Advice companies which work collaboratively to improve and enhance advice senice across the county.

Investment Policy

Under the Memorandum and Articles of Association, the charity has the power to make any investment which
the Board of Directors sees fit.

Resenes Policy

The directors hawe agreed to maintain a minimum designated reserve of £235,000 which is believed to be
sufficient to cower the orderly winding up be of the company in the event that all funding is withdrawn.

The previous designated fund in respect of the net book value of fixed assets has been reduced to
£7,438.

An additional designated fund has been created in order to provide for the replacement of IT equipment.
At 31st March 2022 this fund amounted to £18,224.

1. General information

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the amounts reported. These estimates and judgements are continually reviewed

and are based on experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed
to be reasonable under the circumstances.

Taxation

The charity is exempt from corporation tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees to further any of the charity's
purposes.

Restricted funds are subject to restrictions on their expenditure declared by the dornor.

The company has designated funds which are unrestricted funds set aside for specific purposes.
These include an amount equivalent to the net book value of fixed assets used to enable the company to
continue to carry out its charitable activities and an amount which is believed to be sufficient to cover

the orderly winding up of the company in the event that all funding is withdrawn and an amount to provide
for the replacement of IT equipment.

incoming resources

All iIncoming resources are included in the statement of financial activities when entitlement has passed to

the charity; it is probabie that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the

chanty and the amount can be reliably measured. The following specific policies are applied to particular
categones of income:

e Income from donations or grants is recognised when there is evidence of entitlement to the money,
receipt is probable and its amount can be measured reliably.

e donated facilities and senices are recognised in the accounts when received if the value can be reliably
measured. No amounts are included for the contribution of general wlunteers.

e income from contracts for the supply of senices is recognised with the delivery of the
contracted senrvce. This is classified as unrestricted funds unless there is a contractual

requirement for it to be spent on a particular purpose and retumed if unspent, in which case
It may be regarded as restricted.

Resources expended

Expenditure is recognised on an accruals basis as a liability is incurred. Expenditure includes any VAT which

cannot be fully recovered, and is classified under headings of the statement of financial activities to which
it reiates:

e expenditure on charitable activties includes all costs incurred by a charity in undertaking activities that

further its charitable aims for the benefit of its beneficiaries, including those support costs of
the chanty apportioned to charitable actiwties.

¢ costs relating to the govemance of the charity apportioned to charitable activities.

All costs are allocated to expenditure cateqories reflecting the use of the resource. Direct costs attributable to

a single activty are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs are apportioned between the activties
they contribute to on a reasonable, justifiable and consistent basis.

Tangible assets

Tangible assets are initially recorded at cost and subsequently stated at cost less any accumulated
depreciation.

Depreciation

Depreciation is calculated so as to write off the cost or valuation of an asset, less its residual value, over
the useful economic life of that asset as follows:
