new	and	existing	teachers	of	bell	ringing

• To	provide	mentoring	opportunities	for	new	teachers

• Students	achieving	Level	3	or	above	to	continue	with	the	school	as	Volunteers	(sending	the	

elevator	back	down)




Review	of	Activities	and	Achievements

The	school	has	not	operated	in	person	during	this	financial	year	due	to	COVID	restrictions.	Many	
towers	have	small	ringing	rooms	with	poor	ventilation	so	the	decision	was	made	to	keep	the	school	
closed	until	September	2021

them	for	ringing	to	return
