Over the past year, the charity has continued to
make strong progress in both its operational
capacity and its impact on wildlife rehabilitation.

We were pleased to complete the construction of
two new outdoor rehabilitation pens. These
facilities significantly enhance our ability to care
for a wider range of bird species, providing
appropriate space and environments to support
their recovery and release.

Our fundraising efforts have also been
successful. A charity music event raised an
impressive £1,844.68, and we were incredibly
grateful to receive a generous legacy donation of
£5,380.21 from the estate of a valued supporter.
These contributions have played an important
role in supporting the ongoing work of the charity.

We are also very grateful for the ongoing support
from Newport Bag Company, where Gail
handcrafts high-quality bags that we are able to
sell to raise funds. In addition, Nicki of Soaps by
Rosie continues to support us by creating
beautiful handmade natural soaps for
fundraising. Their generosity, skill, and continued
commitment are hugely appreciated and provide
valuable support to the charity.

We extend our thanks to Pets at Home for their
continued support through the donation of
damaged food items, including corn and wild
bird feed. These contributions help to reduce
feeding costs and enable us to allocate more
resources towards the care and rehabilitation of
wildlife.

Our partnership with Hoglets Wildlife Education
continues to be both a reliable source of income
and a key part of delivering our charitable
objectives. This collaboration remains integral to
our outreach and education work.

Admissions remained high throughout the year at
1858, with particularly notable numbers during
the summer months. We experienced a record
intake of young gulls, largely due to the effects of
extreme heat, which placed additional demand




on our resources and team.

Finally, we would like to recognise and thank our
volunteers. We have welcomed many new
volunteers this year, whose dedication and hard
work are vital to the day-to-day running of the
hospital. We are extremely grateful for their
continued support.

The staff, volunteers and board of trustees at The
BWRC would like to thank all of our supporters
from the bottom of hearts for all of their kind
donations and hard work that allows The British
Wildlife Rescue Centre to continue our
operations into the future and continue to provide
life-saving care to local wildlife in need.

In line with our charitable purposes, our core
activity remains the care and rehabilitation of
wild animals with the ultimate aim of returning
them to their natural habitats. Over the past
year, we admitted and treated approximately
2,000 wild animals, a number that has doubled
over the last decade, demonstrating both
increased demand and community reliance on
our services.

Animals are brought to us by members of the
public and local veterinary practices, reflecting
our integral role in wildlife care within the
region. Each case is assessed and treated by our
experienced team, with tailored rehabilitation
plans to give each animal the best chance of
survival and successful reintroduction into the
wild.

Our facilities include:

¢ A woodland rehabilitation area




equipped with aviaries to prepare birds
for release.

¢ Three waterfowl pools, which are
increasingly important given the rising
number of duckling and swan
admissions,

e A specialist hedgehog rehabilitation .
shed, providing a quiet and controlled
environment for one of the UK’s most
vulnerable species.

* Two hospital rooms, a treatment room,
and a reception area, forming the
operational core of the centre and
allowing for effective triage and medical
care.

The centre operates seven days a week, staffed
by two permanent employees supported by an
invaluable team of dedicated volunteers, whose
commitment and compassion underpin the
success of our work.

orphaned British wildlife across Staffordshire
and surrounding areas. In the past year alone,
the centre admitted a total of 1,766 animals,
reflecting both the growing need for its services
and the trust placed in its expert care.

One of the standout successes was the first-ever
successful rearing of Goosander chicks at the
centre, after their mother was tragically killed on
a dual carriageway. This achievement highlights
the charity’s dedication and specialist skills in
giving vulnerable wildlife a second chance.

Fundraising efforts were bolstered by being
chosen as Confuzzled’s Charity of the Year,
raising an impressive £37,000 during their
convention weekend. Additional funding
included a £2,500 grant from Animal Friends
Insurance ,£500 from Vistry, and we were
awarded £1000 from Movement for good cause
which directly supported the construction of a
much-needed new waterfowl rehabilitation
enclosure, each with individual pools. This new
facility is especially important given the rising
number of duckling admissions, which now
exceed 200 annually.

BWRC also continued its valuable education
outreach through school visits in collaboration
with Hoglets Wildlife Education, helping to
foster awareness, compassion, and
environmental responsibility in young people.

The charity’s work not only transforms the lives
of individual animals but also contributes to
broader environmental and societal benefits—
promoting biodiversity, inspiring conservation
efforts, and connecting communities with British
wildlife. All of this is made possible by a
dedicated team of volunteers, generous




supporters, and a strong online presence,
particularly through Facebook, which remains a
key platform for fundraising and engagement.

Many
of these are admitted in our busy season which
are between the months of April-September. Main
reasons for the higher admission figures in these
months are due to the high number of orphaned or
young animals being admitted.

Fundraising efforts consisted of local quizzes and
fetes and successful grant applications from
Animal Friends Insurance of £3,500 and Jean
Sainsbury Animal Welfare Trust of £2,000. We
received a donation of £3,000 from Midlands
Animal Rescue Trust.

We have had continued support from Newport Bag
Company and Soaps by Rosie throughout the year
with regular donations from their handmade items
which we appreciate greatly.

We were also lucky to benefit from a local
organisation called the Animal Rescue Volunteers
who choose several local charities each year to
benefit from their own fundraising events and we
received monthly donations from them for 12
months which was fantastic.

We have continued our parthership with Hoglets
Wildlife Education which is still proving very
popular with local schools and is a very important
aspect our work.

It is to be noted that figures are down by £7,000
this year. We believe that this is due to receiving a
large out of the blue £40,000 legacy donation in
2022 which sets our figures out of line for the
average yearly income. This along with the ever
rising cost of utilities.

However 2024 is set to be another promising year
with a second legacy donation of £10-15,000 and
having been chosen to benefit from a large
Convention where donations are around £20,000
mark.

We are continuing to expand, where funds allow,
and we now have a new shed with individual pens
built inside which can be used for an array of
species such as ducklings, rabbits in the summer
months and hedgehogs in the winter. This will free
up much needed space in our hospital. We also
would like to develop a new waterfowl
rehabilitation area which will include 2 small pools
and an enclosure with shed.

The staff, volunteers and board of trustees at The
BWRC would like to thank all of our supporters
from the bottom of hearts for all of their kind
donations and hard work that allows The British
Wildlife Rescue Centre to continue our operations




into the future and continue to provide life-saving
care to local wildlife in need.
