Winslow Christian fellowship is affiliated to the Federation of Independent Evangelical Churches (FIEC).
This organisation provides both advice and practical support. The Church continues to have the benefit of a
full time Pastor. This is the only paid member.

The Winslow Christian Fellowship Property Trust. Not a registered charity, continues to hold the title of 92
High Street, a freehold property purchased by the Winslow Christian Fellowship Charity.

Objectives.

The advancement of the Christian Faith and in such other parts of the UK or the World as the Trustees may
from time to time consider appropriate This is carried out in accordance with Winslow Christian
Fellowship’s Statement of Faith, including values, priorities, practice and leadership standards.

Activities .

The weekly Provision of services of Worship open to all members of the public. These are advertised on
social media and in local town magazines.

Weekly teaching of the Christian Faith and values ,locally and internationally, via. the internet

Regular provision of pastoral care and prayer support for those needing/requesting such as the sick, elderly
and people with special needs. Regular provision of food, and occasional provision of finance, to support
local poor and needy, , including members of the Church. All of the above activities are supported and
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carried out in the main, by around 30 volunteers, These people come from different backgrounds, ages
,gender and nationalities. Some of the activities are carried out in partnership with the other churches in
the Town. In accordance with the Christian principle of tithing, it is policy of the Church to use 10% of
income to issue grants to other charities/Christian organisations or to support known individuals and
organisations working abroad or at home in evangelical or outreach positions.

Achievements and performance
Advanc f hristian Fait

The Church was able to provide weekly services of worship, and mid- week activities, for all weeks of the
year. From September to March we continued to meet in a local school From March to August all services
were on line. Worship included and involved up to 30 adults and children, however viewing figures on line
at least doubled on subsequent days. The number of members actively taking part in the services has
remained steady at about 25 to 30. As well as the Sunday Service a daily prayer meeting and weekly
Bible study meetings have continued on line. These enabled Church Members to keep in touch and foe
mutual support.

Unfortunately, all other Church activities have been suspended.

Financial support is given to to a local charitable organisation which aids schools in the teaching of
Christianity and the exploration of social and personal issues. Financial support is also given to The
Christian Unions in Universities.

Additionally, similar worship and prayer and pastoral support continued for adults living in a Special Needs
Centre. A fortnightly visit is made to the Shaftesbury Home to meet and talk to the adults with leaning
difficulties.

In February we organised a ‘Walk through the Bible’ event which attracted 35 people. Some from outside
the area.

Relief of the poor and needy and vulnerable Training and Education.

Locally

The Church continues to support the local Food Bank. Financial and practical help has been given to a local
food kitchen for children in the holidays.

Support is given to a local charity which visits schools to aid them in the teaching of Christianity and the
exploration of social and personal matters.

Nationally and internationally.

Monthly Communion collections are taken to support other charities, nationally, internationally and local
who seek to support vulnerable people with practical and spiritual aid. We continue to support, both
financially and in prayer, three workers in Nigeria, Rumanda and Romania, all of which, occasionally, make
visits to the church.

Members of the Church attend various national, local conferences and celebration days.



Finance

In accordance with Christian principles we do not seek to store up treasure on earth. However, in order to
be prudent we follow a guideline of holding a bank balance at least sufficient to cover three months

average expenditure.

The charity’s income is mainly from voluntary gifts from Church members and supporters. No fund- raising
activities or trading have been undertaken, hence no costs of generating voluntary receipts or fundraising
trading are reported in the financial statements. During the beginning of the year rental income has been
received from the residential property owned by the charity. He Pastor has now begun to live in the house

and rental income has ceased.
The charity’s expenditure is directed sorely to the objectives stated above.

Donations were made to other charities/Christian organisations to help with relief of the poor, needy and
oppressed.
