OBJECTIVES 

The objectives of Save Our Spaniels continue as we approach our 9th year as a registered charity with the heavy 

stream of requests for help with abandoned, abused and rescues founds in the perreras predominately in Spain, 

but we are receiving more and more requests to assist abandoned spaniels in the UK.  2024 saw another 

successful rehoming year aiding, supporting and rehoming 141 spaniels and bretons.  Sadly, a lack of adopters, 

foster homes and funds culminated in a lower rescue figure for the year.   As ever, our priorities started with 

injured, sick and elderly dogs in the kill stations in Spain and UK council kennels. All had to be vet checked, 

surgeries carried out and then preparation for travel to foster homes in the UK. The average cost of each dog is 

in the region of £850.   Veterinary care in the UK has doubled over the last 4 years and this can be seen 

comparing the accounts. 

The vast majority of fundraisers are online via social media platforms with some excellent donations to generate 

interest. 

The cost of living, excessive breeding, dumping of working dogs are all factors in the escalation of dogs needing 

help. 

Still using established solid contacts for exiting from the kill stations across Spain, using 2 trusted internal 

transporters to take the vast majority of our dogs to one residencia for preparation. We have been acutely aware 

as we only have one admin member in Spain, that established and trusted procedures are paramount. The 

rescues are all microchipped, vaccinated, neutered (if over 6 months of age and medically able), bloods taken to 

check health as well as Mediterranean diseases, wormed, flead and issued with an EU Passport. The 3 or 4 UK 

transporters are DEFRA registered and all IPAFFS paperwork has been carried out in accordance with commercial 

regulations transporting dogs.

OBJECTIVES 

The objectives of Save Our Spaniels continue as we approach our 6th year as a registered charity with the heavy 

stream of requests for help with abandoned, abused and rescues founds in the perreras predominately in Spain.  

We surpassed 2021 record in helping over 1,000 spaniels and bretons since inception despite covid disruptions 

and new Brexit regulations.  As ever, our priorities started with injured, sick and elderly dogs in the kill stations in 

Spain. All had to be vet checked, surgeries carried out and then preparation for travel to foster homes in the UK. 

The average cost of each dog is in the region of £760.   With Brexit importation regulations being implemented, 

the UK transporters are now paying extra customs costs to bring each dog into the UK, which in the main, has 

been passed onto the rescues, hence an increase of the average cost per dog.   Still using established solid 

contacts for exiting from the kill stations across Spain, using 2 trusted internal transporters to take the vast 

majority of our dogs to one residencia for preparation. We have been acutely aware as we only have one admin 

member in Spain, that established and trusted procedures are paramount. The rescues are all microchipped, 

vaccinated, neutered (if over 6 months of age and medically able), bloods taken to check health as well as 

Mediterranean diseases, wormed, flead and issued with an EU Passport. The 3 or 4 UK transporters are DEFRA 

registered and all IPAFFS paperwork has been carried out in accordance with commercial regulations 

transporting dogs.
