Summer Fete

Due to fundamental changes in the Trustee structure in 2024, it was decided that the
2024 fete be given to an external events management company to host, with the
trustees taking a back-seat role.

It ended up being a very costly and stressful endeavour on the part of the charity.

Many lessons were learned and although a very small profit was raised, it proved to be a
difficult process for the charity. After a lot of careful consideration, it was decided that
the charity would need a signhificant number of skilled trustees and volunteers in future
years to make it work. Without significant support and an influx of volunteers and
trustees, it was decided that a fete in 2025 would prove very difficult to put on.

Paddling Pool

The paddling pool season was once again a great success, although afterwards BCP
announced that BCP cannot fund the paddling pool past 2025 unless significant
donations were raised to support the opening in future years.

Wider Park Enhancements

With relationships with the local schools, 4 new benches were designed and made,
placed around the swimming pool perimeter. These beautiful benches are now a
wonderful centrepiece to the paddling pool area and a great talking point.

Pat Bullock has been organising the Summer Fete for a number of years and this year was
her last one, which went very well. A big thank you to her for all her years of hard work. To
plan the next summer fete, we've decided a committee/group will help spread the work load.

Paddling pool
A good season enjoyed by all. The grouting between the concrete slabs is still a concern, and

so 5 different “fillers” were trialled this year. The best one will be used to grout the whole pool
for the 2023 season. This should mark an end to the 4 year ongoing paddling pool project.

Paddling Pool Wall Repair
FOHP has applied for, and been granted, £24,000 CIL money to complete repair works on the

92 year old wall (and for the area between the fence and the room, see below). After some
discussion, the Council now have a contractor in mind to carry out repairs, which are
expected to start in Spring 2023.

Community Enagement and other local projects

Bluebell Woods

FOHP has continued to support the Bluebell Woods project at St Michael’'s Church. In
Decmeber 2022, we secured a grant from the Dorest Communtiy Foundation for £1000
towards running a Forest School Programme in the space and for rejuvenating the carpet of
Bluebells in the woodland.

Tucker’s Field consultation

After the public consultation in May, we passed the collated feedback to the Council. They
have drawn up a rough set of costings at circa £25,000. We now need to put together a CIL
bid for this amount. If we get the grant, we can push ahead with the project.

Future projects

Tidying up the area between the prom and play area, possibly with paving

The council have put forward a design for a path running east to west through the area to
make it safer for people to use. This was discussed and it was decided that further measures
would be needed such as more rocks or bences at the edge of the promenade to stop the
water/sand getting to the area. FOHP has part of a £24,000 grant for these works.




Promenade repairs and rocks foir the Eastern end of the park

At every annual general meeting of the members of the CIO, one-third of the charity trustees
should retire from office.

The charity trustees to retire by rotation shall be those who
have been longest in office since their last appointment or reappointment.

At the AGM in 2021, Patricia Bullock and David Harris stood down. Both were reappointed.
The Covid-19 pandemic had made the holding of any other public meetings very difficult.
Nonetheless, FOHP members have been kept fully informed of all matters via the internet
throughout the pandemic period.

The trustees have referred to the Charity Commission’s guidance on public benefit when
reviewing objectives and when planning future activities. The trustees are satisfied that the
charity meets the Charity Commission’s public benefit test.

Achievements and Performance

Paddling pool

Sadly, the refurbishment of the paddling pool has not yet reached an acceptable standard —
despite the cost now approaching £500,000.

The problem with the sealant has still not been resolved despite several attempts to repair it.
‘Pooling’ is left when the pool is emptied because the drain was not positioned in the lowest
point. The Council has advised that this situation is something that we are going to have to
live with. (The children like it as they still have a shallow pool to play in, but it does get very
mucky)!

The community painting of the fence surrounding the paddling pool eventually got underway,
despite a long delay as to whether or not FOHP would be allowed to pressure wash the
fence. Eventually, bit by bit, the job did get done, but not before major
refurbishment/replacement of certain sections of the fence which either had rotted beneath a
deep covering of sand or had been taken / burnt by rough sleepers. We have to thank Crown
Paints for giving FOHP a really good deal on 25 tines of paint and brushes. The ten tins
provided by the Council did not go far!

