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Vehicle accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration

As reported in our 2023 Annual Report, Volvo Olympian R8330VN was
sold to a commercial bus operator in October 2023.

Of our six retained vehicles, three (M223SVN, JDC599 and RDC106R)
operated in the year with current MOTs. We spent a total of £22,025 in
the accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration of our vehicles.

Cleveland Transit 1995 Volvo Olympian M223SVN

A total of £6,643 was spent during the year on restoration and general
maintenance including replacement fuel tanks, front step replacement,
replacement fuel injectors, replacement air bags and plates, window
replacement, together with the purchase of a range of spare parts.

Middlesbrough Corporation Transport 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599

A total of £7,489 was spent on the maintenance and repair of JDC599.
During the winter of 2023/24 a full overhaul was undertaken on the
steering box and radiator. The bus was ready in time for the spring and
summer season of events and performed throughout the season with no
material issues arising.

Cleveland Transit 1977 Bristol VR RDC106R

A total of £2,437 was incurred during the year on repairs to the bus.
Following the serious engine fault suffered in April 2023, the bus
remained out of action until the completion of its engine rebuild in July
2024. The bus was used for the Seaburn event on Monday 26™ August
2024 but on the day it developed further problems with its cylinder head
gaskets. It was retired for the rest of the season with a view to it being
repaired during the winter (these repairs were successfully completed by
March 2025).

Teesside Municipal Transport 1972 Daimler Fleetline JDC544L

JDC544L was sent to an external repairer in 2018 from remedial work to
its chassis. With further corrosion to the chassis having been uncovered
during 2022 we had to revise our expectations regarding the project’s
likely completion date. Gradual progress continues to be made but we
cannot yet predict when the work will be completed.

Tees-side Railless Traction Board 1967 Leyland PD2 JVN40E

Given our other vehicles’ demands upon our team of volunteers, only
limited further progress has been made on the restoration of JVN40E.

Stagecoach on Teesside 2004 MAN 18.220 NK54BFE

Since being purchased in October 2020, NK54BFE has been safely
stored undercover. During the year, minimal work was undertaken on the
bus, although planned repairs to the wheel arches were completed.

Accommodation

Towards the end of the reporting period, we secured the use of new
undercover accommodation for our vehicles. Located on a farm in the
Stockton-on-Tees area, this provides us with the facility to undertake a
wider range of maintenance and restoration work than had been possible
at their existing accommodation at the Stagecoach Depot in Stockton.

The process to relocate five of our vehicles (JDC599, JVN40E,
RDC106R, M223SVN and NK54BFE) was undertaken between October
2024 and May 2025. We wish to give thanks to Stagecoach for
accommodating our buses over many years and also for their support
and assistance during the relocation process.

As described above, out sixth bus JDC544L remains at the South
Yorkshire Transport Trust's Museum in Rotherham where it is undergoing
a long-term project to repair its chassis.

Activities for the Membership

We undertook a wide and varied programme of events, attending eleven
historic vehicle rallies during the year together with providing three
evening outings on historic buses for our members.

We have continued to develop links with local museums and other local
transport history charities for the purpose of developing an archive of
historic material. In particular we have strengthened our relationship with
Beamish Museum in order to support the museum’s development of new
exhibits themed upon life in the 1950s. Our 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599
was made available to Beamish Museum for four days during the year.

We were heavily involved in the planning, coordination and management
of Stagecoach North East’s very successful Open Day which was held at
its Stockton Depot on Sunday 11" August 2024 to commemorate the
fiftieth anniversary of the creation of the Cleveland Transit undertaking
and the thirtieth anniversary of Stagecoach’s acquisition of the Cleveland
Transit Limited.

Vehicle accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration

Of our seven vehicles, three (JDC599, RDC106R and M223SVN) were
operational in the year with current MOTs. We invested a total of
£12,926 in the accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration of
our vehicles.

Cleveland Transit 1995 Volvo Olympian M223SVN

A sum of £2,000 was spent on a full re-trim of all seats on the bus,
replacing its existing seat covers with authentic moquette of the same
design as carried by the bus when it was new in service in 1995.

