The work of the charity has been expanded into new areas this year: the well-being hub partnering with Bristol University and the local
community in Bath, partnering with the team at Costa Coffee reaching into the homeless community, as well as those who are isolated
to provide mental and emotional support.

The stress relief sessions and the identity sessions have been in particularly in demand this year helping people experiencing
pressures on financial well-being impacting our beneficiaries mental and emotional health. -
We are pleased to note that once again despite working with vulnerable groups, there have been 0 deaths by suicides In our target
groups with approximately 1500 people connecting with the events this year.

As demand continues to outstrip supply the essential training courses continue to be a high priority. A new stream of training courses in’
two venues has been planned after research into how the work can be expanded. It will train people in the tools used to connect with
and support beneficiaries well-being, with a focus on whole person . o
Diminishing funding has been addressed with a new strategy of connecting with monthly donors, While giving is still an issue we are
continuing to effectively resource fund raising as a priority.
