Chairman's Report 2023-24

In the year 2023-24 we continued the technical restoration work on MCR21* and much was achieved
with the help of our volunteers and donations from our supporters.

During the winter period we placed MCR21 into dry storage. This was successful from the storage
point of view but as the other vehicles were tightly packed around it was not feasible to do work on
MCR21. We have made up for this period during the rest of the year.

During the year we took MCR21 out to public display at several major public events:-

@ Blackbushe “Air Day”. Most of our volunteers attended and help to show and explain
MCR21.

@ The Camberley Car Show was another successful event, free to attend in the town centre.

€ Several “fundraising events” were undertaken, notably with the support of the BVWS*

We are continuing our fundraising programme, and we continue to receive increasing numbers of
regular donations, which will be used to maintain MCR21 and our other projects. On behalf of the
Trust, I would like to express our thanks to all these donors.

We are making efforts to find a suitable “home™ for MCR21 and the other items in our care. As part
of this we are making plans to establish a “Reference Library.” This will list and preserve important
technical documents and books making them available for visiting researchers.

We have established three websites that show details of our work. In addition, we have made many
detailed video recordings to highlight different aspects of the restoration and repair processes.

Our financial projections for income and expenditure for future years continue to look sufficient for
the planned work.
