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TRUSTEES REPORT FOR THE PERIOD APRIL 2022 TO MARCH 2023

WHO WE ARE AND WHAT WE DO

Schnauzerfest is an animal welfare charity working to relieve the suffering of dogs, in particular but not exclusively schnauzers,
who are in need of care and attention. We promote humane behaviour towards all dogs. We achieve this by supporting animal
welfare charities, organisations and individuals involved in the rescue, rehabilitation and rehoming of dogs. In addition we provide
support for individuals who are unable at a point in time to meet the costs of veterinary care for their dogs. We educate the public
on matters around responsible pet ownership and animal welfare with a focus on the dog breeding industry.

GRANTS FOR VETERINARY TREATMENT

Thanks to our incredible supporters we were able to send out
Schnauzerfest Grants to 36 rescue organisations to cover veterinary
costs for dogs in their care.

In addition 12 owners received assistance. £1 28’836

total Grants
With a rise in the cost of living there were increasing calls for assistance ‘
from individuals in the last quarter of the period this report covers.

The Trustees confirm that they have carefully considered the guidance issued by the Charity Commission on public benefit in deciding what
activities the charity should undertake and believe that Schnauzerfest’s work does so in a number of ways. Throughout this annual review, the
activities undertaken by Schnauzerfest will demonstrate that the charity’s work in pursuit of its charitable purposes have created material
public benefit and prepared Schnauzerfest to further this in future.

WHEN OWNERS NEED HELP

We are here to help dogs get the care they need. We know we cannot help everyone but where there's a charitable need and
help is sought, we do our best to help those who cannot afford at that time to pay for treatment. We are sensitive to people’s
circumstances and understand it may not be easy asking for help. Keeping dogs with their families is a growing part of our work
and something we see continuing to expand while cost of living pressures remain.

When 10 year old Colin needed complex dental surgery his owners knew it
was going to be a challenge to afford the estimated cost which exceeded
£1200. Colin’s health and well-being risked compromise if his treatment was
further delayed. A full Grant was put in place, treatment went ahead and
Colin recovered well. His family became monthly donors as soon as their
finances permitted it.

May | thank you all again for your
financial help and kindness on behalf of
Colin. It has been a big relief.




When 4 year old Ella went to live with her new family she had been ‘retired’
from breeding. There was no expectation of any health issues as they
rehomed her direct from the breeder and nothing untoward was spoken
about.

Shortly afterwards it was discovered that her bladder was full of struvite
stones. The situation would have been catastrophic if swift veterinary
treatment had not been given. Unfortunately, health problems had led to a
reduction in family income and Ella’s insurance would not cover what turned
out to be an expensive and life saving intervention.

A Schnauzerfest Grant assisted Ella’s family with the unexpected costs
of Ella's surgery.

When Cilla suddenly lost the use of her legs and required back
surgery with an estimated cost of £7000 her owners reached
out for help

Without Schnauzerfest paying for
her back surgery, Cilla would not
be here. The charity has literally
saved her life and given it back as
she can walk again.




WHEN DOGS NEED NEW HOMES

We are not a rehoming organisation but we are asked to assist owners when they cannot keep their dogs. Other cases
involved dogs whose owners had died or were terminally ill and family and friends needed help finding homes for their

dogs. In all cases we offer advice and use our nationwide network of contacts in experienced, reputable rescues to find a
solution that suits all concerned.

Every meeting has standing
agenda items covering performance, activities, planning, communications,
risk and compliance matters. To these are added other relevant items in
line with the Trustees’ responsibilities.

APPOINTMENT OF TRUSTEES

Apart from the first charity trustees, every trustee must be
appointed for a term of three years by a resolution passed
at a meeting of the charity trustees. In selecting individuals
for appointment the charity trustees will have regard to the
skills, knowledge and experience needed for the effective
administration of the organisation. The trustees will make
available to each new trustee, on or before appointment a
copy of the current version of the constitution and a copy of
the latest Trustees’ Annual Report and statement of
accounts.

GRANT GIVING POLICY

The key element of our work is providing financial support
for veterinary treatment. The payment of every veterinary
treatment grant is considered and sanctioned by the Board
of Trustees.

Accounting policies

Charity information
Schnauzerfest ("the CIO") is a charitable incorporated organisation, registered with the Charity Commission,
with the Charity Registration Mumber 1185875,

Accounting convention

The financial siatements hawe been prepared in accordance with the charity’s [gowerning document], the
Charities Act 2011, FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting Standard applicabla in the UK and Republic of Ireland”
[*FRS 102"} and the Charities SORP "Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended
Practice applicable fo charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Rleporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Repubfic of Ireland (FRS 102)" (effective 1 January 2013). The charty is a Public
Benefit Entity a5 defined by FRS 102.

The charity has taken advantage of the provisions in the S0ORP for charities not to prepare a Statement of
Cash Flows.

The financial statements have departed from the Chanties (Accounts and Reporis) Regulations 2008 anly to
the axtent reguired to provide a true and fair view. This departure has involved following the Statement of
Recommended Practice for charities applying FRS 102 rather than the wersion of the Siatement of
Recommended Practice which is referred to in the Regulations but which has since been withdrawn.

The financial statements are prepared in steding, which is the functional currency of the charity. Monetary
amounts in thesa financial statements are rounded to the nearest £

The financial statements hawve been prepared under the historical cost convention. The principal accounting
policies adopied are set out balow.

