and bereaved); teaching of Christianity
through sermons; courses and small groups;
taking religious assembles in schools; the
provision of a youth group or children's group
with a Christian ethos; holding events and
distributing literature promoting Christianity;
and the public teaching of Christianity, all for
the furtherance of the Christian religion and
thus for the public benefit. The Christian
teaching to be provided helps to provide a
moral and ethical framework for people to
live by, thus playing an important part in
building a better society.
