Its use being for
entertainment, meetings, lectures and classes and other forms
of recreation and leisure-time occupation, with the object of
improving the conditions of life for the people of the parish.

EVENTS

Village Hall provides regular events to support and entertain
the village community. These functions include pop-up pub
nights, themed food nights - feeding up to 40 people - and
coffee mornings. The hall is occasionally hired out for local
social evenings, wedding receptions and fitness classes as
well as a meeting place for local organisations such as the
Parish Council.

Herefordshire council also hires the hall as a polling station
for general, local and police commissioner elections.
