The year ending March 2022 was a challenging period for children, families, employers and

charities.

We are proud that Home-Start continued to deliver impactful services throughout the year.

Through the efforts of our committed and innovative staff and volunteers, we were able to
reach over 5,500 children and an additional thirty-four volunteers were trained in this

service year to fill this need.

We were able to meet our mission of providing relief and inclusive services to the

community, seeking out families and understanding the gapa in the community and

support services.

Our services of high quality, accessible family support changed during Covid:

~ We strengthened our relationship with further education in Early Years and Social Care

and increased opportunities for Student Social Worker and Health Care placements.
~ Our intervention broadened to offer targeted and universal family support and our offer

extended from befriending, advice, support and childcare to providing food, greater

healthcare access and intensive at home support.
~ Our support team embedded family impact measurement tools and the volunteers

worked tirelessly across the organisation to learn new skills and support children and

families holistically.

Through our strategy and partnerships with London South East Colleges 8 GLLAB, we have

broadened our scope as a local employer of local people with a structure of 75 posts, with over

65%%d of staff and 80'/o of volunteers registering as Royal Greenwich residents and over 90k of the

entire workforce representing the five local South East London boroughs. We continue to work

with local unions and staff to secure recognition as a destination employer.

We look to continue to improve and work towards the Great Place to Work accreditation.

We also continue to work towards embedding and delivering our strategy and continuing our

presence in the Home-Start Network, with the local authority, our partner schools and local

voluntary and childcare community. Projects such as the Job Club and data and tech scheme

have been valuable for staff, volunteers and families.

As a result of a successful funding application to the Royal Borough of Greenwich, Together for

Winter funding pot, Home-Start Greenwich hosted a Heating and Eating event that included other

service providers such as SELCE and GCDA, providing help and information to support parents with

the current fuel crisis, as well as healthy eating support and advice.

In addition, the event had stands occupied by Service Providers such as CACT and Public Health

(Royal Borough of Greenwich) who shared information on the Healthy Start digital system, the

Community Hub and the healthy lifestyle programmes that they run in Greenwich.

Family Support Procedure and Referral Criteria reviewed and implemented
Reviewed with staff input and support from Home-Start UK.

Reflective Group Supervision
Set-up in 2021, an opportunity for staff to share best practice and explore dilemmas in their work
with families.

Supervision/Case File Management
A vital supervision and support service continues to be offered to Family Support Workers and

Volunteers. It is a confidential and safe space for them to reflect on their work, seek advice and
guidance on how best to support families with complex needs and/or where there are
safeguarding concerns: Domestic Violence, Parental Mental Health, Substance Misuse, Parenting,
Housing and Financial Difficulties, SEN, Nil Recourse to Funds, etc.

Family Star Assessment tool and Data system
All Home-Scheme staff completed the assessment tool training, and the system was
implemented in April 2022. This will help assess children's and family's needs holistically, offer a
support plan to address the needs, and track progress, impact and outcomes achieved.

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Emergency Food Provision

Weekly donations from Fareshare and Lidl, have enabled us to run a weekly emergency food provision

for referred, high needs, vulnerable families. We also signpost families to local foodbanks in the
Greenwich area and offer them recipes and ideas for healthy, low-cost family meals. A stock of dry

goods and a voucher system is held to support the increase in emergency walk-ins and referrals from
Health teams.

Community Partner and Corporate Volunteering Days
Lovells Housing Construction brought in a team of 12 staff volunteers to transform our unique forest
school and outdoor area at the Plumstead site.

BT Connect sent staff from as far afield as Leeds and the Cotswolds to help build the Slade Forest
School and allotment area. A worthwhile day ended with woodcarving and traditional songs around a
campfire.

Lovell also provided us with a billboard display space to highlight our volunteer work and

opportunities. A public unveiling took place in at the Lovell community event in February, when the
company held a raffle which raised over E500 —enabling us to purchase gifts for the Brookhill

Together for Twos children.

Glyndon Community Group
A close partnership between Glyndon Community Group and Home-Start Greenwich continues with the
development of services, support with internal decorating and exterior gardening work and partnership
bid submissions.

John Lewis
Strong support from the department store group continued throughout the year, with the provision of
clothing and household items for our families and a cash budget with which we could order items to
refurbish our new Head Office and Community Hub - School House, Eglinton.

