Uley with Owlipen & Nympsfield Parochial Church Councit (PCC) has the responsibility of
cooperating with the Rector, when in post, in promoting in the ecclesiastical parish, the
whole mission of the Church, pastoral, evangelistic, social and ecumenical. The PCC is
specifically responsible for the churches of St Giles Uley, Holy Cross Owlpen and St
Bartholomew Nympsfield.

Objectives and activities

The PCC is committed to enabling as many people as possible to worship at our churches
and be part of our community. We try to enable ordinary people to live out their faith as part
of our parish community through:

o Worship and prayer; hearing about the Gospel, and developing their

knowiedge and trust in Jesus.

o Provision of pastoral care for people living in the parish.

o Missionary and outreach work.
The PCC is also responsible for maintaining the fabric of our three churches.

Safeguarding

The Parish Safeguarding Officer is Mrs Pat Jones. The PCC and the Rector have a duty of
care to ensure the protection of the vulnerable in our Church Community. Every three
years PCC members must complete the basic online safeguarding course.

We consider our awareness of Safeguarding issues in our Parish to be good but would
always encourage our congregation to come forward and talk to the Rector or the

Safeguarding Officer if they have any concerns. Safeguarding is a standing item on our
PCC agenda.

Achievements and Performance

The churches have been open for private prayer during the week. 26 weddings and 4
blessing were held, 3 at St Giles, the rest at Holy Cross. There were 3 Baptisms and one
Confirmation candidate. The benefice now regularly live-streams a Sunday service which is
also recorded to YouTube (alternating between services at St Giles Uley and St James
Dursley), pubiicising the links through email contacts and the benefice website. Weekday
services are held on Zoom. The positive outcome of Zoom services and streaming has
enabled us to reach church members who find it difficult to attend.

Outreach has been maintained with the vulnerable in the parish including giving monthly
Home Communions. Contact with children included holding Messy Church, and other out-
door activities. We supported the school in particular with their Christmas concert attended
by the pupils’ parents and church members. The Rector is one of the two Foundation
Governors of the school and when in post leads Worship in school as well as in St Giles
when the school gathers for services during the year.

The parish is a member of Churches Together in Cam and Dursley. We have two
representatives on the Wotton Deanery synod.

Numbers on the Electoral Roli for 2023 were 103.

Average attendance for ordinary services was 28 .

The Village News published monthly in cooperation with the Parish Council had 12 printed
editions distributed. We are grateful to our volunteer editor for compiling the magazine. We

can also contribute to the Nympsfield Village newsletter which is published bi-monthly.

The churchyards of St Giles and Holy Cross are maintained by contractors, while that at



St Bartholomew's is maintained by volunteers. A nature reserve is being developed in the
northwest area of St Giles churchyard.

The title to the allotment land adjacent fo the lLower Churchyard has now been registered at
HM Land Registry and the land on which the Village Hall extension has been built has been
transferred to the Diocesan Trust acting as nominee for the PCC.

Summary of Fabric Committee work during 2023:

St Giles Church, Uley

The Reordering of St Giles is now considered to be complete.

The tower has been rewired and the distribution board replaced.

The high churchyard wall abutting the highway oppesite the bus stop is bulging. Davidson
Walsh, structural engineers, are advising and a faculty will be applied for to carry out the
work recommended by them.

There has been partial replacement of the lime mortar on the East window. Applications for
List B permissions were applied for to dispose of old and now surplus altar frontals, which
has been done, and for tree surgery to the cedar tree in the churchyard.

St Bartholomew'’s Church, Nympsfield

An application for List B permission to cut down the dead Cherry tree was applied for. It has
been removed and the site and that of the felled cypress tree have been cleared and are
ready for re-sowing.

A list B application was made for the repair of the high-level stonework and the rainwater
goods was applied for and the work has been done. A Faculty Application for the repair of
the collapsed tombstones has been submitted. The wark will be spread over a number of
years. It is hoped to get the church clock cleaned and working again. Unfortunately, there
was a minor criminal incident which resulted in the loss of the lectern hangings. As a result
of police enquiries an apology was received.

