OF SPORTS FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT, ADVENTURE TRAINING AND OTHER SIMILAR ACTIVITIES

UNITS OF THE ARMY CADET FORCE;(VI) SUPPORTING THE BAND OF THE ROYAL YEOMANRY (INNS
OF COURT AND CITY YEOMANRY) INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THE PROVISION, OR
ASSISTING IN THE PROVISION, OF CEREMONIAL UNIFORMS AND BAND INSTRUMENTS AND
EQUIPMENT; AND(VII) ANY OTHER PURPOSE IN FURTHERANCE OF THE CHARITABLE OBJECT
