Structure
This is the second full reporting year for Allies Mid Devon, from 01.04.2022 to 31.03.2023.

Allies Mid  Devon is registered as a Charitable Incorporated Organisation with the Charity

Commission, number 1191381, and is governed by a Constitution document.

Allies Mid Devon operates with 2 trustees, a committee of 6, 3 of whom founded the original action

group. All meetings are recorded to facilitate accurate minute keeping. Minutes are distributed on
email and WhatsApp.

Charitable Objects
As defined in Allies Mid Devon Constitution (Governing Document):

Allies Mid  Devon's objectives are -
FOR THE  PUBLIC  BENEFIT IN TIVERTON,  DEVON; AND THE SURROUNDING AREAS

(1) to promote the conservation, protection and enhancement of the built and natural
environment

(2) to promote the conservation, preservation, protection, development and
enhancement of features of historic, archaeological, cultural or public interest.

(3) to advance the education of the public in the architecture, archaeology, natural
history, history, culture and geography of Mid Devon.
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Trustee Selection Methods
Additional Trustees are to be approved by the Committee and Trustees, and appointed by the
trustees.
In appointing Trustees due consideration is given to ensuring that the Trustees have, between

them, the skills and experience necessary to manage the charity effectively and in accordance with
charity law.

Trustee Development
Trustees are encouraged to participate in development opportunities as and when appropriate.

Statutory Declaration
The Trustees of Allies Mid  Devon confirm that they have paid due regard to the guidance issued by
the Charity Commission on public benefit in deciding what activities the charity should undertake.

Achievements & Performance

After the major project was completed last year, Allies M.id Devon have concentrated on

smaller projects, as well as piloting a new community based venture.

A small group of asylum seekers, temporarily housed in the area, were able to join in some

activities, primarily daffodil planting sessions. This was much appreciated by the participants as a

way of meeting more people, and finding their feet in a new community and environment.

We continue to liaise with  local people and local groups, resulting in the placement of 2 new

benches around Tiverton. These have plaques attached, dedicating them to the memory of Queen

Elizabeth.

Allies Mid  Devon volunteer base continues to grow slowly and sustainably, alongs.ide a small

increase in committee members.

A monthly coffee morning was trialled, and after a slow start, has proved to be popular.  It has

raised the profile of Allies Mid Devon, and shows signs of being a 'gentle' way of attracting support

and volunteers.

The daffodil project, which was expected to last 2-3 years was very well received, and completed

early.   Following on from the flower theme, Allies Mid  Devon have enabled a local village to

purchase wild flower seeds to brighten up the village. Reports from early this year is that they are

growing well, and much appreciated.

The Market Stall continues on a fortnightly basis, supplied with donated goods from

supporters. This continues to be a popular meeting point and provides a steady revenue stream.

Several requests have been received from other local villages, for diverse projects, so the word is

spreading that Allies Mid  Devon are approachable, imaginative -and ready to give careful

consideration to all applications.

Contributing to Activities Run by Other Organisations

A grant was made to a local housing charity, to support the foodbank.
