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Adroddiad Blynyddol y Tabernacl 2025

Mae Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr yn eglwys rhestredig Gradd II* yng nghanol Caerdydd.
Cynhelir y gwasanaethau yn y Gymraeg. Ar ddechrau’r flwyddyn roedd y corff llywodraethol
yn cynnwys y Gweinidog (sydd nawr yn llawn amser), 2 gyd-ysgrifennydd, trysorydd 2 gyd-
ysgrifennydd ariannol a 7 o ymddiriedolwyr eraill. Etholwyd 2 ymddiriedolwr newydd yng
Ngwanwyn y flwyddyn hon gan wneud cyfanswm o 15 ymddiriedolwr gwasanaethol.
Dechreuodd y flwyddyn gyda 142 o aelodau. Bu farw 6 yn ystod y flwyddyn a rhoddodd 5 o
bobl y gorau i’'w haelodaeth am wahanol resymau. Bedyddiwyd 4 person a throsglwyddodd
5 arall eu haelodaeth i'r Tabernacl o eglwysi eraill gan orffen y flwyddyn gydag aelodaeth o
140.

Mae'r eglwys wedi ymrwymo i'n cynorthwyo ni i addoli Duw, cyhoeddi’'r
efengyl a dangos cariad Duw yn ein bywydau bob dydd, yng Nghaerdydd,
yng Nghymru a’r Byd. Mae’r rhan fwyaf o'r aelodau yn Gymraeg eu hiaith
ond mae pawb sy’'n dymuno mynychu bob amser yn cael eu croesawu.
Rydym yn croesawu llawer o ymwelwyr tramor o bob cwr o’'r byd, sydd yn
galw heibio i addoli gyda ni tra’u bod yn y ddinas ar wyliau neu ar gyfer
busnes. Mae’r eglwys yn aelod o Cytln (eglwysi ynghyd). Mae'r griwp yn
cynnwys yr Eglwys yng Nghymru, Pabyddion ac Eglwysi Anghydffurfiol
arall y ddinas. Mae hyn yn gyfle, nid yn unig i gynnal gwasanaethau
cydenwadol, ond hefyd i gyfarfod yn gymdeithasol i drafod a chyfnewid
syniadau a dysgu mwy am gredoau gwahanol.

Cynhelir gwasanaethau ar y Sul yn y bore a gyda’r hwyr. Cyny
gwasanaeth boreol cynhelir sesiwn o weddi fyfyriol gydag Ysgol Sul yn
cael ei gynnal ar 6l y gwasanaeth boreol. Rydym yn falch o adrodd bod
presenoldeb yn yr Ysgol Sul yn cynyddu wth i deuluoedd newydd gyda
phlant ifanc ddechrau addoli gyda ni. Dethlir y Cymun Bendigaid yn y
gwasanaeth gyda’r nos ar Sul cyntaf y mis ac yn y bore ar drydydd Sul y
mis. Gwahoddir pawb sy’n caru’r Arglwydd i ymuno wrth fwrdd y cymun.
Mae’'r gwasanaethau ar y Sul yn cael eu darlledu ar Facebook gan alluogi’r
aelodau hynny nad ydynt yn gallu bod yn bresennol i ymuno yn yr
addoliad. Ymwelir ag aelodau yn rheolaidd, yn enwedig y rhai nad ydynt
yn gallu bod yn bresennol am ba reswm bynnag. Gellir dathlu’r Cymun
Bendigaid yn eu cartrefi os dymunant.

Unwaith y mis mae gennym dau sesiwn o astydiaeth beiblaidd. Cnhelir un
yn yr eglwys tra bod yr ail, ar yr un pwnc, ar Zoom. Mae hyn yn galluogi
mynediad i unrhyw un sydd am ddysgu ac ymuno yn y trafodaethau.
Mae’'r sesiynau hyn yn cael eu harwain gan ein gweinidog.

Yn dilyn llwyddiant y Genhadaeth Weddi Ewropeaidd a drefnwyd gan
eglwys Corea yn 2024, penderfynon nhw ddychwelyd eleni. Roedd yn
llwyddiant ysgubol ac maen nhw eisoes wedi archebu eu dyddiad ar gyfer
ymweliad arall ym mis Gorffennaf 2026.



