Main Activities

Over the past 12 months, our organisation has acted as a critical architect for socia harmony across the Borough. In an
increasingly complex socia landscape, we have been at the front lines of conflict resolution and cultural mediation,
proactively resolving misunderstandings before they can divide our neighbourhoods. We don't just "bring people
together" - we create aresilient, unified front that transcends ethnic, religious, and social boundaries.

This year, our influence reached a new zenith as our membership surged to over 50 Faith, Cultural, and Community
Groups. This powerful coalition represents a collective heartbeat of tens of thousands of residents, all united by a
singular, unwavering mandate: to protect and promote 'Unity within the Community. By leveraging this
unprecedented network, we ensure that help reaches the most vulnerable, proving that our diversity is not just a
characteristic of our town, but its greatest strength.

Below isasummary of our major activities during these past 12 months:

The Gold Standard of Service: TheKing's Award for Voluntary Service (KAVS)

We are profoundly honoured to announce that our organisation has been' bestowed the 'King's Award for Voluntary
Service (KAVYS)', the highest accolade a voluntary group can receive in the UK. This prestigious recognition serves as a
definitive validation of our mission to weave a stronger socia fabric across Telford and Wrekin. The award highlights
the extraordinary dedication of our volunteers, who serve as the heartbeat of our operations-from the interfaith teams
delivering 150,000 medls to those leading Equality, Diversity, and Inclusion workshops for over 1,000 local students.
This "MBE for volunteer groups' reflects the tireless hours spent by our members in bridging culturd divides and
ensuring that no resident, regardless of their background, is left behind in times of crisis.

The true impact of our organisation, however, is measured not just in awards, but in the visible transformation of our
community's resilience. By mobilizing over 40 diverse faith and community groups under a single banner of unity, we
have created a rapid-response network capable of tackling systemic issues like food poverty and socia isolation with
unprecedented scale. Whether it is the 50,000 people brought together through our multicultura festivals or the 2,000+
children reached by our Interfaith Santa, our volunteers prove daily that diversity is our greatest strength. This award
belongs to every individual who gave their time to turn "misunderstanding” into "membership," proving that a united
community is a sustainable one.

Crigis Intervention: Out-of-Hours Emergency Food Service

In response to the escalating cost-of-living crisis, our emergency food provision has become a critical lifeline. Supported
by Telford and Wrekin Council and a network of generous donors, we reached over 10,000 residents this year.

-Logistical Excellence : We managed a complex system of collections and deliveries to ensure accessibility for all.

-Total Impact: Distributed 8,857 emergency parcels, providing astaggering 149,985 mealsto thosein acute need.
Education and Community Cohesion

We believe that long-term unity is built through education and shared experience. Our engagement strategy targets both
the next generation and the wider public:

-The Next Generation: We delivered Equality, Diversity, and Inclusion (EDI) workshops to over 1,000 students in
primary and secondary schools, fostering empathy and understanding in our future leaders.

-Mass Participation: In collaboration with partners like the RAF Museum Midlands, the loca Borough Council, and
local community groups, we hosted a number of major events throughout the year, including; The Telford Carnival,
Black History Month, the RAF Museum Midlands, and The Multi-Cultural Lights Festival. These celebrations sav a
combined attendance of over 50,000 people, strengthening regional identity and bringing people of al backgrounds and
ages together in celebration of ou r diverse communities.

-Essential Services: We leveraged our Community Hub to host the NHS and Citizens Advice (CAB), providing
localised accessto blood pressure monitoring, vaccinations, police surgeries, and legal support.

Building Resilience: Budgeting and Cooking Cour ses
To address the root causes of financia hardship, we provided residents with the tools for self-sufficiency.

-Skillsfor Life: Our Hub hosted intensive courses on debt management and low-cost and healthy cooking.

-Early Intervention: A strategic partnership focused on NEET youth (those not in education, employment, or training)
helped young people gain vital financid literacy early, preventing future cycles of poverty.

Seasonal I ntervention: The Mobile Santa Grotto

Our flagship seasonal project reached another milestone this year, engaging 2,000+ children through our unique Mobile
Grotto. This interfaith initiative - delivered in partnership with Balfour Beatty and local authorities - is a vitd tool for
socia inclusion during the festive period. This year, our impact was measured by more than just smiles; we provided
over 1,220 gifts and selection boxes specifically targeting families in deep financial uncertainty. By ensuring that so
many of the borough's most vulnerable children received a significant gift, we successfully mitigated the emotional
impact of poverty during atime of y ear when socia isolation is most felt.

An'Interfaith Christmas': Unity in Action

While most were at home, over 50 dedicated volunteers from the diverse faith communities of the T&W Interfaith
Council spent their Christmas Day in service of the vulnerable. Together, we prepared and delivered 250+ hot,
nutritious Christmas meals to homeless shelters, isolated elderly residents, and families in crisis across the Borough.
Beyond deliveries, our Community Hub opened its doors for a flagship sit-down dinner, ensuring that no one had to
spend the day in londliness. This project is the ultimate expression of our mission: individuals from al backgrounds
coming together to provide dignity, warmth, and a'holiday smil€' to those in the greatest need.

