Most of this period was spent
recommissioning the hall after it had
been closed for a prolonged period of
time during the COVID-19
lockdowns, getting the heating and
plumbing back online, etc. We also
got together groups of volunteers
from the local community to help with
redecoration and cleaning.

We were then in a position to begin
reaching back out to previous hirers,
which allowed classes that had
stopped over lockdown (exercise
classes, musical theatre societies,
parent and toddler social groups,
etc), as well as reach out to new
prospective hirers.
