Summary of the main achievements and benefits during the year:

This is We Are Humans (WAH) charity's second annual report. During the year
under review, we consolidated the progress made in the previous year and worked to
make the organization more robust and adaptable. Responsibility for the various
defined functions performed within WAH, e.g., collection of food surpluses, storage,
co-ordination of volunteers, has been delegated to named volunteers, and each
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project that provides a service to our service users, e.g., Parent’s and Kid’s Breakfast
Club, Community Pantry, is now managed by a named volunteer. Transforming into a
“Matrix Organisation” has created clearly delineated areas of responsibility, more
ownership, less duplication of effort and greater volunteer satisfaction. Trustees also
take part in WAH activities as volunteers, outside of Trustees’ meetings.

In the year under review, our cash inflow increased by 7.4%, and the channels
through which we received this income underwent a significant change. For the
previous year, restricted grants made up 44% of our cash receipts, while this year
we received less than 6% of our income in grants, none of which were restricted.
Increased awareness of what WAH does, through social media and promotional
literature, led to an increase of 79% in donations into our bank account and 93%
in cash donations.

Our costs also rose significantly, by 137%. Just over V3 of the increase can be
accounted for by having made a full year of rent payments for our Base (in the
previous year, we paid rent only for the final 22 months), plus rising utility and
waste disposal costs. The balance of the increase in costs reflects an increased
demand for our services and food price inflation. However, our spending was
more than covered by our income, and our cash reserve increased by 27% and,
at year end, represents slightly over 10 months’ expenditure.

Demand for our services increased over the year and WAH undertook the
following activities in the year to 31st January 2025.

Cooked food, which was distributed to homeless persons in the centre of
Bournemouth on every Saturday and Sunday.

Cooked food served to homeless persons at our café in Boscombe on every
Monday evening.

Provided a free pensioners' lunch every Tuesday.

Provided a free children's breakfast on school days. This breakfast is served
inside at a table if the child is accompanied by a parent/guardian, or as a
packed breakfast to be taken away if not accompanied. We know from
asking that most of the children using this service would be going to school
without breakfast if it was not provided by WAH.

» Ran our free Community Café every Saturday afternoon and
Tuesday afternoon where attendees can have a hot drink and food, play
board games or just chat.

Opened our free food pantry where attendees can select a limited quantity of
food. This is held once per week on every Thursday throughout the year.
Stored food and clothing etc., to be used for those in poverty.

Stored laundered sleeping bags that are swapped with homeless persons' wet
sleeping bags.

Stored insulated Sleep Pods that are provided on loan to homeless
persons as required.

Gave signposting advice to assist in finding accommodation, employment and
to break a substance dependency habit.

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During the year, we had an average of 800 interactions per week with our service users,
which represents a roughly 30% increase, year on year.

Additionally, we allow two other charities to use our Base, at times when it is not in
use by WAH, after they lost their former homes; one charity is concerned with
promoting diversity and inclusion, and the other is a men’s mental health charity.
We are also in discussions with a third charity, who want to use our Base to run
twice monthly sessions for financial outreach to those in poverty.

Emergency food parcels/welfare packages were also given out during the year.
These are given to persons in immediate desperate need, usually due to a change
in circumstances, who are unable to access immediate help elsewhere. For
example, someone who has just become homeless or someone just discharged
from hospital or prison, without any money and/or without any accommodation.

The trustees confirm that they have complied with their duty in the Charities Act to
have due regard to guidance on public benefit published by the Charity Commission

Policy on reserves: The trustees believe that, in the long term, it is prudent to hold
unrestricted reserves equivalent to 9 months of expenditure. This is because the
trustees recognise that WAH has no regular source of income, and grant funding is
fickle as well as usually providing only ring-fenced funding. It is believed that
unrestricted reserves equivalent to 9 months of expenditure will give the trustees
confidence to continue funding all activities, without putting the charity at financial risk
should there be a downturn in income. The trustees are also confident that WAH will
be able to continue to provide our services, free of charge at the point of need and
without prejudice or judgment.

Future plans: The landlord let WAH move into Base free of charge when the
previous tenant went out of business, and they are now charging us rent,
admittedly at less than the market rate. It suited the landlord to have the property
occupied instead of vacant. Unfortunately, WAH does not have an ongoing right
to occupy the property. Our occupation is under a Tenancy at Will, which means
that the landlord can ask WAH to leave immediately at any time. The landlord has
advised that he intends to sell the property or install a commercial tenant and then
sell the property.

Taking all the factors into consideration and recognizing that the Base has
become a real community hub during our occupation, the trustees decided to
enter into discussions with the landlord in Q3 2024. Initially the approach is with a
view to outright purchase of the Base and, at year end, the negotiations were
progressing well. If we cannot reach a satisfactory conclusion with regards to
buying the Base, we will endeavour to negotiate a long-term lease. In either case,
the Trustees’ aim is to achieve security of tenure by the end of 2025.

