with applicable accounting standards and the new statement of recommended practice "Accounting by
Charities". Income is credited to the financial statements when receivable.

During the year the trustees received investment and other income of f39, 161 as shown in the attached

statements. As a result the charity has been able to make grants of 639,138 to twenty two organisations. .
Qn 31 December 2022 the market value of the investments was K1,139,019.

As all income is to be distributed the reserve policy is to retain sufficient funds to deal with any applications

for which further information has been sought.
