FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 JUNE 2025 

The trustees who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act 2006, present their report with the financial 
statements of the charity for the year ended 30 June 2025. The trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting 
by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial 
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland {FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019). 

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES 
To promote, establish and manage a community theatre, namely the Dylan Thomas Theatre. 

Presentation to the public of Swansea Little Theatre productions. 

To establish and promote theatre in education by the annual hiring to Theatre Na n'Og, various local primary and secondary 
schools, Swansea University and others. Thus enabling young people to visit the theatre and experience high quality theatre in 
education work. Catchment area includes Rhondda Cynon Taf, Neath Port Talbot and City and County of Swansea. 

To encourage and let the theatre to diverse community groups, which include local disabled groups, dance groups and exhibitions. 

In addition to its annual in-house programme, Swansea Little Theatre undertakes outreach programmes with special focus on 
communities that have difficulty accessing 1st class theatre wlthin their area. 

Continue to promote the 'Dylan Thomas Youth Academy for students aged 5 - 18 years to promote and advance theatre 
excellence. 

Public Benefit 
In setting our objectives and planning our objectives our Trustees have given careful consideration to the Charity Commission's 
general guidance on public benefit and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance on advancing the arts. 

The trustess are aware of the detriorating state of the building and had wisely designated funds to a major refurbishment. We are 
granted a new 125 year lease with City and County of Swansea Council and are looking at the future refurbishment requirements. 
We are still dealing with a leaking roof and periodic water ingress on main foyer wall. In the meantime we continued to concentrate 
onindoor refurbishment and 2024 saw the complete overhaul of the box office and the purchase and installation of the new ticket 
booking system. 

ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE 

Swansea Little Theatre is one of the earliest amateur theatre companies in the UK and the first 'LittleTheatre' in Wales. It was 
established in 1924 and Dylan Thomas was an active member until and the latter half of 2024 saw the culmination of our 100th 
Annivecelersary celebatonaas with black tie affair with Russell T Davies as our guest speaker. 

The theatre is now one of the busiest community theatres in Wales used extensively by both amateur and professional companies. 
It also hosts school productions, local dance groups, conferences, exhibitions and workshops. The theatre's wardrobe also provides 
costumes for drama companies.schools, colleges and community groups. 

The theatre is a member of the partnership developing Swansea's Maritime Cultural Quarter.Other partners include The National 
Waterfront Museum, The Dylan Thomas Centre, Swansea Museum and The Mission Gallery. 

The theatre is unique in the facilities it offers to the disabled both as performers and audience with ease of access for wheelchair 
users, both audience and actors. 

We promote and encourage new theatrical directors and writers and offer training on all aspects of theatre and business - stage 
lighting, sound, bar management. office management. graphic.s, publicity, stage management. 

FINANCIAL REVIEW 

Financial position 
The total income of £116, 675 (2024: £109,771) was spent on direct charitable expenditure totalling £111,593 (2024: £96,861) 
resulting in a net surplus of £5,082 (2024: net surplus of £12,910). 

The Statement of Financial Activities reflects the income and expenditure incurred by Swansea Little Theatre in carrying out its role 
in respect of its objectives. The unrestricted funds at 30 June 2025 were £273,162 (2024: £271,301) and the restricted funds 
£82,234 (2024: £79,013).

FUTURE PLANS 
The company continue to negotiate with the Council on the acceptance of the new 125 year lease. This has prolonged the 
preparations for the planned repair and upgrades. We continue to upgrade andimprove our internal technology with a new ticket 
booking system, new membership/web site, doorsecurity system. 

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT 
Governing document 
The organisation is a Charitable Company limited by guarantee, incorporated and registered as a Charity on 22 May 1963. The 
company was established under a Memorandum of Association which established the objects and powers of the Charitable 
Company and is governed under its Articles of Association. In the event of the Company being wound up, members are required to 
contribute an amount not exceeding £ 1. 

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees 
The Directors of the Company are also Charity Trustees for the purposes of Charity Law and, under the Company's Articles are 
known as the Board of Directors. Under the requirements of the Memorandum and Articles of Association the Board of Directors are 
elected to serve for a period of three years after which they must be re-elected at the next Annual General Meeting. 