Shade within the park

FOHP has long been aware that there was a need for shade to be provided in the park.
Families were observed endeavouring to seek shade from the young oak trees that had been
planted along the central pathway at the eastern end. So, to improve this situation, the
volunteers began thinning out the shrubbery within the eastern copse behind the beach huts
so that shade could be facilitated. This work was undertaken over the winter. Then the
Council wood-chipped the area and a park user provided a picnic table in memory of his late
wife and the Friends provided two more. During the heat of the summer this area was much
appreciated. Although, we did have had some problems with vandals who decided to re-site
the tables — tearing them apart in the process. FOHP managed to undertake repairs and then
pegged down the tables with more substantial fixings.

During the winter months, a great deal of digging in this vicinity was undertaken. Topsoil was
then introduced prior to four huge boulders being deposited by the Council. Thus the
groundwork was prepared and a certain amount of planting undertaken.

We also get valuable help from Muddy Boots Nursery — the
champion bulb planters, the Tadpole Nursery and Good Gym - a group of runners who
regularly turn out to help us on Tuesday Evenings in the summer.

At the AGM held in April 2019, Ann Smeaton and Royston Norman stood down. Both were
reappointed. However, lockdown and other restrictions relating to the Covid-19 pandemic prevented
FOHP from holding its proposed April 2020 AGM. Nonetheless, FOHP Members have been kept fully
informed of all matters via the internet throughout this pandemic period.

The trustees have referred to the Charity Commission’s guidance on public benefit when reviewing
objectives and when planning future activities. The trustees are satisfied that the charity meets the
Charity Commission’s public benefit test.

Achievements and Performance

The pandemic of Covid-19 has had a major effect on the Friends community activities and all
fundraising events were cancelled. Nonetheless, a band of stalwart volunteers, on an individual
basis, have continued in their endeavours to keep the park clean and tidy.

The two main items of expenditure have been £3,223.20 on three new picnic tables and two benches

for the tennis court, as well as £1405.50 on paint for the play area fence.

In addition to Covid-19, initial construction faults resulted in the paddling pool not being officially
opened in 2020. Many of these faults have been addressed, but not all. Poor workmanship and
inadequate monitoring by the Council have proven to be very frustrating for the Friends.

We trust that all will be well by the start of the 2021 season.



Prommenade

Although the need for major maintenance of the promenade was identified over twenty years ago,
only minor patch up jobs had been undertaken in the interim period.

During the summer of 2020 a huge crater beneath a large surface crack was discovered. The Friends
immediately contacted BCP Council about this occurrence together with photographic evidence.

The huge void was dealt with very quickly by the Coastal Protection Authority which also initiated an
intensive survey of the promenade.

Subsequently, zoom meetings with Coastal Protection, BCP and the Friends have been undertaken
during which the situation and solutions were clearly explained and discussed. It has been agreed
that a complete rebuild of the promenade is not necessary, but that a major overhaul with special
facing on the sea wall is required. This will be an expensive project. An application is to be prepared
by Coastal Protection in order to try and secure adequate funding.

Eastern end

After each heavy storm, large chunks of the shoreline in this vicinity are lost to the elements. Such
erosion has reached a crisis point. The seawater often reaches as far as the footbridge at Harbour
Reach which is showing signs of rust. The Friends requested that the large boulders (removed from
the park when further beach huts were installed) be positioned along the edge of the shoreline to
protect the grassed area. In order for this to take place, a number of official permissions are required.
It is understood that only one such permission is still outstanding. Hopefully, the boulders will be in
position soon.

Wednesday Volunteers

During lockdown periods, the Wednesday Morning volunteers still came to the park and individually
undertook work that could be classified as exercise.

From July to November, it was possible to undertake a number of maintenance projects as well as
tending to the planters around the locality. Our willing volunteers are so appreciated.

E -
Sadly, all proposed fundraising events had to be cancelled. This included the plant sale for which a
large number of plants had been purchased and grown. Nonetheless, an honesty box at the
Chairman’s garden gate secured sales of plants to the sum of £326.57. The remaining plants were
used within the park in the various planters situated around the local area.

A donated painting was sold on Facebook for £150.