A further £2,794 was spent during the year on restoration and general
maintenance including a full engine and gearbox service, floor repairs,
replacement compressor and brake pipes, replacement lights together
with the purchase of a range of spare parts.

Middlesbrough Corporation Transport 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599

JDC599 suffered no significant maintenance issues and was available for
the full season of events. A total of £641 was spent on maintenance of
the bus including a full engine service and repairs to the exhaust.

Cleveland Transit 1977 Bristol VR RDC106R

In April 2023 the bus developed a serious engine fault which was
diagnosed as being caused by failed cylinder head gaskets. The bus
remained off the road for the rest of the year for the rebuilding of its
engine being undertaken by external professionals. A total of £4,167 was
incurred during the year on repairs to the bus.

Teesside Municipal Transport 1972 Daimler Fleetline JDC544L

JDC544L was sent to an external repairer in 2018 from remedial work to
its chassis. With further corrosion to the chassis having been uncovered
during 2022 we had to revise our expectations regarding the project’s
likely completion date. Gradual progress is being made but realistically
we do not expect the repairs to be completed until the end of 2025 at the
earliest.

Tees-side Railless Traction Board 1967 Leyland PD2 JVN40E

Given our other vehicles’ demands upon our team of volunteers, only
limited further progress has been made on the restoration of JVN40E.

4 March 2012
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Stagecoach on Teesside 2004 MAN 18.220 NK54BFE

Since being purchased in October 2020, NK54BFE has been safely
stored undercover. A new set of six replacement tyres were purchased
and fitted during the year at a cost of £1,584 and a full engine service
was undertaken. Bodywork repairs to the front skirt and the repair of the
offside rear inner wheel arch liner remain to be done before the bus can
be put forward for MOT Test.

Cleveland Transit 1998 Volvo Olympian R8330VN

Since being purchased, this vehicle remained stored at an external
location as a non-runner.

During the year the Trustees established the scale of remedial work that
needed to be undertaken to restore the vehicle, including to its floor,
bodywork, roof and also the replacement engine. The bus is in a
significantly worse condition than our other Olympian 223 (M223SVN)
when that bus was bought.

The Trustees determined that it would be in the Charity’s best interests to
sell R8330VN. Relevant factors considered included:

e The vehicle’s current state of disrepair both mechanically and with
regard to its bodywork.

e The scale of resources (both financial and human) that would be
required to restore it.

e How diverting such resources to R8330VN could adversely affect
our other projects.

e That we already have Olympian M223SVN as a suitable vehicle
to be used on longer outings.

e That R8330VN is not unique or of any special historical
significance (the Olympian / Alexander design was a standard
across the Stagecoach Group and other examples are already
preserved).

In June 2023, the Trustees invited offers from the membership to
purchase R8330VN as a restoration project in an individual capacity but
no offers were forthcoming. The bus was sold to a commercial bus
operator in October 2023.

Vehicle accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration

Of our seven vehicles, three (JDC599, RDC106R and M223SVN) were
operational in the year with current MOTs. We invested a total of £3,113
in the accommodation, repair, maintenance and restoration of our
vehicles.

Cleveland Transit 1995 Volvo Olympian M223SVN

Expenditure during the year was incurred for the replacement of a set of
rear suspension plates and air bags together with two batteries.

Middlesbrough Corporation Transport 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599

JDC599 suffered no significant maintenance issues and was available for
the full season of events.

Cleveland Transit 1977 Bristol VR RDC106R

The fuel leak which RDC106R had developed towards the end of the
2021 season was successfully repaired during the winter of 2021/22.
The bus was returned to operational service in spring 2022.

Towards the end of the 2022 season, the bus’s air compressor suffered a
serious failure rendering it beyond repair. A replacement unit was
sourced with the intention of it being fitted during the 2022/23 winter
maintenance programme.

Teesside Municipal Transport 1972 Daimler Fleetline JDC544L

JDC544L was sent to an external repairer in 2018 from remedial work to
its chassis. Following a hiatus in the project due to Covid-19, steady
progress has been made during 2022. However, as the work has
progressed, further corrosion to the chassis has been uncovered.
Realistically, we do not now expect the repairs to be completed until the
end of 2024 at the earliest.