Going concern

At the time of approving the financial statements, the trustees have a reasonable expactation that the charity
has adequate resources to continue in operafional existenca for the foreseeable future. Thus the trustees
confinue to adopt the going concemn basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

Charitable funds
Unresfricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of their charitable
objectives.

Restricted funds are subject to spacific conditions by donors as to how they may be used. The purposes and
uses of the resiricted funds are set cut in the notes to the financial statements.

Endowment funds are subject to specific conditions by donors that the capital must be maintained by the
charity.

Accounting policies (Continued)

Income

Income is recognised when the charity is legally entifled to it after any perfformance conditions have bean met,
the amounts can be measwred reliably, and it is probabde that income will be received.

Cash donations are recognised on receipt. Other donatione are recognised once the charity has been notifisd
of the donation, unless performance conditions require deferral of the amount. Income tax recoverable in
ralation to donations received under Gift Aid or deeds of covenant is recognised at the time of the donation.

Legacies are recognised on racaipt or otherwise if the charity has been notified of an impending distribution,
the amount is known, and receipt is expected. If the amount is not known, the legacy is treated as a
contingent asset.

Expenditure

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the charity’s [goweming document], the
Charities Act 2011, FRS 102 *The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Irsland”
("FRS 102"} and the Charities SORP "Accounting and Reporting by Charifies: Statemant of Recommended
Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Repubfic of Ireland (FRS 102)" (effective 1 January 2013). The charity is a Public
Benefit Entity as definad by FRS 102.

The charity has taken advantage of the provisions in the S0RP for charities not to prepare a Statement of
Cash Flows.

Expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to fransfer economic bensfit to a
third party, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be requirad in setlement and the amount of
the obligation can be measwed reliably. Expenditure is classified by activity. The costs of each activity are
made up of the total of direct costs and shared costs, including support costs involved in underiaking sach
Bctivity. Direct costs atiibutable fo a single activity are apportioned between those aclivities on a basis
consistent with the use of resources.

Support and govemance cosis are those incummed in conmection with administration of the Charity and
compliance with consfitutional and statufory reguirements.

All sxpenditure is inclusive of rrecoverable VAT,

Stocks

Stocks are stated at the lower of cost and estimated selling price less costs fo complete and sell. Cost
comprises direct materials and, where applicable, direct labour costs and those owverheads that have been
incurred in bringing the stocks to their present location and condition. Items held for distribution at no or
nominal consideration are measured the lower of replacement cost and cost.

Met realisable value is the estimated selling price kess all estimated costs of completion and costs to be
incurred in marketing, selling and distribution.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks, other shord-term liguid
invastments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown
within borrowings in current liabilities.

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Accounting policies (Continued)

Fimancial instruments
The charity has elected to apply the provisions of Section 11 'Basic Financial Instruments' and Section 12
'Other Financial Instruments Issues’ of FRS 102 to all of its financial instruments.

Financial instruments are recognised in the charitys balance shest when the charity becomes party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset, with the net amounts presented in the financial statements, when
theres is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a nat
basis or to realise the asset and sattle the liability simultansously.

Basic financial assets

Basic financial assets, which include debtors and cash and bank balances, are initially measured at
transaction price including transaction costs and are subsequantly carried at amortised cost using the effective
interest method unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction is
measured at the present value of the future receipts discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial asssts
classified as receivable within one year ara not amortised.

Impairment of financial assets

Financial assets, other than those held at fair value through income and expenditure, are assessed for
indicators of impairment at each reporting date. Financial assets are impaired where there is objective
avidence that, as a result of one or more events that occurred after the initial recognition of the financial assst,
the estimated future cash flows have bean affected.

If an asset is impaired, the impairment loss is the difference betwean the carrying amount and the present
value of the estimated cash flows discounted at the asset’s original effective interest rate. The impairment loss
is recognised in net incomed{expenditure) for the period.

If there is & decrease in the impairment loss asising from an event occurring after the impaiment was
recagnised, the imparment is reversed. The reversal is such that the current camying amount doss not
axcesd what the carmying amount would have been, had the impairment not previously been recognised. The
impairment reversal is recognised in net income(expenditure) for the period.

Derecognition of financial assets

Financial assets are derecognised only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expire or
are settled, or when the charity fransfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of
ownership to another entity, or f some significant risks and rewards of ownership are retained but control of
the assset has transferred to another party that is able fo sell the assst in its entirety to an unrelated third party.

Basic financial liabilities

Basic financial liabilities, including creditors and bank loans are initially recognised at transaction price unless
the amangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt instrument is measuwred at the present
value of the future payments discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial liabilities classified as payable
within one year are not amortised.

Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of
operations from suppliers. Amounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one
year or less. If not, they are presentad as non-current liabilites. Trade creditors are recognised iniially at
transaction price and subsequenily measurad at amortised cost using the effective interest mathod.

Derecognition of financial iabilities

Financial liabilities are derecognised when the charity's contractual obligations expire or are discharged or
cancelled.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements

Im the application of the charity’s accounting policies, the trestees are required to make judgements, estimates
and assumplions about the carrying amount of assets and liabilities that are not readily apparent from other
sources. The estimates and associated assumplions are based on historical experience and other factors that
are considerad to be relevant. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and underying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting
estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised where the revision affects only that
pariod, or in the pericd of the revision and future periods where the revision affects both current and future
penods.