John Lewis Stratford and Waitrose in Greenwich gave 5 HSG families a magical Christmas by giving

them each a budget of E500 to order a wish list of decorations, gifts and food.

SEND families

We are particularly proud of the level of engagement we

have achieved with our volunteer-led SEN groups and we

thank the group leaders who have helped us shape

services to meet the particular needs of this group of
children. They have helped to broaden our understanding

of the challenges these families face and what is needed

to ensure that their children get the very best start in life.

SEND Services
Our settings are inclusive, but we are also acutely aware

that families sometimes need bespoke access or

support. To understand and provide meaningful services,

we have supported parent volunteers to establish three

specific groups to support children with Special

Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND):

~ Aim
~ Special Children's Group
~ Down's Group

Each group is run by parents who have children with

additional needs and is targeted to ensure affected

families can access these services.

Early years has formed a partnership with the TAS centre

which delivers childcare and education to children with

additional needs aged 0-19. We are sharing the delivery

of SEND activities for families by sharing services and

staff who are creating and sharing skills with each other.

Our Head of Early Years' is also working in partnership

with the other Children's Centre areas on how to deliver

SEND activities across the Royal Greenwich Borough that

is consistent for families with SEND children.
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Early Years & Plumstead Day Nursery

This year, the focus was increasing our impact in the local community by ensuring that anyone

eligible for funded places takes up the offer, alongside the fee-paying places that are available at

our nurseries. This is part of a strategy to build a sustainable pipeline of income for this vital

service. Staff and volunteers at each location worked incredibly hard to secure resources, so that

they could deliver stimulating activities for the children - ensuring positive transition experiences

for the children despite the challenges they faced throughout the period.

Plumstead Nursery stayed open throughout the pandemic to support frontline workers. Barnfield

Bright Start Nursery and Together for Twos settings across the sites were able to re-open across
summer term 2021. At the end of the financial year, it was decided to close Bright Start Nursery at

Barnfield, with the majority of staff transferring to other roles in the organisation.

Our principal Volunteer Scheme was commissioned in Royal Greenwich Central A, as part of our

universal, targeted, Early Help Support Children's Centre contract. We continued to be
commissioned by the South Greenwich Children Centres to deliver targeted Family Groups and

Support Service to vulnerable families. Over the year, we targeted the service to focus on our prime
commissioned and funded areas Central A and South Greenwich, taking on some additional high-

need referrals from across Greenwich and neighbouring boroughs.

Early Years' Volunteers

Our Early Years' service currently has 13 volunteers and 10 students across all centres and we
are committed to working in partnership with the Home Scheme to support volunteers into

extended roles across the organisation.

We have also set up a feedback programme to share good practice and knowledge between
volunteers and students to help improve their experience at Home-Start Greenwich.

During this period, families in the local community were significantly impacted by Covid-19.
However, Home-Start Greenwich adapted our services to meet the needs of families, offering
online and face-to face sessions, enabling us to continue connecting and engaging families in a
meaningful way.

Volunteer Support and Children's Centre Services

All our new volunteers undergo rigorous training in terms of Safeguarding, Parenting, Child

Development, Domestic Violence, Mental Health, etc. Volunteers receive ongoing support and
supervision from Co-ordinators whilst volunteering for Home-Start Greenwich, which enables
them to learn new skills in preparation for life beyond volunteering.

Our volunteering service provides opportunities for volunteers to work in a range of roles
including peer to peer and relationship-based support for families. Opportunities are also open
for volunteering within the Children's Centres and Home-Start Greenwich. 8 volunteers worked

across our centres in a range of roles such as childcare, supporting the food provision for
families and administration roles. In addition to our home visiting volunteers, we will continue
to develop this invaluable support network for the Children's Centres and across Early Years.
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Home-Start Greenwich Volunteering

During Covid, our volunteers were a major asset to the organisation, supporting families remotely
with weekly telephone contacts and doorstep visits, providing emotional and practical help
including food donations and distributing essential items via The Food Project. The volunteers
contribution to the organisation and community is invaluable.

A particular highlight in this period has been the newly established Flourish Together forum. A

monthly networking event for all our volunteers to learn and expand their knowledge on key areas
such as parenting and mental health. These sessions have been received positively and continue
to develop using the feedback we receive from volunteers.