Holy Cross Church, Owlpen

The roadway lighting is unsatisfactory and caused a short power cut during the carol service.
This will be dealt with. A team of volunteers have cleaned the gutters and gullies.

The building became very damp during the extremely cold weather, the dehumidifier has

been replaced. It is used on an intermittent basis only to avoid drawing moisture through the
walls.

The annual service of all the fire extinguishers at all three churches has been carried out.
We would like to thank all those who have volunteered to help in many different capacities

over this last year, particutarly those who have managed the Access for Al project. Qur
churchwardens and vergers have put in many hours supporting the wedding services.

Financial Review

Objectives and activities

The PCC is committed to enabling as many people as possible to worship at our churches
and be part of our community. We try to enable ordinary people to live out their faith as part
of our parish community through:

o Worship and prayer; hearing about the Gospel, and developing their

knowledge and trust in Jesus.

o Provision of pastoral care for people living in the parish.

o Missionary and outreach work.
The PCC is also responsible for maintaining the fabric of our three churches.

Safeguarding

The Parish Safeguarding Officer is Mrs Pat Jones. The PCC and the Rector have a duty of
care to ensure the protection of the vulnerable in our Church Community. Every three
years PCC members must complete the basic online safeguarding course.

We consider our awareness of Safeguarding issues in our Parish to be good but would
always encourage our congregation to come forward and talk to the Rector or the
Safeguarding Officer if they have any concerns. Safeguarding is a standing item on our
PCC agenda.

Achievements and Performance

The churches have been open for private prayer during the week. 23 weddings and 3
blessing were held; there were 2 weddings at St Giles and 21 weddings and 3 blessings at
Holy Cross. The benefice now regularly live-streams a Sunday service which is also
recorded to YouTube (alternating between services at St Giles Uley and St James Dursley),
publicising the links through email contacts and the benefice website. Weekday services are
held on Zoom. PCC and other meetings have also been held via Zoom. The positive
outcome of Zoom services and streaming has enabled us to reach church members who find
it difficult to attend.

Outreach has been maintained with the vulnerable in the parish, and also with the school by
holding Messy Church, young people’s Holiday Club and other out-door activities. We
supported the school to hold a very successful iSingPop Christmas concert attended by the
school parents and church members. The Rector is one of the two Foundation Governors of
the school and he leads Worship in school as well as in St Giles when the school gathers for
services during the year.



The parish is a member of Churches Together in Cam and Dursley. We have two
representatives on the Wotton Deanery synod.

Numbers on the Electoral Roll for 2022 were 109.
Average attendance was 37.

The Village News published monthly in cooperation with the Parish Council had 12 printed
editions distributed. We are grateful to our volunteer editor for compiling the magazine.

The churchyards of St Giles and Holy Cross are maintained by contractors, while that at

St Bartholomew's is maintained by volunteers. A very large Lawson Cyprus in St
Bartholomew’s churchyard was blown over which fortunately only damaged the churchyard
wall. A nature reserve is being developed in the northwest area of St Giles churchyard
where in June we held a ‘B’ Hunt (bugs, butterflies & beetles) attended by 25 families.

We have now submitted to HM Land Registry the application to register the title to the
allotment land adjacent to the Lower Churchyard.

Summary of Fabric Committee work during 2022

St Giles church, Uley

The Reordering of St Giles is nearly complete, there are a few points outstanding. Mr David
Thomas, committee member, and Mr David Newton, architect, have worked very
conscientiously with Chappell and Dix to achieve a good result. Mr Thomas has carried out
a lot of minor works to save extra costs. Spend in 2022 £132,266. VAT has been
recovered on all invoices. In July the Bishop of Gloucester led a service of celebration for
the work that has been carried out as part of the ‘Access for All’ project.

Mr Francis Jones has rewired the tower and replaced the distribution board (£2,691).
The high churchyard wall opposite the bus stop is bulging. Davidson Walsh, structural
engineers, are advising. In order to keep costs to a manageable level, it will be very
important to plan remedial works so as to keep the archaeology element down.

East window — there has been partial replacement of the lime mortar.

The regulator on the clock has been replaced (£2,328).