Mae diwrnodau’r wythnos yn cynnig amrywiaeth o weithgareddau
gwahanol i aelodau a ffrindiau.

Unwaith y mis ar ddydd Llun mae’r Clwb Darllen yn cyfarfod, fel arfer
mewn bwyty lleol, i drafod llyfr o’u dewis ac i gymdeithasu.

Mae'r amseroedd hyn yn galluogi ein hymwelwyr i eistedd a
sgwrsio, cael pryd o fwyd am ddim, cymryd rhan mewn gweithgareddau
neu ddim ond eistedd ac ymlacio. Roedd pawb yn falch i dderbyn anrheg
Nadolig yn cynnwys menig, sanau, gwresogyddion dwylo a siocled.

Yn ystod y flwyddyn cawsom ein derbyn gan y Banc Bwyd fel canolfan ar
gyfer dosbarthu talebau bwyd. Mae hyn wedi profi i fod yn wasanaeth
amhrisiadwy i'r rhai sy’n gymwys i’'w derbyn. Rydym hefyd wedi cael ein
cofrestru fel canolfan sy’'n barod i groesawu cyn-garcharorion i'n man
cynnes.

Maseru, Lesotho, a thrwy’r eglwys hon rydym wedi datblygu cyfeillgarwch
agos a sefydliadau gwahanol yn Maseru. Anfonir rhodd ariannol yn
flynyddol i gefnogi gwaith y sefydliadau hyn. Gwelwn ein cefnogaeth yn
Lesotho fel cyfle i ddangos cariad Duw mewn rhan arall o'r byd sy’n llai
ffodus na ni ein hunain. Y flwyddyn nesaf bydd grwp o bobl ifanc yn teithio
i Lesotho er mwyn cryfhau'r cyfeillgarwch hyn ac i weld sut y gallwn ni
helpu i wella eu bywydau mewn gwlad llai cyfoethog na’n gwlad ni. Rydym
wedi bod yn ffodus i dderbyn grant i dalu’r rhan fwyaf o gostau’r daith.

Rydym hefyd wedi dangos ein cefnogaeth i eraill gyda rhoddion ariannol i
Cymorth Cristnogol, Cenhadaeth Fyd-eang BMS, Cymdeithas y Beibl,
Operation Agri, llochesau nos yng Nghaerdydd ac Wcrain, Ysbyty Canser
Felindre a sawl elusen lleol araill.

Nid oes unrhyw brosiectau adfer ar raddfa fawr wedi bod eleni ond mae
sawl un wedi’i gynllunio ar gyfer y flwyddyn nesaf. Un sydd eisoes yn y
cyfnod cynllunio yw tynnu llwyfan y festri i lawr a gosod cegin newydd. Yn
y festri uchaf mae deuddeg ffenestr velux i'w amnewid, ac yn y capel mae
angen ailblastro’r wal ddeheuol.

Mae Tabernacl yn hen adeilad sydd angen gwaith atgyweirio cyson ac
mae’r rhestr Gradd II* yn ei gwneud yn ofynnol defnyddio deunyddiau
penodol sydd yn gwneud y gwaith yn ddrytach. Rydym yn parhau i



obeithio y bydd yr aelodau mor hael yn eu rhoddion ag erioed fel y gallwn
gadw’r adeilad yn le diogel a chyfforddus a gyfer addoli.

Adolygiad Ariannol

Roedd cyfanswm y derbyniadau i gronfeydd anghyfynedig yn £91,991 yn
cynnwys cyfraniadau wythnosol yr aelodau, rhodd cymorth a llog ar
fuddsoddiadau. Derbyniwyd £44,364 i'r cronfeydd cyfyngedig. Mae’'r ddau
ffigur wedi’'u manylu yn y datganiad ariannol.

Mae digwyddiadau codi arian a llogi'r adeilad wedi dod ag incwm
ychwanegol.

Mae Rhodd Cymorth yn creu swm i'w groesawu ac anogir pob aelod i
gymryd rhan yn y cynllun hwn.