The'Easter Smile’ Campaign: Five Y ears of Community Kindness

Now in its landmark fifth year, our 'Easter Smile' campaign has become a symbol of hope and community spirit across
the borough. Driven by the Board of Trustees and fueled by an outpouring of public generosity, we successfully
collected and distributed over 650 Easter Eggs to vulnerable children and struggling families. This project transcends a
simple gift; it is about ensuring that every child, regardless of their family's financial circumstances, feels the joy of the
season. The success of this campaign is a testament to the trust the public places in our organisation to deliver direct,
heartfelt impact where it is needed most.

REFERENCE AND ADMINISTRATIVE DETAILS

Main Activities

During the past 12 months we have been able to continue to support the local communities in resolving issues relating to
cultural differences and misunderstandings, and bringing people together to help those in need irrespective of their
backgrounds. Our membership has grown to over forty Faith, Cultural, and Community Groups, who have the same goal
of continuing our efforts of keeping 'Unity' with the 'Community'.

Below is a summary of our major activities during these past 12 months:

Building Purchase of 19 New Street

After many years of renting out the property in Wellington, we have been able to purchase the building. This means that
we can be secure in delivering much needed services to our local community for many years to come. Over the years we
have received a number of grants that have helped us transform the building from a commercial shoe shop to a fully
functioning community hub. The community hub is utilised by many community groups and organisations, and is also a
designated 'Safe Space' for vulnerable people. We also provide shower facilities to the homeless community, working
with many other amazing organisations to help those in the greatest of need. Most of our activities below are run from
our Community Hub, and will now continue into the future.

Out of Hours Emergency Food Service

During the past year we continues to provide Emergency Food Parcels to families and individuals in need. These
continue to be a mix of collections and deliveries. Our on-going grant from Telford and Wrekin Council allowed us to
continue our Out of Hours service,

We have also received donations of food and goods from multiple donors which have helped us support over 10,000
residents within the Telford and Wrekin Borough.

During this past 12 months we have delivered the following:

8,866 Emergency Food Parcels distributed

132,990 meals provided

Community Engagement

During the previous 12 months, we have had the pleasure of working with many groups to help bring diversity and
inclusion to all members of the community.

We work with organisations such as the NHS and local authorities to bring different projects into the local town,
including Blood Pressure Monitoring, Vaccines, CAB, and other services.

We have been able to go into local primary and secondary Schools during the past 12 months to deliver Equality,
Diversity, and Inclusion workshops to over 1,000 students, to help them to better understand the diverse world around
them.

We were also able to hold several events in collaboration with organisations such as the Telford and Wrekin Council
(putting on a Carnival Event) as well as the RAF Museum in Cosford (Diversity event). Both events were extremely
successful with thousands of visitors to both events.

Budgeting and Cooking Courses
During the financial year we received funding to deliver a budgeting and cooking courses to help families and

individuals better manage their finances and learn how to cook on a budget.. We opened up our Community Hub to
residents around the borough who were struggling with debt, money management or lack of cooking skills.

We also worked with a local organisation working with young people who fit into the NEET category. This
collaboration meant that we could help young people gain these skills early, therefore helping to prevent future issues.

Interfaith Santa

With the support of the Telford and Wrekin Council, Balfour Beatty, and many volunteers we were able to deliver our
Mobile Santa Grotto to the streets of Telford and Wrekin during the weeks leading up to Christmas.

This is now the fourth year that we have been able to bring our Interfaith Father Christmas to the children of the
Borough. Overall, it is estimated that 2,000+ children experienced the Mobile Grotto during Dec 2023.

We also delivered over 1,000 Selection Boxes to vulnerable children during that time.

We were able to provided over 300 presents to children who would otherwise not receive very much or anything at all
due to financial uncertainty that is affecting many families across the borough.

Christmas Day Meals

On Christmas Day 2023, we prepared and delivered hot Christmas meals to over 200 vulnerable adults, many of whom
were placed in homeless shelters around the Telford and Wrekin Borough, as well as elderly individuals,couples, and
families who were struggling. We were also able to hold a sit-down meal at our community Hub for those who wanted
some company on the day. We provided additional treats to add an extra smile to those we served.

Over 50 volunteers from the many communities that make up the T&W Interfaith Council gave up their time on
Christmas day to help prepare, serve, and deliver Christmas meals.

REFERENCE AND ADMINISTRATIVE DETAILS

Main Activities

During the previous 12 months we have been impacted like most by the continued effects of the COVID-19
Pandemic, as well as a Cost-of-Living Crisis. On top of this we also had the impact of the War in Ukraine, and
the refugee movements from Afghanistan, which meant we have added to the services that we had provided
during the previous 12 months.