Summary of the main achievements and benefits during the year:

We Are Humans (WAH) became a registered charity on 2 February 2023, so this is
the charity’s first annual report. However for over 10 years prior to January 2023

WAH existed as a collection of volunteers undertaking several street feeds each
week for homeless persons, and also helping others in poverty in the Boscombe



area. Food for the street feeds was cooked in the small residential accommodation
occupied by the volunteers and the food was predominantly supplied by the
generosity of these volunteers. This limited the quantity of food that could be
provided, particularly the quantity of cooked food. It also meant that it was not
possible to provide the other services that have been offered since January 2023.

In January 2023 WAH moved into 33 Sea Road Boscombe (Base). Base is an ideal
property for WAH for several reasons, not least its location, which is in the centre of
Boscombe, close to areas of entrenched deprivation (according to Indices of
Deprivation 2019 produced by Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local
Government). Base used to be a small café / restaurant, so it is equipped with a
commercial kitchen, as well as a small dining area. All food, both for street feeds
and on premises eating, is now cooked in this kitchen. It also has a basement which
is used to store food, clothing and sleeping bags etc.

Using the facilities at Base and the additional income that registered charity status
provided, the trustees were able to expand the services offered to homeless persons
and those in financial need. WAH undertook the following activities in the year to
31st January 2024.

Cooked food for street distributions to homeless persons in the centre of

Bournemouth on Saturdays and Sundays throughout the year. 5049 meals served in
total.

Cooked food for street distribution to homeless persons in the centre of Boscombe
(more recently served at Base) on Monday evenings throughout the year. 1319
meals served in total.

Provided a free pensioners’ lunch on Tuesdays starting in March. 1259 meals
served in total.

Provided a free children’s breakfast on school days starting in March. This breakfast
is served inside at a table if the child is accompanied by a parent/guardian, or as a
packed breakfast to be taken away if not accompanied. We know from asking that
most of the children using this service would be going to school without breakfast if it
was not provided by WAH. 3113 breakfasts served in total.

At the beginning of December we started a free ‘warm spaces’ event twice a week
throughout the winter where attendees can have a hot drink or soup, play board
games or just chat.

In September we started a free food pantry where attendees can select a limited
quantity of food. This is held once per week on a Thursday throughout the year.

Storage of food and clothing etc to be used for those in poverty.

Storage of laundered sleeping bags that are swapped with homeless persons’ wet
sleeping bags.

Storage of warm/dry sleeping pods that are lent to homeless persons as required.



Signposting advice to assist in finding accommodation, employment and to break a
substance dependency habit.

Also Citizens Advice asked WAH if they could use Base as an outreach centre for
them to meet with the citizens of Boscombe requiring advice. A total of 397 persons
attended four sessions.

30 emergency food parcels/welfare packages were given out during the year. These
are given to persons in immediate desperate need, usually due to a change in
circumstances, who are unable to access immediate help elsewhere. For example
someone who has just become homeless or someone just discharged from hospital
or prison, without any money and/or without any accommodation to go to.

WAH has recently been given the use of a disused and overgrown garden. It is
intended that this will be cleared and turned into an allotment for growing vegetables
and fruit. This project will be undertaken by local volunteers. The aim is to develop
a sense of community around the allotment, as well as being educational and
providing food for our target beneficiaries. Work to clear the garden is already
underway and it is intended that planting will start in March/April 2024.

Policy on reserves: The trustees believe that long term it is prudent to hold
unrestricted reserves equivalent to 9 months of expenditure. This is because the
trustees recognise that WAH has no regular source of income, and grant funding in
particular is fickle, as well as usually providing only ring fenced funding. It is
believed that unrestricted reserves equivalent to 9 months of expenditure will give
the trustees confidence to continue funding all activities, without putting the charity at
financial risk should there be a downturn in income.

However at the moment WAH is seeking to raise about £100,000 to purchase the
property that we currently occupy (see future plans below). Therefore as well as
applying for specific grants to purchase the property, WAH is also accumulating
funds to be used for the purchase.

Future plans: The landlord let WAH move into Base free of charge when the
previous tenant went out of business. It suited the landlord to have the property
occupied instead of vacant. Unfortunately WAH does not have an ongoing right to
occupy the property. Our occupation is under a Tenancy at Will, which means that
the landlord can ask WAH to leave immediately at any time. The landlord has
advised that he intends to sell the property or install a commercial tenant and then
sell the property. WAH has been advised that once one of these scenarios happens
we will be asked to leave.



As a result WAH has launched an appeal to raise the funds to purchase Base from
the landlord. Funding in the region of £100,000 will be required. This is now the

major focus of all activity outside of providing our regular services to homeless
persons and those in poverty.