Organisational structure 
The Swansea Little Theatre has a Board of Directors of up to nine members who meet monthly and areresponsible for the strategic 
direction and policy of the theatre. At present, the Board of Directors hasmembers from a variety of professional backgrounds and 
each board member undertakes an area ofresponsibility relevant to the work of the theatre. 

Risk management 
The Directors continue to review any major risks and are fully up to date with H&S legal requirements. A Director is H&S manager, 
a safe-guarding officer has been appointed, chaperones and DBS checks are up to date. Child protection, DOA, accident reporting 
all maintained.

Restricted funds are funds subject to specific restrictions imposed by donors which have been raised by the charity for 
particular purposes. The aim and use of each restricted fund is set out in the notes to the financial statements. 

Grants 
Grants relating to specific capital expenditure are treated as deferred income which is the credited to the profit and loss 
account over the related asset's life. 

Revenue grants are credited to the profit and loss account in the same period as the expenditure to which they relate.

Cash at bank and cash in hand includes cash and short term highly liquid investments held within a deposit or similar 
account.

The Cory Grant provided funding towards the purchase of fixed assets. The fund is charged with depreciation arising 
thereon. 

During the year there was a transfer to a new restricted fund called Improving and Upgrading Systems.This fund is 
designated to the Theatre's network upgrade and Saito key lock system. The Theatre is continuing to improve and upgrade 
its systems.

The trustees who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act 2006, present their report with 
the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 30 June 2024. The trustees have adopted the provisions of 
Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their 
accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) 
(effective 1 January 2019). 

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES 

To promote, establish and manage a community theatre, namely the Dylan Thomas Theatre. 

Presentation to the public of Swansea Little Theatre productions. 

To establish and promote theatre in education by the annual hiring to Theatre Na n'Og, Skelly Primary, Urdd, Maes Y 
Dderwen School, Swansea University and others. Thus enabling young people to visit the theatre and experience high 
quality theatre in education work. Catchment area includes Rhondda Cynon Taf, Neath Port Talbot and City and County 
of Swansea. 

To encourage and let the theatre to diverse community groups, which include local disabled groups, dance groups and 
exhibitions. 

In addition to its annual in-house programme, Swansea Little Theatre undertakes outreach programmes with special 
focus on communities that have difficulty accessing 1st class theatre within their area. 

Establish the 'Dylan Thomas Youth Academy for students aged 5 - 18 years to promote and advance theatre 
excellence. 

Public Benefit 

In setting our objectives and planning our objectives our Trustees have given careful consideration to the Charity 
Commission's general guidance on public benefit and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance on 
advancing the arts. 

The trustees are aware of the deteriorating state of the building and had wisely designated funds for a major 
refurbishment, we are currently agreeing a new 125 year lease with City and County of Swansea Council.The favourable 
decision was received early 2023 but we then had to cope with two major problems caused by water see page in the 
foyer area. This necessitated an electrical repair and we still have a structural repair to do. 

The Trustees can purse a major upgrade and have decided to designate charity funds to contribute to a major financial 
project. In the year 2024 £174,000 has been designated to the refurbishment of the Box Office, back of the theatre, raise 
the roof and deal with the asbestos problems should they arise. The total expenditure on this project will be significant 
and will rely on additional grant support. 

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE 

Swansea Little Theatre is one of the earliest amateur theatre companies in the U.K. and the first 'Little Theatre' in 
Wales. It was established in 1924 and Dylan Thomas was an active member until 1934. This is our 100th Anniversary 
and a number of celebrations are taking place. 

The theatre is now one of the busiest community theatres in Wales used extensively by both amateur and professional 
companies. It also hosts school productions, local dance groups, conferences, exhibitions and workshops. The theatre's 
wardrobe also provides costumes for drama companies, schools, colleges and community groups. 

The theatre is a member of the partnership developing Swansea's Maritime Cultural Quarter. Other partners include The 
National Waterfront Museum, The Dylan Thomas Centre, Swansea Museum and The Mission Gallery. 