Tees-side Railless Traction Board 1967 Leyland PD2 JVN40E

Given our other vehicles’ demands upon our team of volunteers, only
limited further progress has been made on the restoration of JVN40E.

Stagecoach on Teesside 2004 MAN 18.220 NK54BFE

Since being purchased in October 2020, NK54BFE has been safely
stored undercover. A number of issues remain to be addressed before
the bus will be ready for MOT; these include the refurbishment of the
battery cubicle, bodywork repairs to the front skirt, repair of the offside
rear inner wheel arch liner, together with the fitting of replacement tyres.
We plan to have this work completed during 2023.

Cleveland Transit 1998 Volvo Olympian R8330VN

This vehicle remains a non-runner with its replacement engine
(purchased in the last financial year) still to be fitted. It has been stored at
an external location.

Activities for the Membership

Our participation in the community included assisting with Caldicotes
Primary Academy, Netherfields, Middlesbrough with their 70"
anniversary commemorations. Our preserved 1958 ex-Middlesbrough
Corporation Dennis Loline JDC599 was put on display for the children on
two days, 14" July and 10" September 2021.

Regrettably we were unable to operate the Teesside 500 Group Classic
Bus Running Day which would have taken place in April 2021 had it not
been for Covid-19.

Vehicle Acquistion: 2004 MAN 18.220 NK54BFE

In late 2020 we purchased for preservation a low-floor single-deck MAN
18.220 with Alexander bodywork. This had been new to Stagecoach on
Teesside in 2004 and had recently been withdrawn from service. A
commercial price of £1,440 was paid. This bus fills a gap in our
collection of preserved buses being from a more recent period in history.
It also gives us the means to provide a fully-accessible vehicle at
historical transport events. It requires only minor work for it be
operational.

Vehicle repair, maintenance and restoration

With Covid restrictions having denied us access to our buses for much of
the year we tried to keep on top of the fleet as far as possible. However
it was perhaps inevitable that we would have difficulties as soon as we
started to use them again. Only JDC599 and M223SVN were operational
with current MOTs.

We were able to make only limited progress with our other vehicles with a
total of £718 being invested in their repair, maintenance and restoration.

3 March 2012
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Cleveland Transit 1995 Volvo Olympian M223SVN

During the financial year ending 30" September 2020 this vehicle had
undergone substantial external and mechanical restoration. © The only
expenditure necessary during the current year was in respect of its
annual MOT Test.

Internal restoration has still to be undertaken, including reupholstering of
the seats to its original moquette, sufficient material having already been
purchased prior to the beginning of the current financial year.

Middlesbrough Corporation Transport 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599

With many of its previous maintenance issues having been resolved in
the previous year, JDC599 was available for part of the truncated
summer season of events.

Cleveland Transit 1998 Volvo Olympian R8330VN

This vehicle remains a non-runner with its replacement engine
(purchased in the last financial year) still to be fitted. The plan remains to
restore the vehicle to its original 1998 condition.

Cleveland Transit 1977 Bristol VR RDC106R

During its inactivity during lockdown RDC106R developed a fuel leak. It
was not possible for small volunteer team to repair the vehicle before the
end of the historic vehicle events season and so it remained out of use
with a view to restoring it to operational service in early-2022.

Teesside Municipal Transport 1972 Daimler Fleetline JDC544L

JDC544L was sent to an external repairer in 2018 from remedial work to
its chassis. Covid-19 has continued to have a serious impact upon the
restoration work which has proceeded very slowly. Realistically, we
should not now expect it to return to Teesside until 2024 at the earliest.

Tees-side Railless Traction Board 1967 Leyland PD2 JVN40E

Restoration continues on the only surviving motorbus of those purchased
by the mainly trolleybus Teesside Railless Traction Board. Covid-19
restrictions have limited the progress that the team of volunteers have
been able to make.

In the Teesside 500 Group's fourth year as a charity, we have acquired
our seventh historic vehicle, former Cleveiand Transit MAN 18.220
single-decker NK54BFE. Although only 18 years old, this bus is
representative of a very important period in the UK bus industry, namely
the widespread introduction of low-floor easy-access buses.