Coming out of lockdown has been a pivotal moment for expanding volunteering in our organisation
and we are making every effort to build on the positives and take on board the learnings to plan
strategically for the future.

Archana highlights that she really enjoyed History and Sociology during her high school years, to

the extent that her undergraduate degree at Kingston University was a B.Sc. (Sociology). She adds

that within her family, her academic route and interests were somewhat unique. After graduating,

Archana did a summer placement in a home for the elderly. She summarises this experience as

having been 'tough and emotional'.

A move into the world of travel insurance followed for the next 25 years. Archana states that this

was an enjoyable part of her professional and personal development, though about 3 years ago,

she felt the need to make a change, help the community, and do something from a family support

perspective.

Archana says that she had heard about Home-Start from a friend and decided to become a

volunteer. She attended a course in 2018 and did some interesting work at Slade (Together-for-

Two's programme) and Plumstead Nursery (Administration and Reception).

Archana adds that her interactions and work with Francess Bendu (current Scheme Manger) has

inspired her and this coupled with very interesting project work, resulted in her moving into a paid

role with Home-Start Greenwich in January 2021. She highlights being a bit concerned about the

intensity of the role and the challenge of complex and multi-layered cases, though with the

support of her manager and the team, she has managed the role.

Archana talks warmly about Francess as her mentor, and how this relationship has helped her to

make an impact and help families in need. At the same time, she also feels that this has helped

her to grow as a professional too.

Archana says that her husband and family are proud of her and her work, and that this has

reinforced the value she believes that Home-Start Greenwich adds to the local community. She

sees herself growing in her role and has included the completion of a master's degree as a goal

for the future.
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Volunteer & Staff Journeys

Nelly Modi,
Staff Journey

Nelly was born in Kenya and moved to England in 2007. In her own words, she started in England
'from scratch'. Her first job was in a laundry servicing the hotel industry in West London. She
stayed in the role for about 3 months, and then spent the next 10 years working in McDonalds.
Nelly states that the latter job taught her valuable life skills and the appreciation of different
cultures, as well as exposure to various local dialects and languages.

Nelly explains that she was working on a flexible hours basis at McDonalds after the birth of her
second child when she attended an Armed Forces Day, and it is here that she became aware of
Home-Start Greenwich.

While still working for McDonalds, Nelly enrolled on a training course with Home-Start Greenwich
in 2016 where she attended volunteer training on a one day per basis over an 8-week period.
Following this, she was allocated to a migrant family. Nelly proudly shares that she is still in

contact with the lady in the family that she helped. She also poignantly adds that she learned a
lot from this initial case.

She says that working as a volunteer coupled with having her own 2 children caused her to do her
own reading and research about the concept of childcare. This motivated her to enrol at the Open
University where she completed a BA (Hons. ) in Childhood and Youth Studies through distance
learning.

In 2017, Home-Start Greenwich offered her a half-day role at the Glyndon Community Centre as
part of the stay-and-play programme. This was followed in 2020 with her successful application
to be a Child and Family Practitioner. Her success story has continued, and she was promoted to
Lead Practitioner in June 2022.

Nelly highlights the importance of her academic training coupled with her practical experience as
being really key in shaping her career and approach professionally. She says that her job has
extended to helping her with the challenge of bringing up her own children, and she is
complementary of the learning from the positive examples set by her peers and managers.

She sees her future growth and studies being in the field of mental health and feels that she
would like to extend her role to include greater help for parents too.
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Financial Review

In the year to 31 March 2022, total income was f4,092,974 compared to f4405,155 for the previous

year ending 31 March 2021.

The statement of financial activities shows a deficit for the year of f82,061, compared to a surplus

in the previous year of f37,048.

Total expenditure for the year totalled f4,175,035, compared to f4,368,107 in the previous year.

Overall, most cost categories are fairly comparable based on a 12-month comparable figure.

As at 31 March 2021, the free reserves amount to a surplus of f142,217, with the loss from the

current year, this surplus has decreased the free reserves to f35,032.