St Bartholomew’s church, Nympsfield

The large Lawson Cyprus blew over and damaged the neighbour’s wall. The timber has
been cleared (£3,948) and the wall repaired. The ground will need clearing before any
replanting.

The high level stonework on the building needs attention. Repair of the stone tombs has
been assessed, it will be very expensive and need grant applications.

Holy Cross church, Owlpen

The bell has been adapted to tolling and a safety rail fitted for the access (£3,414).

The roadway lighting is unsatisfactory and will be dealt with. A team of volunteers have
cleaned the gutters and gullies.

The building became very damp during the extremely cold weather, a dehumidifier needs to
be purchased and used on a temporary basis only to avoid drawing moisture through the
walls.

The annual service of all the fire extinguishers at all three churches has been carried out.

We would like to thank all those who have volunteered to help in many different capacities
over this last year, particularly those who have managed the Access for All project and also

installed the underground internet cable. Our churchwardens and vergers have put in many
hours supporting the wedding services.

St Giles, Uley

Reordering ‘Access for All’:

This will improve disabled access externally and inside the church building.
Fundraising continues, a contract price including fees and VAT of £225,500 was
agreed with Chappell & Dix. Work started in October and is expected to be
complete by Easter 2022.

Condition of churchyard wall adjoining highway:

A pronounced bulge in the churchyard wall has given cause for concern regarding
the stability of the structure. Four previous surveys of the wall at monthly intervals
identified no significant systematic change of geometry. The Annual surveys have
identified no movement requiring remedial action to date.

External lighting:
The draft scheme was revised to address observations from the Diocesan Lighting
Advisor.

Internal Lighting:
The scheme is being re-evaluated.

Internet connection:

A faculty application was granted in March 2021 for the installation of an
underground telecoms cable to provide internet connectivity to the church and
adjoining meeting room.

Bell:
The PCC agreed to modify the installation so that the bell is fixed and sounded by
chiming hammer rather than swung. This will happen in March 2022.

The Financial
statements have been prepared under the Charities Act 2011 and in accordance
with Church Accounting regulations 2006 governing the individual accounts of
PCCs and with the regulations’ ‘true and fair view’ provisions. It is also the first
year they have been prepared under FRS102 (2016) as the applicable accounting
standards and the 2016 version of the Statement of recommended Practise,
Accounting and reporting by Charities (SORP(FRS102)).

Assets

Consecrated and benefice property of any kind is excluded from the statutory
definition of ‘charity’ by Section 10(2) (a) and (c) of the Charities Act 2011 so are
not capitalised in the churches’ inventories. The parish owns no un-consecrated
buildings.



e Moveable church furnishings are not capitalised or depreciated as
insufficient cost information is available. However they are included in the
churches’ inventories.

Investments

These are quoted on a recognised stock exchange via CCLA and valued at
market value at year end.

Short Term Deposits

These are held on deposit with CCLA or at the bank.

Funds

Unrestricted Funds - these represent the remaining income funds of the PCC that
are available for spending on the general purposes of the PCC, including
amounts designated by the PCC for fixed assets for its own use or for spending
on a future project and which are therefore not including in its ‘free reserves’ as
disclosed in the trustees’ report.

Restricted funds

These are income funds that must be spent on restricted purposes and details of
the funds held and restrictions provided are shown in the notes to the accounts.
Endowment Funds

These are restricted funds that must be retained as trust capital either
permanently or subject to a discretion are power to spend capital as income, and
where the use of any income or other benefit derived from the capital may be
restricted or unrestricted. Full details of their restrictions are shown in the notes
to the accounts.

6. Analysis of Transfer Between Funds

The reordering appeal ‘Access for All' begun in 2020 with a balance of
£103, 839 in restricted funds and raised a further £38,623 with grants and
donations with further grants anticipated in 2022. The project is estimated to
cost £226,000. The PCC decided to realise Endowed Funds, The Pines and
Timbrell & Bathe, held for fabric and churchyard of St Giles, Uley, through the
Gloucester Diocesan Trust. This was allowed by the Charity Commission and
raised £82,227 making a project fund of £224,689. This enabled the PCC to sign
the contractor’s tender agreement and work started in October 2021. The PCC
agreed that the £82,227 be shown as Designated Funds in the accounts.