Parhaodd y gyfradd llog yn uchel am rhan o’r flwyddyn gan roi elw da ar
ein buddsoddiadau. Nid oedd angen symiau mawr o arian eleni ar gyfer
cynnal a chadw’r adeilad ond mae hyn yn golygu y bydd costau’r
flwyddyn nesaf yn sylweddol uwch. Y flwyddyn nesaf hefyd bydd y Grant
Mannau Addoli Rhestredig yn dod i ben, felly ni fydd modd hawlio TAW yn
6l ar unrhyw gostau yn y dyfodol.

Mae'r arian a gasglwyd ar gyfer amrywiol elusennau ac achosion da wedi
aros ar yr un lefel a'r blynyddoedd blaenorol ac rydym yn ddiolchgar iawn
am hyn.

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Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr Annual Report 2024

Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr is a Grade I1* listed City Centre Church. Services are
conducted in the Welsh language. During most of the year the governing body which meets
once a month consisted of the minister, 2 joint secretaries, treasurer, 2 financial secretaries
and 10 other trustees. In the last quarter of the year 3 of these trustees retired leaving a
governing body of 13 trustees. The year started with 141 members. There were 6 deaths
during the year and 1 person transferred membership to another church. 1 person was
baptised and 7 others transferred their membership to Tabernacl from other churches thus
ending the year with a membership of 142.

The church is committed to helping us to worship God, proclaim the Gospel and
demonstrate the love of God in our everyday life in Cardiff, Wales and the World. Most
members are Welsh speaking but anybody who wishes to attend are always made very
welcome. We welcome many foreign visitors from all parts of the world who drop in and
worship with us while in the city on vacation or on business. The Church is a member of
Cytln (churches together). This group includes the Church in Wales, Roman Catholics and
other Non-conformist churches in the city. This gives us the opportunity, not only to hold
inter-denominational services, to meet socially to discuss and exchange ideas and to learn
about different faiths but also to take part in less formal activities such as organised
pilgrimages around the city churches.

Sunday services are held in the mornings and evening with Sunday School held after the
morning service. We are pleased to report that the Sunday School attendance is increasing
as new and younger families have begun worshipping with us. On the first Sunday of the
month a session of contemplative prayer takes place before the morning service and
similarly after the evening service on the third Sunday of the month. These are also the two
occasions when we celebrate Holy Communion — in the evening of the first Sunday of the
month and in the morning service on the third Sunday. Sunday services are transmitted on
Facebook enabling those members unable to attend in person to join in the worship. On
Thursdays we have a time of prayer to pray for the mission of the church followed by a
midweek service. Members are visited regularly, especially the sick and those who are
unable to attend for whatever reason. Holy Communion can be celebrated in their homes if
they so wish.

Once a month we have 2 Bible Study sessions — 1 is held at the church while the second, on
the same topic, is on Zoom. This enables access to anybody who wishes to learn and join in
the discussions.

We have been especially pleased this year to host 2 special services. Firstly the Valedictory
service for the students completing their courses at the Cardiff Baptist College, and secondly
a European Prayer Mission organised by a Korean Church when the church, which can
accommodate 850, people was almost full. Following this success they hope to return in
2025.



Weekdays offer a variety of different activities for members and friends.

One Monday every month the Book Club meet, usually in a local restaurant, to discuss a
chosen book and to socialise.

Our Tuesday afternoon meeting (previously a gathering of the sisterhood) is now called
‘Gymdeithas am DDau ‘ and includes the gentlemen of the church. The meeting begins with
a short time of worship followed by a talk by a guest speaker. Following the meeting tea is
provided giving the opportunity for socialising and chatting. This year the ladies of the group
have been involved in two knitting projects — knitting squares to make blankets for the
homeless or needy and knitting Chick Easter egg covers to raise money for Velindre Cancer
Hospital in Cardiff. Annually a fair is arranged in December to raise funds for a charity or
good cause.

Tuesday evening is our time for meeting less formally but in organised activities. These
include talks by guest speakers, musical evenings, celebratory meals, skittles evenings, etc. a
yearly Mystery Tour arranged by members and a charity fund raising Strawberry tea.

On Wednesdays we have a once monthly coffee morning either in the home of a member or
alternatively on Zoom. Any money raised at these meetings is donated to a chosen charity.
This year the money was donated to the joint venture between The Baptist Union of Wales
and Christian Aid called “Talents of Hope” raising money for their work giving training and
support to the people of Zimbabwe.