Below is a summary of our major activities during these past 12 months:

Out of Hours Emergency Food Service

During the past year we have been providing
Emergency Food Parcels to families and individuals in
need. These are a mix of collections and deliveries. We
were able to secure a Grant from Telford and Wrekin
Council to continue our Out of Hours service, including
the purchasing of a Van, which has been used for
delivering emergency food parcels, as well as taking
vulnerable residents to doctors’ appointments,
prescription collections, etc. The grants also enabled us
to purchase racking for our food bank storage, as well
as new shutters at the rear of the building for easier
access for deliveries as well as for additional security.
We have also received donations of food and goods
from multiple donors which have assisted over 10,000
residents within the Telford and Wrekin Borough.

During this past 12 months we have delivered the following:
11,232 Emergency Food Parcels distributed throughout the Telford and Wrekin Borough
134,784 meals provided (we provide between 4-7 days’ worth of food per person)

Afghanistan Refugee Support
The UK formally opened the Afghan Citizens Resettlement Scheme (ACRS) on 6 January 2022.

The scheme prioritised:

o those who have assisted the UK efforts in Afghanistan and stood up for values such as democracy,
women’s rights, freedom of speech, and rule of law

e vulnerable people, including women and girls at risk, and members of minority groups at risk
(including ethnic and religious minorities and LGBT+)

The Telford and Wrekin Interfaith Council were asked to assist the local council with the delicate project of
assisting Afghanistan Refugees who had been temporarily housed in accommodation with the borough. Most of
the refugees came into the UK with nothing except the clothes on their backs. We led a campaign to collect
donations of clothes, shoes, and children’s toys, to assist in welcoming them into the UK. We also engaged with
language interpretation, religious worship (including donation of prayer mats), and tension facilitation. We were
also engaged with ensuring families were able to get to GP and dental appointments, as well as a trip out of the
borough.

Ukraine Support Relief
On February 24, 2022, Russia launched a military operation in Ukraine.

The conflict forced more than 14 million people to leave their homes — that’s more than a quarter of Ukraine’s
entire population.

More than 6 million people remain displaced within Ukraine and an estimated 7.7 million are now living as
refugees across Europe. Older people, people with disabilities and people with a lack of economic resources are
the most affected.

It was determined very quickly that this conflict was going to cause huge humanitarian crisis

for the people of Ukraine. Our Polish members of the Interfaith Council approached us for

assistance as they wanted to collect donations and send them across to Poland so that they could help the
refugees fleeing the conflict.

As an interfaith council we were able to offer our storage facilities for free to allow as a drop off and sorting
location for the Ukrainian relief project in Telford, as well as bringing together all the communities of the
Interfaith Council to make donations. We were also able to promote through all our social media outlets.

In total 12 articulated lorries full of food, clothes, toys, toiletries, and other essential items we delivered through
this local campaign and the contributions have helped 1,000s of refugees who fled into Poland.

The Interfaith Council has also been supporting the local Borough Council with painting, decorating, and small
repairs to properties to allow refugees to settle into accommodation quickly within the Telford and Wrekin

Borough.

Community Hub Opening

In June 2021 we received a grant to assist us in upgraded the
building that we started renting to enable it to be used by the
community. This included redesigning the downstairs of the
= VIR building to add additional meeting and community rooms, as
i — - well as a downstairs toilet. To upgrade the electrics downstairs

Mobile Santa Grotto

With the support of the Telford and Wrekin Council, Balfour Beatty, and
many volunteers we were able to run a Mobile Santa Grotto around the
streets of Telford and Wrekin for the two weeks leading up to Christmas.
We wanted to continue the success of the previous year and bring our
Interfaith Father Christmas to the children of the Borough. Overall, it is
estimated that 5,000+ children experienced the Mobile Grotto. We also
delivered over 1,000 Selection Boxes to vulnerable children during that
time. We also gave over 500 children’s Christmas Presents out to the most
vulnerable families who required food parcels over the Christmas Period.

On Christmas Day 2021 we teamed up with The Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints and KIP@Manninplace for the
second year running to help deliver hot Christmas meals to over
150 vulnerable adults, many of whom were placed in homeless
shelters around the Telford and Wrekin Borough. We provided
drinks, selection boxes, and sweets to help cheer up those in
need. We also worked with our many members from different
faiths to be able to cover the deliveries of the Christmas meals
around the borough.

It was a truly ‘Interfaith Christmas’, where all came together to
serve those in the greatest need.

Easter Egg Project

During Easter 2022 the Board of Trustees wanted to
do something extra for the local community,
including vulnerable families and individuals, as
well as showing support to our Emergency Services
who have worked tirelessly throughout the Covid-19
Pandemic.

As a result of public support and donations, we were
able to deliver over 1,800 Easter Eggs to vulnerable
individuals and families across the borough as well
as to Children of Emergency Services Personnel.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland' and the Charities Act 2011.

Income