The theatre is unique in the facilities it offers to the disabled both as performers and audience. Not only do we have 
ease of access for wheelchair users but we also have a hearing loop in the auditorium. 

We promote and encourage new theatrical directors and writers and offer training on all aspects of theatre and business 
- stage lighting, sound, bar management, office management, graphics, publicity, stage management. 

We are an active member of The National Operatic and Drama Association (NODA). 

The Theatre is renewing equipment in line with CO2 guidelines and applying for grants for a number of projects.

Financial position

The total income of £108,303 (2023: £81,061) was spent on direct charitable expenditure totalling £95,393 (2023: 
£76,027) resulting in a net surplus of £12,910 (2023: net surplus of £5,034). 

The Statement of Financial Activities reflects the income and expenditure incurred by Swansea Little Theatre in carrying 
out its role in respect of its objectives. The unrestricted funds at 30 June 2024 were £271,301 (2023: £244,255) and the 
restricted funds £79,013 (2023: £93,149). 

FUTURE PLANS 
Against a backdrop of limited resources, the company continue to generate match-funding in order to secure funding for 
Phase 2 improvements to include auditorium upgrades, new dressing rooms, wardrobe and storage. We are also 
looking at funding for replacement auditorium seating and pursuing a joint venture with local artists to renew the outside 
mural, 

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT 

Governing document 

The organisation is a Charitable Company limited by guarantee, incorporated and registered as a Charity on 22 May 
1963. The company was established under a Memorandum of Association which established the objects and powers of 
the Charitable Company and is governed under its Articles of Association. In the event of the Company being wound 
up, members are required to contribute an amount not exceeding £1. 

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees 
The Directors of the Company are also Charity Trustees for the purposes of Charity Law and, under the Company's 
Articles are known as the Board of Directors. Under the requirements of the Memorandum and Articles of Association 
the Board of Directors are elected to serve for a period of three years after which they must be re-elected at the next 
Annual General Meeting. 

Organisational structure 
The Swansea Little Theatre has a Board of Directors of up to nine members who meet monthly and are responsible for 
the strategic direction and policy of the theatre. At present, the Board of Directors has members from a variety of 
professional backgrounds and each board member undertakes an area of responsibility relevant to the work of the 
theatre .. 

Risk management 
The Board of Directors has conducted a review of the major risks to which the theatre is exposed. A risk register has 
been established and is updated at least annually. 

Where appropriate, systems or procedures have been established to mitigate the risks the theatre faces. Procedures 
are in place to ensure compliance with health and safety of volunteers, clients and visitors to the theatre. 

We are in compliance with DBS checks and chaperone training. 

A child protection policy is in place together with facilities in compliance with the Disability Discrimination Act.

The trustees who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act 2006, present their report with the financial

statements of the chaiity for the year ended 30 June 2023. The trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting

by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial

Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
To promote, establish and manage a community theatre, namely the Dylan Thomas Theatre.

Presentation to the public of Swansea Little Theatre productions.

To establish and promote theatre in education by the annual hiring to Theatre Na n' Og, Swansea University, Bridgend College and
others. Thus enabling young people to visit the theatre and experience high quality theatre in education work. Catchment area
includes Rhondda Cynon Taf, Neath Port Talbot and City and County of Swansea.

To encourage and let the theatre to diverse community groups, which include local disabled groups, dance groups and exhibitions.

In addition to its annual in-house programme, Swansea Little Theatre undertakes outreach programmes with special focus on
communities that have difficulty accessing 1st class theatre within their area.

Establish the 'Dylan Thomas Youth Academy for students aged 5 —16 years to promote and advance theatre excellence.

Public Benefit

In setting our objectives and planning our objectives our Trustees have given careful consideration to the Charity Commission's

general guidance on public benefit and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance on advancing the arts. .

Impact of Covid and Cost of Living
As Covid restrictions eased, the charity was able to return to a degree of normality but we still had to cancel one show in August
2022. 2023 saw an increase in income from SLT shows, but the cost of living crisis saw a leap in consumables and services, plus
over f4,000. on new tills and computers and there was a 612,000 overall increase in expenditure in comparison to 2022. Income
has risen by F20,000 to f72,829.