Regrettably due to Covid-19 restrictions, our participation at historic
vehicle rallies and other events was restricted only to last three months of
the financial year.

Nonetheless we have also continued to develop links with local museums
and other local transport history charities for the purpose of developing
an archive of historic material.

Transport Events Attended by the Teesside 500 Group’s Vehicles

Our usual methods of outreach to the public at large are by attending
preserved vehicle rallies together with the offering of our popular free
Local History Tours and exhibiting at various public shows. Sadly, the
Covid pandemic resulted in the 2020 Rally and show season being
effectively cancelled and the restrictions necessary to maintain Public
Health rendered operation of our Community History Tours impractical.

Regrettably we had to cancel what would have been our twentieth
Teesside 500 Group Annual Running Day which had been scheduled to
take place in April 2020.

Prior to the Covid-19 “lockdown” our vehicles attended two events |
organised by other bus preservation groups:

e Keighley Bus Museum Twilight Running Day: 27" October 2019
e Visit to North East Bus Museum, Wardley, Gateshead: 3™
November 2019

Vehicle repair, maintenance and restoration

During the year, despite the challenges of Covid-19 we were still able to
make progress with our vehicles with a total of £9,849 being invested in
their repair, maintenance and restoration.

Cleveland Transit 1995 Volvo Olympian M223SVN

This vehicle had been purchased in July 2019 in “as withdrawn” condition
from small independent operator in Bedfordshire. Following a successful
MoT test, M223SVN was used for the remainder of 2019 in that state.

In February 2020 the vehicle was sent to an external bodywork contractor
to be fully re-panelled and repainted into the green, white and yellow
livery it wore when new into service with Cleveland Transit in 1995. The
restoration was completed the following month at a cost of £5,800, this
being-fully-funded by specific donations from the CIO members.

The restoration was undertaken to a very high standard and received
generous coverage in national bus enthusiast and transport industry
magazines.

Although internal restoration has still to be undertaken, two rolls of the
authentic original seating moquette have been purchased at a cost of
£550. This will be sufficient to recover all of the vehicle’s passenger
seats.

3 March 2012
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Cleveland Transit 1998 Volvo Olympian R8330VN

This vehicle had been purchased in 2019 as a non-runner at a cost of
£1,250. A replacement engine was purchased in February 2020 at a cost
of £1,250, this being fully-funded by specific donations from CIO
members.

However, due to Covid-19 the bus has remained in storage pending the
fitting of this replacement engine. The Trustees hope to have the vehicle
operational again by the end of 2021 with restoration to its original 1998
condition to follow in due course.

Middlesbrough Corporation Transport 1958 Dennis Loline JDC599

Further routine maintenance issues arose during the course of the year
which is to be expected for a 61 year old bus. Consequently, JDC599
was unavailable for use for a significant part of the summer season of
events.

Although its use was severely limited due to Covid-19, JDC599 did
participate in a memorial procession at the funeral of a popular local bus
driver and preservationist, a role which we felt was in keeping with our
charitable aims.

Cleveland Transit 1977 Bristol VR RDC106R

During lockdown RDC106R has been maintained in running order by a
necessarily small volunteer team. '

Teesside Municipal Transport 1972 Daimler Fleetline JDC544L

JDC544L was sent for external repair in 2018 but was discovered, to be
in far worse condition than was initially apparent. The repair is continuing
because it is of particular historical importance in that it is a once typical
provincial, one-person-operated double-decker with dual doorway and
centre staircase. Such a configuration is now very unusual outside
London. It is of particular historical significance on Teesside, being one of
only two survivors (the other being our own JDC599) of the 145 double-
deckers specially built to a low height but offering a normal seating layout
whilst still being able to negotiate a particularly low bridge across a major
thoroughfare near Middlesbrough town centre.

Covid-19 has had a serious impact upon the restoration work and
completion has inevitably been delayed. Realistically, we should not
expect it to return to Teesside until 2023.

Tees-side Railless Traction Board 1967 Leyland PD2 JVN40E

Restoration continues on the only surviving motorbus of those purchased
by the mainly trolleybus Teesside Railless Traction Board.

The mechanical work is almost complete but, again, it has been
practically impossible to undertake the scale of work required on the
bodywork.