Our current portfolio of Local Authority contracts with Royal Greenwich Borough delivers full cost
recovery on all services until 2025. This delivers guaranteed monthly income. In Financial year

2024/2025 we will be renegotiating the cost base of the contract to reflect current rates of

expenditure. At the same time, we will have the opportunity to extend the contract until 2027, with a

further extension until 2029. Other revenue driving activities such as nurseries will break even for

the first time next year. Our strategy is to ensure full cost recovery for all services by the end of

2022/23. In addition, a package of other services will be launched at the beginning of 22/23, which

is expected to deliver a net income of f60k in year one.

The fundraising strategy for 2022/2023 is to deliver unrestricted grant income of f100k.

Reserves Policy

The charity is working towards securing f800k or three months operating costs for reserves. This

will be achieved through a mix of diligent financial management and controls, efficiency savings

and generating additional income from service delivery and successful grant applications.
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Financial Review

Principal Funding Sources

The vast majority of our funding comes from income from the Children's Centre contract from

Royal Borough of Greenwich. The income is expected to be used to meet all the Payment by

Results targets, and furthermore, provide services to ensure that Early Help is given to children

and families to ensure they become more resilient.

Investment Powers & Policy

The Memorandum and Articles of Association give the trustees unrestricted powers of

investment. The charity's current investment strategy is to deposit funds in short and medium-

term interest bearing accounts with UK banks. The rate of interest received on deposit funds,

although low, was considered satisfactory in the current economic climate. In 2022/2023 the

finance subgroup will be charged with reviewing the level of bank deposits to ensure that

maximum income is derived from inactive funds.

At the year-end total investment income was ENII. The charity does not hold significant

investments.

Risk Management

The Trustees have a risk management strategy which comprises:

~ An annual review of risks the charity may face.
~ The establishment and maintenance of a Risk Register including identification and

assessment of the risks faced and the determination of strategies to mitigate those risks.
~ The determination and implementation of procedures designed to minimise any potential

impact on the charity should those risks materialise.

Following a comprehensive risk assessment review carried out by senior management in 2020,

the Trustees have reviewed the major risks to which the charity is exposed and are satisfied that

systems are in place to mitigate exposure to the major risks.
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Financial Review

The charity has a small number of key staff. If any of these members of staff leave, the operational

efficiency of the operation will suffer. The charity relies upon the support of many volunteers,

including the Directors and Trustees, who give their time willingly and at no cost. As with the

members of key staff, any sudden reduction in people willing to give their time would constitute a

risk to the services offered.

There is very little that can be put in place to manage the loss of either key staff or volunteers.

However, by keeping good supervision and strengthening the Performance Management

Framework and appraisals systems, encouraging good teamwork and valuing staff, the charity

hopes to reduce this as much as possible.

~ Home-Start Greenwich have identified the following plan to develop sustainability for the future

Short Term
~ Increase the representatives and diversity of the trustee board.
~ Strengthen areas of expertise in specialist areas.

Home-Start Greenwich is a charitable company limited by guarantee incorporated on 4th

September 2013 and registered as an incorporated charity on 1 July 2020. We are governed

under our Articles of Association in which our charitable objects are set out below:

1.to safeguard, protect and preserve both mental and physical good health of children and

parents of children;

2. to prevent cruelty to or maltreatment of children;

3. to relieve sickness, poverty and need amongst children and parents of children;

4. to promote the education of the public in better standards of childcare.

Our activities are carried out principally but not exclusively within the area of Greenwich.

The Board of Trustees

The directors of the company are also charity trustees for the purposes of charity law. All

trustees give their time voluntarily and receive no benefits from the charity. Any expenses paid

from the charity are set out in note 10 to the accounts.

Governance arrangements ensure that the voices of stakeholders are fed into decision-making

by increasing representation across the organisation from service delivery to the governance

board.

Members of the charitable company guarantee to contribute an amount not exceeding E1 to the

assets of the charitable company in the event of winding up. The Trustees are members of the

charitable company but this entitles them only to voting rights. The charity is governed by a

Board of Trustees collectively referred to as the Trustees. These Trustees are also the Directors

of the company for Companies Act purposes.
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Trustees Responsibilities

The Board of Trustees met 5 times during the reporting year. The Board and Director are

responsible for setting the strategic direction and policy position of the charity, working closely

with the Senior Leadership Team and its advisers to monitor progress against set key priorities.