On alternate months we have a Saturday morning organ recital which is open to the public.

The church is used regularly by Hijinx(a group of less able youngsters) for their Youth Club
and U3A for their dancing group. Street Pastors use the church as their base on Fridays and
Saturday evenings.

The city centre location makes the church an ideal venue for concerts and performances of
all kinds. This year we have hosted a range of choral groups, a theatre group, organ and
piano recitals, the vestry has been used as a Green Room for film companies and the BBC
has recoded services and programmes in the church.

Our Warm Space for the homeless or those wanting company or warmth continues to go
from strength to strength. Hot meals, fresh fruit and cakes are provided for up to 70 people
on Wednesday and Sunday lunchtimes. On Saturday mornings we are open for coffee/tea
and cake or biscuits. These times enable our visitors to sit and chat, have a free meal, take
part in activities or just sit and relax. Some clothes donated by our volunteers are available
when needed.

During our October school half term a new venture called Tabwyl was launched — a holiday
club for those in year 6 at school. During the sessions children took part in craft activities,
games, bible stories etc. Its success has encouraged us to continue with the venture and we
hope that numbers will increase next year as more parents take advantage of free activities
for their children during the school holiday.



As a church we are twinned with Sefika Church in Maseru, Lesotho. Through this we have
developed a strong friendship with different organisations in Maseru. A donation is sent
yearly to support the work of these organisations. We see this work as an opportunity to
demonstrate the love of God in other parts of the world less fortunate than ourselves.

We have shown our support to others with donations to Christian Aid, BMS World Mission,
Bible Society, Operation Agri and the above mentioned joint appeal by Baptist Union of
Wales/Christian Aid for Zimbabwe.

During the year a considerable sum of money was spent on remedial works and
improvements. The installation of a new boiler was finally complete and later in the year the
roof on the South side of the building had to be replaced. The final cost for these projects
was £108.000. Moving forward into the digital age it was decided to purchase 2 large
screens to replace the projector and screen used in the past. These are on movable stands
so can be used in all parts of the building. A digital monitor has been installed in the
noticeboard outside the church making it easier to keep information up to date and draw
the attention of people passing by to the activities within the church. The graveyard at the
rear of the church was cleared and covered in gravel making it easier to keep clean and tidy
in the future. The greenery around this area was trimmed by volunteers under the
supervision of the Probation service.

Tabernacl is an old building requiring constant remedial work and the Grade II* listing
requires the use of specified materials which are usually more expensive. We continue to
hope that members will be as generous in their giving as always, so that we can keep the
building a safe and comfortable place for worshipping.



Financial Review

Total receipts on restricted funds were £132,609 which included donations from members in
their weekly offerings, one-off gifts to the church, a bequest, repayment of VAT on work
carried out during the year, gift aid and interest on investments. Restricted funds of £18,103
were received. Both figures are detailed in the financial statement

Fund raising and hiring out of the church premises has brought in extra income.

Gift Aid generates a welcome sum and all members are encouraged to participate in this
scheme.

Interest remained at a high rate for the year providing a good return on our investments.
Considerable costs were incurred this year to pay for the new boiler and for re-roofing the
South side of the church. Fortunately we were able to claim back VAT on most of these costs
through the Listed Places of Worship scheme.

Funds collected for various charities and appeals has remained on a par with previous years
and for this we are very grateful.

Ministerial costs (half time) amounted to £24,744 which includes stipend, tax, pension and
expenses.

We have 3 reserve funds

Cronfa Fugeiliol — a fund set up by the deacons many years ago to ensure that there would
be money available to pay the minister if weekly offerings did not meet the needs.

Cronfa Cymunroddion — this is made up of bequests to the church. This money has been set
aside to pay for ministerial accommodation if the need arises.

Cronfa Cyffredinol/Gwelliannau/Organ — this is money built up over time when the
membership was higher and weekly giving was greater. Withdrawals are made from this
fund for general maintenance and improvements. Part of the restricted organ fund is
included in this fund. This money has been collected over several years and earmarked for
any major work required on the organ in future.