The trustees are aware of the deteriorating state of the building and had wisely designated funds for a major refurbishment, but we
were awaiting the decision of Swansea Council on the extension of our lease before we could proceed. The favourable decision
was received early 2023 but we then had to cope with two major problems caused by water seepage in the foyer area. This
necessitated an electdical repair and we still have a structural repair to do.

The trustees are aware that the theatre will need a major upgrade in the near future and have decided to start to designate charity
funds to contribute to what will inevitably be a major financial project. In the year to June 2022 f150,000 has been designated to the
major refurbishment fund which will be used to refurbish the back of the theatre, raise the roof and deal with asbestos problems
should they arise. The total expenditure on this project will be significant and it will rely on grant support to be achieved.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE
Swansea Little Theatre is one of the earliest amateur theatre companies in the U.K. and the first 'Little Theatre' in Wales. It was
established in 1924 and Dylan Thomas was an active member until 1934. Celebratory plans are in hand for the company's
centenary in 2024.

The theatre is now one of the busiest community theatres in Wales used extensively by both amateur and professional companies.
It also hosts school productions, local dance groups, conferences, exhibitions and workshops. The theatre's wardrobe also provides
costumes for drama companies, schools, colleges and community groups.

The theatre is a member of the partnership developing Swansea's Maritime Cultural Quarter. Other partners include The National
Waterfront Museum, The Dylan Thomas Centre, Swansea Museum, The Attic Gallery and The Mission Gallery.

The theatre is unique in the facilities it offers to the disabled both as performers and audience. Not only do we have ease of access
for wheelchair users but we also have a hearing loop in the auditorium.

We promote and encourage new theatrical directors and writers and offer training on all aspects of theatre and business - stage
lighting, sound, bar management, office management, graphics, publicity, stage management.

We are an active member of The National Operatic and Drama Association (NODA).

The Theatre is renewing equipment in line with CO2 guidelines and applying for grants for a number of projects.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Financial position
The total income of 681,061 (2022; F57,528) was spent on direct charitable expenditure totalling f76,027 (2022: 260,055) resulting
in a net surplus of F5,034 (2022: net deficit of F2,527).

The Statement of Financial Activities reflects the income and expenditure incurred by Swansea Little Theatre in carrying out its role
in respect of its objectives. The unrestricted funds at 30 June 2023 were f244, 255 (2022:F224,839) and the restricted funds
293,149 (2022: F107,531).

FUTURE PLANS
Against a backdrop of limited resources, the company continue to generate match-funding in order to secure funding for Phase 2
improvements to include auditorium upgrades, new dressing rooms, wardrobe and storage. We are also looking at funding for
replacement auditorium seating and pursuing a joint venture with local artists to renew the outside mural,

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Governing document
The organisation is a Charitable Company limited by guarantee, incorporated and registered as a Charity on 22 May 1963. The
company was established under a Memorandum of Association which established the objects and powers of the Charitable
Company and is governed under its Articles of Association. In the event of the Company being wound up, members are required to
contriibute an amount not exceeding F1.

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees
The Directors of the Company are also Charity Trustees for the purposes of Charity Law and, under the Company's Articles are
known as the Board of Directors. Under the requirements of the Memorandum and Articles of Association the Board of Directors are
elected to serve for a period of three years after which they must be re-elected at the next Annual General Meeting.

Organisational structure
The Swansea Little Theatre has a Board of Directors of up to nine members who meet monthly and are responsible for the strategic
direction and policy of the theatre. At present, the Board of Directors has members from a variety of professional backgrounds and
each board member undertakes an area of responsibility relevant to the work of the theatre. .

Risk management
The Board of Directors has conducted a review of the major risks to which the theatre is exposed. A risk register has been
established and is updated at least annually.

Where appropriate, systems or procedures have been established to mitigate the risks the theatre faces. Procedures are in place to
ensure compliance with health and safety of volunteers, clients and visitors to the theatre.