Trustees' Annual Report

To provide effective oversight and accountability, the Board established subgroups to review

governance and finance arrangements, in-line with good practice guidance and recommendations

from the Charity Commission. The committee terms of reference are reviewed annually. All parts

of the governance structure consider major risks and monitor the measures put in place.

Appointment of Trustees

As outlined in the Articles of Association, the number of Directors and Trustees forming main

Board of Trustees including Officers shall not be less than four, or more than twelve members.

The trustees are elected by the membership, although the board also has the power to co-opt

trustees during the year. Co-opted trustees only hold membership until the next AGM, where they

are eligible for re-election.

The Board has 7 members from a variety of professional backgrounds relevant to the work of the

charity. The Board of Trustees seek to ensure that the needs of the community, children, parents

and families who access the charity's services are appropriately understood through the diversity

of the trustee body.

Induction & Training of Trustees

The trustee board reviews its membership at least annually to ensure it is representative of the

service users and the community which we serve. The Board of Trustees comprises a mixture of

individuals from a wide range of backgrounds including a home-visiting volunteer and individuals

with specific professional skills.
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It is important for Home-Start Greenwich to keep this balance as we are committed to the

organisation having strong user involvement at all levels.

To enhance the skill set of the Board, new Trustees have been recruited from the wider

community and a new induction programme has been developed to support them as they develop

their understanding of their role and the charity. This induction process includes a pack of

information on the governance of the charity, documents on best practice, policies and

procedures, visits to key sites and invitations to meet with our service users and staff group.

The board also reviews the skills and professional expertise of Trustees to ensure there are no

knowledge or experience gaps, which would put the strategic management and development of

the organisation at risk.
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Trustees Responsibilities In Relation To Financial Statements

The Trustees (who are also directors of Home-Start Greenwich for the purposes of company law)

are responsible for preparing the Trustees' Report and the financial statements in accordance with

applicable law and United Kingdom Accounting Standards (United Kingdom Generally Accepted

Accounting Practice). Under new GDPR regulations, the ultimate responsibility for data protection

compliance lies with the trustees.

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Notes to the Financial Statements

Accounting Policies

The principal accounting policies are summarised below. The accounting policies have been applied consistently
throughout the year.

Basis of accounting

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement
of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial

Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2015) - (Charities
SORP FRS 102), the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) and the
Companies Act 2006.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the company. Monetary
amounts in the financial statements are rounded to the nearest E.

The effects of events relating to the year ended 31 March 2022 which occurred before the date of approval of the
financial statements by the Trustees has been included in the financial statements to the extent required to show a
true and fair view of the state of affairs at 31 March 2022 and the results for the year ended on that date.

Home-Start Greenwich meets the definition of a public benefit entity under FRS102. Assets and liabilities are initially

recognised at historical cost or transaction value unless otherwise stated in the relevant accounting policy note(s).

Reconciliation with previous Generally Accepted Accounting Practice

In preparing the accounts, the trustees have considered whether in applying the accounting policies required by
FRS102 and the Charities SORP FRS1 02 the restatement of comparative items was required. No restatements were
required.

Preparation of the accounts on a going concern basis

The charity is considered a going concern. Adequate funding has been achieved to facilitate the charities objectives
and activities for the next 12 months. There are no material uncertainties about the charity's ability to continue as a
going concern.

Fund accounting

Restricted funds can only be used for a particular purpose within the objects of the charity and are subject to
restrictions on their expenditure imposed by the donor which are to be solely used for particular areas of the
charities work or for specific projects being undertaken by the charity.

Designated funds are unrestricted funds earmarked by the trustees for particular purposes.

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the general objectives of
the charity.

Income
Income is recognised when the charity has entitlement to the funds, any performance conditions attached to the
income have been met, it is probable that the income will be received and that the amount can be measured reliably.
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Notes to the Financial Statements

Income from government and other grants, whether 'capital' grants or 'revenue' grants, is recognised when the
charity has entitlement to the funds, any performance conditions attached to the grants have been met, it is
probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably and is not deferred.

Voluntary income is received by way of donations and gifts and is included in full in the statement of financial

activities when receivable.

Revenue grants are credited to the statement of financial activities when received or receivable whichever is
earlier.