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Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr Annual Report 2023

Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr is a Grade II* listed City Centre Church. Services are
conducted in the Welsh language. The governing body which meets once a month
consists of the minister, 2 joint secretaries, treasurer, 2 financial secretaries and 10
other trustees. The year started with 151 members. There were 7 deaths during the
year and 4 others transferred their membership to churches closer to their homes. 1
person was baptised thus ending the year with a membership of 141.

The church is committed to helping us to worship God, proclaim the Gospel and
demonstrate the love of God in our everyday life, in Cardiff, Wales and the World.
Most members are Welsh speaking but anybody who wishes to attend are always
made very welcome. We welcome many foreign visitors from all parts of the world
who drop in and worship with us while in the city on vacation or on business. The
Church is a member of Cytun (churches together). This group includes the Church in
Wales, Roman Catholics and other Nonconformist churches in the city. This gives us
the opportunity, not only to hold interdenominational services, but also to meet
socially to discuss and exchange ideas and to learn more about different faiths.

Sunday services are held in the morning and evening with Sunday School held after
the morning service. On the first Sunday of the month a session of contemplative
prayer takes place before the morning service and similarly after the evening service
on the third Sunday of the month. On Thursday we have a time of prayer to pray for
the mission of the church followed by a midweek service. Sunday services are
transmitted on Facebook enabling those members unable to attend in person to join
in the worship.

Members are visited regularly, especially those who are unable to attend for
whatever reason. Holy Communion can be celebrated in their homes if they so wish.

Our Sisterhood meetings on Tuesday have benefitted from the inclusion of the
gentlemen of the church and is now known as’ Cymdeithas am DDau’. Not only has
this boosted the numbers present but we have been able to enjoy their input and
company.On Tuesday evenings we have a more social evening open to anybody
who wishes to attend. In each case there will be an invited speaker, with a time of
worship at the beginning and end.

The church is used frequently for other events and purposes. It is used regularly by
Hijinx(a group of less able youngsters) for their Youth Club and U3A for their dancing
group. Street Pastors use the church as their base on Friday and Saturday evenings.
Unfortunately the majority of our members are ageing and don'’t feel safe to
volunteer on the streets late at night but we are fully supportive of the good work
they do in keeping people safe.

The city centre location makes the church an ideal venue for concerts and
performances of all kinds, and many choirs and organisations have made use of the
building during the year.



At the end of 2022 we opened our vestry as a warm space for the homeless or those
that wanted company or warmth. This venture has gone from strength to strength
and since the beginning of 2023 we have been providing hot meals, fresh fruit and
cakes for up to 70 people on a Wednesday and Sunday lunchtime. On a Saturday
morning we are open for coffee/tea, sandwiches and cake. These times enable our
visitors to sit and chat, have a free meal, take part in activities, or just sit and relax.
They can also avail themselves of any clothes donated by our volunteers who turn in
to prepare and serve. During February/March we had a special appeal for donations
to finance this venture. At that time the Cooperative bank matched each contribution
of £250 or less, enabling us to double the amount raised within the church

Every alternate month we have an organ recital at the church which is open to the
public.

As a church we are twinned with Sefika Church in Maseru, Lesotho. Through this
we have developed a strong friendship with different organisations in Maseru. A
donation is sent yearly to support the work of these organisations. We see this work
as an opportunity to demonstrate the love of God in other parts of the world less
fortunate than ourselves.

We have also shown our support with donations to Christian Aid, Morocco/Libya
appeal, Turkey/Syria Appeal, BMS, PAPYRUS, Bible Society and other local
charities. Contributions for good causes have remained good despite the rise in the
cost of living.

After much discussion and many different investigations it was decided that we
would replace our 30 year old boiler with another gas boiler at a cost of £43,000. The
boiler was installed towards the end of 2023 but work was not completed until the
first part of 2024. This meant that there was no big expenditure on the church fabric
during 2023. This will mean higher costs in 2024 as we now need to replace the
roofing on the South side of the building.

Tabernacl is an old building requiring constant remedial work. The stonework of the
church, which was built in 1865, is beginning to show its age and will require
attention regularly to prevent further deterioration. We continue to hope that
members will be as generous in their giving as always, so that we can make the
building a better place for worshipping.



Financial Review

Total receipts on unrestricted funds were £103,000 while restricted funds of £23,000
were received. Both figures are detailed in the financial statement. Most of the
income was from individual donations, either in the weekly offering or one-off gifts to
the church.