We are in compliance with DBS checks and chaperone training.

A child protection policy is in place together with facilities in compliance with the Disability Discrimination Act.

The trustees who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act 2006, present their report  with
the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 30 June 2022. The trustees have adopted the provisions  of
Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing  their
accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS  102)
(effective 1 January 2019). 

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES
To promote, establish and manage a community theatre, namely the Dylan Thomas Theatre.

Presentation to the public of Swansea Little Theatre productions.

To establish and promote theatre in education by the annual hiring to Theatre Na n'Og, Swansea University,  Bridgend
College and others. Thus enabling young people to visit the theatre and experience high quality theatre in  education
work. Catchment area includes Rhondda Cynon Taf, Neath Port Talbot and City and County of Swansea.

To encourage and let the theatre to diverse community groups, which include local disabled groups, dance groups  and
exhibitions.

In addition to its annual in-house programme, Swansea Little Theatre undertakes outreach programmes with  special
focus on communities that have difficulty accessing 1st class theatre within their area.

Establish the ‘Dylan Thomas Youth Academy for students aged 5 - 16 years to promote and advance  theatre
excellence.

Public Benefit

In setting our objectives and planning our objectives our Trustees have given careful consideration to the  Charity
Commission's general guidance on public benefit and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance  on
advancing the arts.

Impact of Covid

As the year progressed and the restrictions eased, the charity was able to return to a degree of normality. However  the
virus has led to the postponement and cancellation of certain productions and this has meant that the Year to June  2022
was again less busy than the trustees had planned.

Income did recover partly by increasing to £57,528 (2021: £26,659) delivering a smaller deficit of £2,527 compared  to
the prior financial year deficit of £20,363.

The trustees are aware that the theatre will need a major upgrade in the near future and have decided to start  to
designate charity funds to contribute to what will inevitably be a major financial project. In the year to June  2022
£150,000 has been designated to the major refurbishment fund which will be used to refurbish the back of the  theatre,
raise the roof and deal with asbestos problems should they arise. The total expenditure on this project will be  significant
and it will rely on grant support to be achieved.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE
Swansea Little Theatre is one of the earliest amateur theatre companies in the U.K. and the first ‘Little Theatre’  in
Wales. It was established in 1923 and Dylan Thomas was an active member until 1934.

The theatre is now one of the busiest community theatres in Wales used extensively by both amateur and  professional
companies. It also hosts school productions, local dance groups, conferences, exhibitions and workshops. The  theatre’s
wardrobe also provides costumes for drama companies, schools, colleges and community groups.

The theatre is a member of the partnership developing Swansea’s Maritime Cultural Quarter. Other partners include  The
National Waterfront Museum, The Dylan Thomas Centre, Swansea Museum, The Attic Gallery and The Mission Gallery.

The theatre is unique in the facilities it offers to the disabled both as performers and audience. Not only do we  have
ease of access for wheelchair users but we also have a hearing loop in the auditorium.

We have developed members’ expertise in initiating a professional technicians course in lighting, sound and  stage
management.

We promote and encourage new theatrical directors, experimental theatre and new writings.

We are an active member of The National Operatic and Drama Association (NODA).

The Theatre is in negotiations with Council to extend lease to 125 Years and/or purchase the freehold to the building.

The Theatre is renewing equipment in line with CO2 guidelines and applying for grants for a number of projects.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Financial position
The total income of £57,528 (2021; £26,659) was spent on direct charitable expenditure totalling £60,055  (2021:
£47,022) resulting in a net deficit of £2,527 (2021: net deficit of £20,363).

The Statement of Financial Activities reflects the income and expenditure incurred by Swansea Little Theatre in  carrying
out its role in respect of its objectives. The unrestricted funds at 30 June 2022 were £210,457 (2021:£212,984) and  the
restricted funds £121,913 (2021: £121,913).