Where unconditional entitlement to grants receivable is dependent upon fulfilment of conditions within the
charity's control, the incoming resources are recognised when there is sufficient evidence that conditions will be
met. Where there is uncertainty as to whether the charity can meet such conditions the incoming resource is
deferred.

Income generated from the supply of goods or services is included in the statement of financial activities in the
period in which the supply is made.

For legacies, entitlement is taken as the earlier of the date on which either: the charity is aware that probate has
been granted, the estate has been finalised and notification has been made by the executor(s) to the Trust that a
distribution will be made, or when a distribution is received from the estate. Receipt of a legacy, in whole or in

part, is only considered probable when the amount can be measured reliably and the charity has been notified of
the executor's intention to make a distribution. Where legacies have been notified to the charity, or the charity is
aware of the granting of probate, and the criteria for income recognition have not been met, then the legacy is a
treated as a contingent asset and disclosed if material.

Donated services and facilities

Donated services or facilities are recognised as income when the charity has control over the item or receive the
service, any conditions associated with the donated item have been met, the receipt of economic benefit from the
use by the charity of the item is probable and that economic benefit can be measured reliably. In accordance with

the Charities SORP (FRS 102), volunteer time is not recognised so refer to the trustees' annual report for more
information on their contribution.

On receipt, donated services and facilities are recognised on the basis of the value of the gift to the charity which

is the amount the charity would have been willing to pay to obtain services or facilities of equivalent economic
benefit on the open market; a corresponding amount is then recognised in expenditure in the period of receipt.

Expenditure and irrecoverable VAT
Resources expended are recognised in the period in which they are incurred. Resources expended include

attributable VAT, which cannot be recovered.

Costs of generating funds comprise the costs associated with attracting voluntary income.

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the charity in the delivery of its activities and services.
It includes both costs that can be allocated directly to such activities and those costs of an indirect nature

necessary to support them.

Other costs include those costs associated with meeting the constitutional and statutory requirements of the
charity and include audit fees and costs linked to the strategic management of the charity. All costs are allocated
between the expenditure categories of the SOFA on a basis designed to reflect the use of the resource.
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Allocation of support costs

Resources are allocated to the particular activity where the cost relates directly to that activity. Support
costs are the functions that assist the work of the charity but do not directly undertake charitable
activities.

The overall direction and administration of each activity, comprising the salary and overhead costs
of the central function, is apportioned based upon the level of resource required to support each activity.

Operating Leases

Rental charges are charged on a straight line basis over the term of the lease.

Debtors

Trade and other debtors are recognised at the settlement amount due. Prepayments are valued at the
amount prepaid.

Cash at bank and in hand

Cash at bank and cash in hand includes cash and short term highly liquid investments with a short
maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition or opening of the deposit or similar account.

Creditors and provisions

Creditors and provisions are recognised where the charity has a present obligation resulting from a past
event that will probably result in the transfer of funds to a third party and the amount due to settle the
obligation can be measured or estimated reliably. Creditors and provisions are normally recognised at
their settlement amount after allowing for any trade discounts.

Tangible fixed assets

All fixed assets are initially recorded at cost. Expenditure on fixed assets below the value of E500 are
written off in the year in which it is incurred. Assets are reviewed for impairment if circumstances indicate
their carrying value may exceed their net realisable value and value in use.

Depreciation is calculated so as to write off the cost of each asset less its residual value evenly over its
estimated useful life on the following basis:

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Financial instruments

The charity only has financial assets and financial liabilities of a kind that qualify as basic financial
instruments. Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at transaction value and subsequently
measured at their settlement value with the exception of bank loans which are subsequently measured at
amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Pensions

The charity operates a defined contribution pension scheme, which all employees are eligible to join. The
total amount of contributions recognised in the Statement of Financial Activity are shown in note 9 and

represent the employers' contribution to the scheme or to employee's personal pension schemes.

There were no outstanding or prepaid contributions at the balance sheet date and the charity has no

liability under the scheme other than the payment of those contributions.

Commitments for future expenditure

Other than normal commitments inherent to the operation of the charity and under contracts of
employment there were no contractual obligations to future expenditure at the balance sheet date. Where

the trustees authorise expenditure which is not legally enforceable at the balance sheet date the
appropriate amounts are set aside into designated funds.