Fund raising and hiring out of the premises has brought in extra income.

Gift Aid generates a welcome sum and all members are encouraged to participate in
this scheme.

Interest rates were considerably higher this year providing a good return on our
investments.

Despite the increases in the cost of living, funds collected for various charities and
appeals has remained on a par with previous years and for this we are very grateful.

Ministerial costs amounted to £22,700 which includes stipend, tax, pension and
expenses.

We have 3 reserve funds

Cronfa Fugeiliol — a fund set up by the deacons many years ago to ensure that there
would be money available to pay the minister if weekly offerings did not meet the
needs.

Cronfa Cymunroddion — this is made up of bequests to the church. This money has
been set aside to pay for ministerial accommodation if the need arises.

Cronfa Cyffredinol/Gwelliannau — this is money built up over time when the
membership was higher and weekly giving was greater. Withdrawals are made from
this fund for general maintenance and improvements. However, we have not needed
to make any withdrawals from this fund during 2023. At present part of the restricted
organ fund is included in this fund. This money has been collected over several
years and earmarked for any major work required on the organ in future.

Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr is a Grade II* listed Cardiff City Centre Church. Services are
conducted in the Welsh language. At the beginning of the year the governing body consisted
of 2 joint secretaries, treasurer, 2 financial secretaries and 10 other deacons. In September a
new part time minister was inducted into the church and became part of our governing
body. The year started with 153 members. There were 5 deaths during the year, but 3 new
members were accepted into the church thus ending the year with a membership of 151.

Following the retirement of our former minister in January 2021, we were left without a
minister. During this time the pulpit was ably filled by deacons of the church, visiting
ministers and groups of members in particular areas getting together to prepare services.
We continue to follow the previous pattern for the Sundays when the minister is not
preaching. No services have been lost through lack of someone to fill the pulpit.

Following discussions by the Trustees, in February it was decided that we would approach
the Rev. Dr. Rosa Hunt (who had been one of our visiting ministers) to see if she would be
interested in being our new part-time minister. She was at that time part time at another
Baptist Church. She is also part time joint Principal of the Baptist College in Cardiff.
Fortunately for us, after an informal gathering and prayer on both sides, the call was
accepted and her ministry started at the church in September. We thank God that Rosa has
been led to Tabernacl. Together we will share happy times and sad times, we will succeed in
some things but fail in others, but together we can face the challenges of the future in the
church.

The church is committed to helping us to worship God, proclaim the Gospel and
demonstrate the love of God in our everyday life, in Cardiff, Wales and the World. Most
members are Welsh speaking but anybody who wishes to attend are always made welcome.

Already we are feeling the influence of the new minister with the introduction of two new
aspects of worshipping - two sessions a month of contemplative prayer and a prayer
session every Thursday evening to pray for the mission of the church. Both have been very
successful and have been adopted as an integral part of our worship.

Throughout this year we have held morning and evening services every Sunday, and
attendance is now similar to before the Covid lockdown. In fact, most Sunday evening
attendances have improved since Covid. During the year new equipment was purchased for
transmitting services live on Facebook and this has greatly enhanced the quality of our
streaming and the satisfaction of those members still not able to attend in person.

During the year it was decided to change the day of what was our Sisterhood meetings and
to invite the gentlemen of the church to join in with the activities. This has boosted our
numbers and enjoyed their input and their company.

The use of the church by other groups has increased this year. It is used regularly by Hijinx, (
a group of less able youngster for their youth club) and U3A for their dance group. Street
Pastors still use the church as their base on Friday evenings and on Saturdays when they can
get enough volunteers. Unfortunately, the majority of our members are ageing and don’t



feel safe to volunteer out on the streets late at night. Other hirings have been on a one off
basis, but there have been several concerts and events attracting many visitors to the
church.

Another new venture for the church has been the opening of the vestry as a warm space for
the homeless or those that want company and warmth. Here they are able to sit and chat,
have a free meal, take part in activities, or just sit and relax. This has now incorporated the
previous Sunday afternoon tea for the homeless and the Saturday morning coffee. This is
going from strength to strength and in 2023 we will be opening on a Wednesday lunchtime
serving a hot meal. There are also some clothes given out when needed. Due to our
readiness to open the warm spaces centre for hot meals we received a grant from Cardiff
Third Sector Council to buy a new cooker and a further grant for buying food and other
equipment.