FUTURE PLANS
Against a backdrop of limited resources, the company continue to generate match-funding in order to secure funding  for
Phase 2 improvements to include auditorium upgrades, new dressing rooms, wardrobe and storage. We are  also
looking at funding for replacement auditorium seating and pursuing a joint venture with local artists to renew the  outside
mural,

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT
Governing document
The organisation is a Charitable Company limited by guarantee, incorporated and registered as a Charity on 22  May
1963. The company was established under a Memorandum of Association which established the objects and powers  of
the Charitable Company and is governed under its Articles of Association. In the event of the Company being  wound
up, members are required to contribute an amount not exceeding £1.

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees
The Directors of the Company are also Charity Trustees for the purposes of Charity Law and, under the  Company’s
Articles are known as the Board of Directors. Under the requirements of the Memorandum and Articles of  Association
the Board of Directors are elected to serve for a period of three years after which they must be re-elected at the  next
Annual General Meeting.

Organisational structure
The Swansea Little Theatre has a Board of Directors of up to nine members who meet monthly and are responsible  for
the strategic direction and policy of the theatre. At present, the Board of Directors has members from a variety  of
professional backgrounds and each board member undertakes an area of responsibility relevant to the work of  the
theatre..

The Trustees do not believe any  assets
are impaired and do not carry out impairment reviews.

Stocks 
Stocks are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, after making due allowance for obsolete  and
slow moving items. 

Taxation 
The charity is exempt from corporation tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting 
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Designated funds are unrestricted funds earmarked by the Trustees for particular purposes falling in future  time
periods.

Restricted funds are funds subject to specific restrictions imposed by donors which have been raised by  the
charity for particular purposes. The aim and use of each restricted fund is set out in the notes to the  financial
statements.

Grants 
Grants relating to specific capital expenditure are treated as deferred income which is the credited to the  profit
and loss account over the related asset's life.

Revenue grants are credited to the profit and loss account in the same period as the expenditure to which  they
relate.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE
The successful application for funding from Gory Environmental has enabled the' theatre to replace theatre
lighting for up-to-date LED lighting, equal to any theatre in the country plus a second grant to replace the
stage floor. The theatre has been based in its present premises since 1979 having previously occupied
premises in Mumbles.

Swansea Little Theatre is one of the earliest amateur theatre companies in the IJ.K. and the first 'Little
Theatre' in Wales. It was established in 1923 and Dylan Thomas was an active member until 1934.

The theatre is now one of the busiest community theatres in Wales used extensively by both amateur and
professional companies. It also hosts school productions, local dance groups, conferences, exhibitions and
workshops. The theatre's wardrobe also provides costumes for drama companies, schools, colleges and
community groups.

The theatre is a member of the partnership developing Swansea's Maritime Cultural Quarter. Other partners
include The National Waterfront Museum, The Dylan Thomas Centre, Swansea Museum, The Attic Gallery
and The Mission Gallery.

The theatre is unique in the facilities it offers to the disabled both as performers and audience. Not only do we
have ease of access for wheelchair users but we also have a hearing loop in the auditorium.

We have developed members' expertise in initiating a professional technicians course in lighting, sound and
stage management.

We promote and encourage new theatrical directors, experimental theatre and new writings.

We are an active member of The National Operatic and Drama Association (NODA).

The Theatre is in negotiations with Council to extend lease to 125 Years and/or purchase the freehold to the
building.

The Theatre is renewing equipment in line with CO2 guidelines and applying for grants for a number of
projects.

FINANCIAL REVIEW
Financial position
The total income of f86,282 (2018; F89,777) was spent on direct charitable expenditure totalling F90,471
(2018:f91,252) resulting in a net deficit of E4,189 (2018: net deficit of E1,475).

The Statement of Financial Activities reflects the income and expenditure incurred by Swansea Little Theatre
in carrying out its role in respect of its objectives. The unrestricted funds at 30 June 2019 were f181,705
(2018:F176,690) and the restricted funds f175,994 (2018:f185,198).

FUTURE PLANS
Against a backdrop of limited resources, the company continue to generate match-funding in order to secure
funding for Phase 2 improvements to include auditorium upgrades, new dressing rooms, wardrobe and
storage. We are also looking at funding for replacement auditorium seating and pursuing a joint venture with

local artists to renew the outside mural,