As a church we are twinned with Sefika Church in Maseru, Lesotho, and through his have
developed a strong friendship with different organisations in Maseru. This year our
collection for Lesotho has been less and because of the difficulties they have experienced
with schooling over there our sponsorship of youngsters has been of less importance to
them. We see this work as an opportunity to demonstrate the love of God in other parts of
the world less fortunate than ourselves.

We have also shown our support with donations to Christian Aid, Pakistan Appeal ,Ukraine,
BMS, Bible Society, etc and contributions to good causes have remained good despite the
rise in the cost of living.

There has been no major project at the church this year but there will have to be big
expenditure in the new Year. Our gas central heating boiler is over 30 years old and is how
obsolete so there are no spare parts available should it need repairing. At present we are
looking at alternative methods of heating but no decision has been made as yet. Whatever
the final decision the expenditure will be high. Tabernacl is an old building so we need to
install insulation so that we can avoid too much loss of heat in this day and age of high
energy costs. We hope that members will be as generous in their giving as always so that we
can make the building a better place for worshipping.

Total receipts on unrestricted funds were £76,248 while restricted funds of £22,554 were
received. Both figures are detailed in the Financial statement. Most of the income was from
individual donations, either as their weekly offering or one- off gifts to the church. Fund
raising events and hiring out of the premises has improved this year and brought in extra
income. Gift aid generates a welcome sum and all members are encourages to participate in
this scheme. A small sum of money was transferred from a savings account into our general
account.

Despite the increase in the cost of living, funds collected for various charities and good
causes has remained on a par with previous years and for this we are very grateful.

There has been no major project at the church this year but we still await the final bill from
the builder for the project completed in 2021 with the provision of a ramp and improved
toilets for the less able.

Ministerial costs increased considerably with the induction of a new minister. However, our
contribution to the deficit in the Baptist Pension Fund has reduced to £1 a month.

Cronfa Fugeiliol - a fund set p by the deacons many years ago to ensure that there would be
money available to pay the minister if weekly offerings did not meet the needs.

Tabernacl Eglwys y Bedyddwyr is a Grade II* listed City Centre Church. Services are
conducted in the Welsh language. At the beginning of the year the governing body consisted
of the minister, 2 joint secretaries, treasurer, 2 financial secretaries and 11 other deacons. At
the end of January, the minister retired. We lost 2 deacons during the year (1 resignation and
1 by default through lack of attendance) but 3 new deacons were elected to replace them in
October. The year started with 155 members. There were 2 deaths during the year but no
new members were accepted into the church thus ending the year with a membership of
153.

Following the retirement of our minister after 30 years’ service, the need arose to seek a new
minister to take his place. Unfortunately, there were no suitable candidates forthcoming, but
our search is ongoing and hopes are high that we will eventually be successful. During this
time the pulpit has been ably filled by deacons of the church, visiting ministers and groups of
members in a particular area getting together to prepare a service. No services have been
lost through lack of someone to fill the pulpit.

The church is committed to helping us to worship God, proclaim the Gospel and demonstrate
the love of God in our everyday life, in Cardiff, Wales and the World. Most members are
Welsh speaking but anybody who wishes to attend are always made welcome.

For the first half of the year services were in the morning only due to the pandemic but in
July it was decided that we would revert to our usual routine of two services every Sunday.
Numbers present were still not as high as pre-pandemic but hopefully this will improve in
future as more elderly people deem it safe to return. Again, this year services have been
transmitted live from the church on Facebook, shown on You Tube so that those not able to
attend can receive the service in some format at a time convenient for them. We continue to
hold some meetings on Zoom but as far as possible meetings are now held face-to-face.

Sisterhood meetings and our Tuesday social meetings restarted in September but have now
been timetabled for once a month throughout the year rather than every week for 6 months
of the year during school term time. This has been a successful experiment so it has been
decided to continue with this format in the future.

In normal times the church is used frequently for other events and purposes by church
members and by the general public. However, usage has not yet reached its pre-pandemic
levels, but hopefully this will improve as we move forward following the pandemic.

Sunday afternoon tea for the homeless has not restarted due to a lack of volunteers but it is
hoped that these problems can be overcome in the new year. In the meantime, a donation
has been made to a local charity caring for the homeless. Similarly, the coffee morning on
Saturdays where we normally donate the proceeds to various charities, we support have
been unable to recommence through lack of volunteers and illness. Coffee mornings are
still held on Zoom so enabling those confined to their homes for whatever reason to have
social contact with other members of the congregation.



Hijinx (a group of disabled youngsters who get together once a week for various activities)
and Street Pastors have returned to pre-pandemic routines and use the church regularly on
Wednesday evenings and Friday/ Saturday evenings respectively, though they too are finding
it difficult to get enough volunteers.

During the year our two Bible study groups have continued to meet regularly on Zoom. Not
only did it avoid exposure to Covid but it also took away the problems associated with
reaching the church through barriers erected to prevent city Centre acts of terrorism.
Towards the end of the year the youngsters from these groups were able to carry out their
yearly visit to the Welsh Chapel in Castle Street, London where they prepare and deliver the
Sunday morning service.

As a church we are twinned with Sefika Church in Maseru, Lesotho, and through this have
developed a strong friendship with different organisations in Maseru. Over the past years we
have raised considerable sums of money, enabling the building and equipping of a clinic,
sponsoring several children’s education, contributing to a ‘help to grow’ scheme and funding
PPE for school children. We see this as our opportunity to demonstrate the love of God in
other parts of the world less fortunate than ourselves. Throughout this difficult year we have
continued our support of organisations in Maseru, Lesotho, BMS, Bible Society, Christian Aid,
etc and contributions to the good causes have remained similar to those of previous years.

During the year the project of providing an access ramp and refurbishment of toilets for the
disabled was completed. Having been in the planning phase for such a long time it was very
satisfying to see it come to fruition. These additions will make the building easier for use by
wheelchair users on any occasion. The Gents toilet had been housed in an outside building
for many years and was in need of complete refurbishment and renovation. Because of its
condition, outside situation and costs involved, it was decided to demolish this building
rather than renovate and gentlemen would make use of the facilities already provided in the
building. This brought to an end the big project which had been in the pipeline for many
years. Unfortunately, it was discovered during these works that the drains were in need of
attention and there was an extra cost of approximately £20,000.

The stonework of the church, which was built in 1865, is beginning to show its age and will
require attention regularly to prevent further deterioration. The central heating boiler is old
and no parts would be available if it ceased to function so finding a new system of heating
will be our project for the coming year.



Financial Review

Total receipts on unrestricted funds were £176,249 while restricted funds of £16,571 were
received. Both figures are detailed in the Financial Statement. Most of the income was from
individual donations, either as their weekly offering or one-off gifts to the church. Included is
a bequest of £50,000 from one of our members. Fund raising events and hiring out of the
premises has been curtailed again this year which would have brought in extra income.

The balance on the building project came to £156,329. This was higher than anticipated as
work was required on the drains beneath the building. There will be a small amount to pay in
the next financial year as a percentage of the overall cost retained for one year from
completion of the project to put right any work deemed to be of an unsatisfactory standard.
Fortunately, we secured some grant funding and are able to reclaim VAT on some of these
costs.

Ministerial costs were greatly reduced this year as we were without a minister for most of
the year but our payment towards the deficit in the Baptist Pension Fund remains.

We have 3 reserve funds

Cronfa Fugeiliol — a fund set up by the deacons many years ago to ensure that there would
be money to pay the minister if weekly offerings did not meet the needs.

Cronfa Cymunroddion — this is made up of bequests. This has been set aside to pay for
ministerial accommodation if the need arises to buy or rent a property.

Cronfa Cyffredinol/Gwelliannau — this is money built up over time when the membership
was higher and weekly giving was greater. Withdrawals can be made from this fund for
general maintenance and improvements. At present part of the restricted organ fund is
included in this fund. This money has been collected over several years and earmarked for
any major work required on the organ in future.

During the year a total of £70,000 has been withdrawn from this fund to pay for the building
project. It could also be required to pay off the pension deficit of an estimated £60,000 if we

are unsuccessful in employing a new minister who is in the Baptist Pension Scheme.
